A WAR-TIME BURGLAR
WANTS TO DIG UP GOLD.

Has Plot of Location Near Danville,

Va.. and Expresses His Willing-

ness to Find Treasure.

Judge Berryman Green, member of the
Constitutional Convention from Danville,
is one of the characters in a story
which has in it as much of romance and
other elements that go to make human
interest as any conceived in the brain
of the maker of fiction. It is a serial.
It began in the days of the war. The
end is not yet. The Judge may end it.
He has not made up his mind as to the
character of the denouement.

Not long before thie war ended there
was great excitement in Danville over
the prospect of the early fall of the Con-
federacy.

The Bank of Danville had in its vaults
a considerable sum of moncy—a thing
very scarce in the Confederacy in those

Mrs. Waddill, |
fearing for the life of her husband, sur-
rendered the money. The burglar fled.
