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NISW YORK, Decembnr #).~~The sLoch
market showed its immense relief from
the disturbing eflect of: the recent eccen-
tricity of Amalgamated Cobper. There
were some further contortions in that
stock for a short time after the opening,
but jt settled down into a condition of
quiet which has not been .seen for many
weeks. Between 66 and 67 it seemed to
have arrived at a condition of stable
equilibrium. - The opening . dip.to €41-2 was
apparently due to a drive from the bears,
who sought an opportunity to cover tl\ur
short contracts.

BRISTOL, TENN., December 20-(59@
cial)~With the courage and® calmuess
of a hero, Cicero Harris, the negro whe
murdered Sam Ware, a mulatto, to-day
met death on the scaﬂold in Bristo
Va.
The execution took place In an em
closure, but witnessed by about frey
people. The trap ‘was sprung at 10357
A. M., and Harris, fell five feet. Hix
neck was broken, and he was pronounced
dead in fourteen mintttes.
Harris made a statement on the scal"
fold, following ‘a fervent prayer offered
up by" Dr. W. S." Neighbors, pastor of
State-Street Methodist church. He said
he was ready and .willing to meet his
fate and that he had no fears. Heé was
sure Heaven was his home and was anx-
ious to go there.

The body was shipped to the Lnlvez:sits
of Virginia by order of the State Ana-
tomical Board.

Harris was a full-blooded@ African. He
was 46 years of age and of heavy bulild,
weighing about 1% pounds. He came t¢
Bristol from Pulaski, Va., a few monthy
ago, and up to the time of the Kkilling
had been employed at the Bristol iron
furnace as a laborer. %

HAD A HIGH TEMPER. o

He had the reputation of being @&
rather bad negro while at Pulaski, and.
was ‘possessed of an ill temper, wh!ch
was easily excited. = When he came tc
Bristol he found board with Sam Ware
a mulatto. Harris and his - wife had
previously separated, making -it necessary’
for him to board. Ware soon suspected
that Harris was on too intimata terms
with his wife, and for this reason nod-
fled Harris that he could not board him .
any longer.

Soon after Harris left Ware's home, tha
latter’s wife left and went to Wythe- =
ville, Va. Ware charged that Harris had in~
duced her to leave home and had fur-
nished money to pay hér railway fare
to Wythevillee Ware was angry and
used threntenino language. When Hartiy
heard what Ware was saying he weng
to Ware’s home, at the furnace, called
him out, and asked him what he had
been telling. ok

HOW THE HOMICIDE OCCURRED.

This was on the 27th day of September
last. Ware motioned for Harris to come
to one side, away from others who stooG
about the door, and he would 5

With and ugly oath Harris said, “No;
we will settle it right here,”” and with
that Harris drew a revolver and fired
three shots at Ware, at 'close range. The
third shot struck Ware in the temph‘
and penetrated his brain.

As Ware fell dying, Harris jumped
upon his body and mutilated his victinz
in a terrible manner.

Harris was arrested by Pollceman Mat
ness and locked up. Xe was .tried Ey
the Hustings Court of Bristol, Va., Judge =
Stuart presiding. on October 9th, and ox
that day was found ‘guilty of murder
in the first degree. ‘After denying a
motion for a new 4rial, Judge Stuart pro-
nounced the sentence upon Harris o
October 15th.

Attorneys Price and Winston, for the
defendant, appled to the Supreme Court *
of Virginia for a writ of error, but or
November 14th this was denied, thus end-
ing Haris’s last ‘hope of escape from
death on the gallows, since Governor
Tyler saw fit to take no action in behau
of the condemned mam.
