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RICHMOND IN 1901,

A {welvemonth passed is like a journey
traveligd, and New-Year's Day is a rest-
ing place upon an eminence, whence we
may look back and get a better view of
the road than we had when we sauntered
along its smooth places, or toiled up its
stony steeps. Free from the dust of the
plain, in a clarified atmosphere and in a
calmly cerntemplative mood we may sce
clearer and form sounder opinions than
we could o, in other circumstances.

In the local review of 191 three ‘“Jand-
marks” are noticeable above 211 others.
One is the loss by- fire of the greater
part of the Jefferson Hotel; the other is
the building of the viaduct and the Main-
Street Passenger Station,7and the third
is the disastrous flood in James river—
accompanied with loss of life outside the
city, and with destruction of some pro-
perty here. It was not an agreeable
thing to have the old year and the new
connected by such an untoward link, but
doubtless we shall find that the damage
js mot so great as we had supposed. At
any rate, such freshets are not new in

our experience, and we have thriven,
despite them.
it is noteworthy that there was

prodigious activity in the building trades
here in 1301. Not since the years imme-
diately succeeding the close of ‘‘the civil
war,” and the levelling fire of evacuation-
day, has there been so great a clamor
for dwellings, and factories, and business
houses. Then the problem was to supply
1he places of buildings burned. Last year
the meed was—and it is still—for new
houses to meet the necessities of new-
comers and to satisfy the requirements of
old residents, whose means have in-
creased, and justify them in providing
themselves with more comfortable homes.

The truth is, that the year past was
one of uncommon prosperity here. Large
fortunes were made by some investors.
The wealth of Richmond, already great,
aas much increased. General business
was good. Our banks and banking insti-
‘utions thrived mightily, and for the first
“ime in nearly forty years bonds of Vir-
vinia—3 per cent. bonds, too—sold at par.
[.abor was emploved at better wages and
with greater regularity than in many
years.

Richmond has a street-car system un-
-d_ua]led by that of any other city of our
slass. When we compare what it is
«o0-day—its miles of fine track, its hand-
some cars, its transfer arrangements—
w»ith what it was a few years back, we
realize that startling progress has been
wmade. So much for having competing
sompanies! And the end is not yet! A
trolley line is about finished connecting
Petersburg and Manchester (“‘South
Richmond’’), and the tracks are laid for
2 suburban line to Westhampton, where
<here is a park, which in time will equal
Lakeside in attractions.

The great clectric works built on the
site of Haxall's Mill, during the year
past, harnessed the falls of James river
to their dvnamos and are now producing
light and power in astonishing quanti-
ties. These they distribute through
the city by means of an admirable sys-
tem of conduits. - The Locomotive-Works
and Triggs's Ship-Yards Company en-
larged their plants and crowded their
pay-rolls with the names of skilled ar-
tisans. And so did many other manu-
facturing cstablishments here. :

What, with our great manufactories
of metal and wooden goods, our immense
tobacco factories and warchouses, and
hundreds of other industries less con-
splcuous, but scarcely less Important,
Richmond has well earned the title of
manufacturing city. But we are a “‘dis-
sributing point,” too; a place for the
distributfon, through the jobbing traae,
not only for the handiwork of our own
mechanics, but fer general supplies of
provisions, ~drugs, hardware, shoes,
clothes, house furnishings, etc.

In short, for a city of its class, Rich-
mond has numerous citizens of large
wealth, a big banking capital, a clearing-
house record which is remarkable, manu-
facturing industries, and jobbing
houses in fine numbers; a good bill of
health, educational facilities of high or-

‘der and widespreading usewulness; an
enviable reputetion for trustworthiness
in business affairs, a population that is
stcadily growing, .and a city opulent in
historic assoclations, and every year
‘growing more atiractive as a place of
residence. i

Richmond is always placed at a dis-
advantage in the United States Census
of pepulation,” because we have filled
up most of the building lots within our

~carporate lines, and our Iincrease has
overflowed into the suburbs. ‘

THE NEW COURT “SYSTEM.

The Constitutional Convention has sat-
jsfled ftself by information recelved from
its delegates and from other sources that
it is best to ‘4bolish the County
Court system and to have no intermedi-
ary between the Circuit Court and the
Supreme Court of Appeals.

After discussing the matter In all of
its phases, and getting expressions of
opinion from great numbers of people
well qualified 1o judge, the Committee of
the Whole has adopted without material
alteration the report of the Committee on
the Judiciary, of which the Hon. Eppa
Hunton, Jr., is chairman. The vote n
favor of the proposition to substitute the
single court system in lieu of the one
now prevailing was overwhelming. TUpon
one of the propositions the ayes were 41,
the noes 9. While that vote was not a
large one, it is believed to be a truly
representative one.

The new article on the judictary pro-
poses that the Supreme Court shall be
constituted and established 1’Jrettyl much
as at present, but a provision has been
inserted which makes the minimum salary
of the judges thereof 34,000 per annum.

It is proposed that after the county
courts have been dispensed with, the
work now done by them shall be done by
the Circuit judges. For this purpose the
State is to be divided into twenty-four
circuits, and in such manner as to permit
bi-monthly courts in each county. Chair-
man Hunton's committee sought to have
the minimum pay of Circuit judges fixed
at $2,500 per annum, but this recommen-
dation was struck from the report. This
question, therefore, is left to the Legis-
lature.

In cities of over 10,000 inhabitants the ex-
isting Corporation courts will be continued.
In citiecs of under 10,000 inhabitants the
Corporation courts are to be continued,
unless abolished by popular vote. Where
they continue such cities must pay the
“‘entire” cost of the aforesaid Corporation
courts. All the other city courts and
Circuit courts will be paid one-half by
the State and one half by the localities
served. At the present time there is
considerable confusion, or at least va-
riety, in the manner of paying judges.
The Supreme Court judges are now and
hereafter will be paid wholly by the
State. At present, the Circuit judges
are paid by the State, and the County
Court judges by the counties. g

If the Circuit judges should be paid $2,500
each, Mr. Hunion believes the proposed
change will effect a saving in salaries
alene of $14,400 per annum. If the Legis-
lature instead of fixing the pay of Cir-

cuit judges at $2,500 should fix it at
$2,000, about $10,000 additional would be
saved - by the proposed article. It is

estimated by Mr. Withers that the aboli-
tion of the County Court system and the
substitution of the single system of.trial
courts would save the Commonwealth
directly and indirectly about $75,000 per
annum, if the salary of Circuit Court
judges had been fixed at $2,50 The State
has been so districted that there may be
monthly terms in a number of the cir-
cuits, where the civil and criminal busi-
hess is large; but in no county desiring
bimonthly terms will there be less than
six courts per annum.

All of the judges, excepting those of
the Supreme Court of Appeals and of
Corporation courts in” eftics ‘under 10,000
inhabitants, will be of the same rank and
dignity. The Legislature is authorized
as under the present Constitution to
create a special Court of Appeals when-
ever, in its opinion, the needs of the Com-
monwealth demand it, and the judges
of the courts of cities having more than
10,000 inhabitants, as well as the Circuit
judges, may be members thereof. Under
the present Constitution only Circuit
Court judges are eligible to membership
upon a special Court of Appeals. And it
is further provided that no judge shall be
allowed to practice law.or hold any office
during his time except the judge of the
Corporation Court of a city of less than
10,000 inhabitants, who may be appointed
to the position of commissioner in chan-
cery of the Circuit Court.

The Dispatch had hoped that some way
would be found to prescrve the monthly
“court’” in one form or another; but
the votes in Cominittee of the Whole
showed that really there was no choice
but between the Hunton plan and the
present system, and that the sentiment
of delegates was overwhelmingly in favor
of the former—practically a bimonthly
system.

It is the hope and expectation of the
convention not merely to save money by
the changes proposed, but to give to the
people a more satisfactory method than
they now have of dispensing justice.
\While there was great contrariety of
opinion on this subject in the beginning,
the opinion of the convention, after much
discussfon, crystallized in favor of the
system which we have outlined. It was
the hope "of some thag there would be
only -two classes of jadg‘es in the State—
Supreme Court judges and Circult Court
judges, but the necessities ‘of the case

THE CUBAN ELECTION. .

The Cuban reconstruction general elec-
tion took place yesterday—that is, the
election under a Constitution made by
order of the United States to suit us,
rather than the Cubans. The election
system that obtained is patterned,
save in -one particular, after that
in vogue in this country. The provincial
councils and provincial: governors and
membera of the lower house of the
céngress were elected by the direct
vote of the people. The senators and
the President and Vice-President were
chosen indirectly, the qual.iﬁed voters
also choosing yesterday electors who will
vote for members of the upper house and
the first and second executives on Feb-
ruary 22d next. Virtually, it is only as
to electing senators ‘that the machinery
varies from ours.

Reports from Havana are to the effect
that a quiet and orderly election was
practically assured. Signor Tomas Es-
trada Palma, whose campaign has been
managed by General Maximo Gomez, and
who, in the preliminary canvassing, was
understood to be the ‘‘official’”’ favorite
of the United States, was the only can-
didate for the presidency. He, there-
fore, on  the face of the returns,
had a walk over. But after the ‘‘closing
of the polls” what? By not a few
who have studied recent antecedent
events in Cuba the question is regarded
as serious.

Soon after the adjournment of the Con-
stitutional Convention It came to be
accepted- that the *‘National candidates’
would be Palma, for President, and
Maso, for Vice-President. Indced, the
latter expressed entire willingness to
take second place on the ticket. A little
later, however, Maso began to sulk; ral-
lied a party under the name of the
Democratic party, and announced ° his
candidacy for first place. The result
was to precipitate a bitter campaign du-
ring which the Maso following sedu-
lously sought to ipculcate the idea that
the issue was really cne between the
people of Cuba and their masters in the
United States. But as the canvass pro-
gressed it became clear that under the
existing conditions the Maso cause could
not prevail, and recourse was,-had
to an attempt to secure a postponement
of the election. That failed, however,
as had an effort to have reorganized the
Central Board of Scrutiny—the Returning
Board—on the ground that it had been
selected entirely from partisans of Pal-
ma's, and had padded the voting list,
and ten days ago Maso withdrew from
the contest.

Yet thesa particular of

grievances

Maso's adherents, taken with - their
teachings as to ‘‘the Treal issue,” had
aroused intense feeling against the

United States among certain clements in
Cuba, and it seems by no means- certain
that the election of Palma will be grace-
fully acquiesced in threughout the island.
On the contrary, there is apprehen-
sion, and reasonable apprehension,
that it will be followed by outbreaks
which will necessitate the use of Ameri-
can troops in suppert of Palma’s rights.
That, of course, would mean the further
intensifying of the feeling in Cuba
against this country, and, perhaps,
“justify” indefinite military occeapation
of the island—an outcome which, it is
whispered, would not be displea's'ing to
a decidedly large class of Americans,
who still long for Cuban annexation.
Let us hope, however, that all apprehen-
sions on this score will prove baseless,
and that vesterday opened the way for a
speedy vindication of our pledzge to
Cuba—the pledge to give her a frce and
independent government of her own,
and from which the rest.ictions we have
already imposed upon her systzm will Le
finally removed.

Those northwestern Governors seem to
be in earnest in their fight on the great
railway merger up their way. What the
resuit of the struggle will be, it is impos-
sible at this stage of proceedings to guess,
but the country as a whole will be with
the Governers so far as their effort is to
prevent monopoly.

It is said of Congressman Small, of
North Carolina, who is an old newspaper
man, that he has ncver forgotten his
newspaper training, and from force of
Labit notes the important bhappenings ot
each day's session of the House. He
makes it a rule, too, it Is said, to answer
every letter he receives the day he re-
ceives it—a most exceilent thing in a
Congressman or any other public per-
sonage. We are not pacticulariy well ac-
quainted with Mr. Small, but we know
this, that in spite of his name, there is
nothing small about him.

The past year in the Fire Department
has been phenomenal; all previous re-
cords have been broken. The fires which
the department had to contend with have
been of the most serious kind,' yet with
the exception of cases where walls have
fallen in on =zdjoining property, no fire
has extended beyond its place of origin;
and, considering the conditions, this is
quite remarkable.

There have been during the year 436
alarms responded to by the department,
as dgainst 330 during 1900; this shows
an increase of over 25 per cent. in alarms.
The general alarm, or 6-6-6, has been
recorded nine times during the year; this
alarm prings out the entire department,
and one reserve company Is placed in the
central part of the city, which is expect-
ed to protect the entire city.

While the loss for the past year has
been larger than any ten years in the
history of the Fire Department, yvet this
is no reflection on our department, as
the conditions under which the firemen
worked was an awful drawback, and
where the heavy losses were sustained,
in most cases, the alarm was not turned
in until the flames had gained much
headway.

During the! pastyyvear the department-
has added a large quantity of new hnse
several new horses, which have replaced
old ones; the Third-Stret. or No. 4, engine
has been rebuilt, which makes it as
good as new, and a large second-size
La, France engine has been placed in ser-
vice at Engine Company No. 2, on Main
street, between Twentieth and Twenty-
first streets. the old one from No. 2
Company is now held in reserve, and
at times .does valuable service.

The Tire Department is admirably
managed under the charge of Chief W.
G. - Puller and his assistants, and the
Board of Fire Commissioners feel justly
proud of its record.

There were four deaths from flres in
the city—R. E. Slaughter, in the Meyer
store; Carrie Silvey (colored), in a house
on east Franklin street; Joseph Dabney
(colored), in the Habliston building, and
Williard W. Wakefield, at the Gas-Works.
In addition to this, there was the death
of Mortimer Hogan from an explosion
at the Gas-Works early in the present
year.

Several firemen were injured while in
the discharge of their duties, those re-
ceiving serious wounds being Captain
0. F. Wise, at the Jefferson fire, who
was burned about the face and arms,
and Horace Clark, who was caught un-
der a falling wall at the Hagan & Dart
fire, Both have about recovered, and
are on active duty. g
