F. H. Fitzgerald, clerk in the stationary
gupply department of the Southern rail-
way, and one of the best known and re-
spected citizens of Manchester, has dis-
appeared, leaving behind him a warrant
in the hands of the Richmond police
charging him with the embezzlement of
several thousand dollars, the property
of the Southern railway.

This announcement will come as a
great shock and surprise. Mr, Fitzger-
ald has been clerk of the Manchester
School Board for several years. He
is an active member of the Presbyt_iri:}'g
church. In all walks of life he has
been regarded as an honest and upright
man.

IN STATIONARY DEPARTMENT.

He is emploved in the stationary de-,
partment of the Southern road located
in a small house at the north end of the
James river bridge. His immediate su-
perior has been MTr. Andrew Knowles,
the stationer of the company. The
volume of business done through this de-
partment for a road of 9,000 miles can
be estimated from.the fact that at one
time the office frequently handles as
much as $0,000 worth of stamps. The
travelling auditor of the company has
been in Richmond inspecting for three or
four days. Mr. Fitzgerald disappeared

Friday afternoon, leaving a broken-
hearted young wife, with four small

children, the youngest 3 months old, - A
brother is Mr. A. H. Fitzgerald, princi-
pay of the Manchester schools.  Mr.
Fitzgerald’s father was for years well
known as City Sergeant of Manchester.
ISSUANCE OF THE WARRANT.

The warrant was sworn out by DMr.
Andrew Knowles before Magistrate Wil-
{liam Jones. Detectives Tomlinson and
Wren worked vigorously on the case, but
learned nothing of Fitzgerald's where-
abouts. The warrant was sworn out in
Richmond, as he worked in Richmond,
although living in Manchester.

In appearance the man is tall, slender,
and prematurely gray. He is about 35
yvears of age. While the sum mentioned
in the warrant is only $1,8¢0, the total
embezzlement is believed to Dbe  about
§$8,000.

When seen last night Superintendent
‘West and Assistant Freight Agent Drake
stated that they knew nothing of the is-
suance of a warrant. Mr. Andrew
Knowles, was found at his home, No.
210 south Fourth street, but he declined
te make any statement or throw any
light on the matter.

DETAILS KEPT SECRET.

The detzails of how Fitzgerald has man-
aged to cover up his tracks are not
Xnown. No money of the company
passed through his.hands. The alleged
passed through his hands. The alleged
embezzlement , it seems, consisted in the
misappropriation of stamps, and possibly
other property of value. The alleged
embezzlement is believed to extend over
a considerable period.

There were in the city yesterday a
number of prominent out-of-town to-
bacco-dealers, some of the leading firms
in Virginia and North Carolina being rep-
resented. Jusi what th'e cccasion of their
presence at this time they did not state,
replying when asked that they were
merely on a visit to the capital. It was
thought by some that these gentlemen
were here in the belief that the tobacco
from the factory of Messrs. Cameron &
Cameron would be offercd for sale, but
this theory is not regarded as applicable
to all of these In the city,
damaged stock is not of the grades wh.ch
these firms handle. It being Saturday,
when there is no sale on the warehouse
fioors, they would hardly have chosen
such a time to come here prospecting for
certain grades of tobacco, unless at =
private sale. Among the number in the
city are: A. Berkeley, Carrington, of
Dibrell Brothers; J. P. Jordan, of AL
P. Jordan & Co., and James J. Hickey,
of C. H. Hickey & Co., all large dealers,
of Danville; W. L. Betty, of Rocky
Mount, N. C., and W. M. Clark, of Wil-
son, N. C., representing large firms in
those towns.

MORE WATER MAINS NEEDED

The water supply Is sufiicient, but the
water-mains are the same in the centre
and ®astern part of the city as they were
twenty years ago.

The Fire Department has received no

special propriation from the city gov-
ernment in excess of those of fifteen
years ago. It would be as unfair to ex-

pect these departments to meet the extra
burdens imposed upon them in thedshape
of increased consumption of water or the
wrection of taller buildings, as-it would
be to expect the horse-car of 1830 to sive
us the rapid transit we now enjov.

Philadelphia,- Pittsburg, Kansas City,
New Orleans, Atlanta. and other large
cities of the country have been through
exactly the same experience, and the
streets of several of them are now torn
up to roceive the increased water-mains.

Thera should ba two 16-inch mains
leading from the reservoir, east, to which
should be attached along its route all of
the fire hydrants on that street. For in-
stance, if the main were c¢n Cary street
the Cary-street hydrants would recelve
their water from that main; but the
hydrants on the cross streets should be
allowed to remain as they are, but this
large main should be connected to the
smaller mains, the same as is now done
at some points on.

Muth has been said about the slow
water at these fires, but In justice to
both the Water Department and the Fire
| Department it should be understood by
the people that water through a dry line
of hose travels very slowly. In fact, T
have seen on a number of cases where
four sections of hose have been used;
that the [Zdurth section has been
coupled and the nozzle placed before the
stream appeared., This Is accounted for
through friction and also through the
registance that is offeréed by hose that
has to lay flat in the wagon.

I would suggest that the City Council
appoint a committee to make an Invest!-
gation of the needs of these two valuable
departments, and that the Council, with-
out hesitation, act upon the rnpor\ of
‘ that committee.
