GORMAN NOTIFIED
OF HIS ELECTION.

He Asls Honorable Opponents to

Confer With Him as Freely

as Democrats, .

BALTIMORE, AD., January 27.—
United States Senator-elect Arthur P.
Gorman was officially notified of his elec-
tion here to-day. A joint committee from
the House and Senate conveyed the in-
formation, which was officially anncunced
in brief addresses. Mr. Gorman re-
sponded briefly. He said In part:

“Governed always by the cardinal prin-

THREAT OF PANIC
ON CHICAGO BOARD.

Bottom Apparently Out of Oats—Sup-

port, However, Soon Appears—

Raid on Patten.

CHICAGO, January 27.—Panic started
Board of Trade speculators in the face
when business opened to-day, for the
bottom had seemingly fallen out of oats.
It all came about by reason of a cam-
paign bregun by liquidation in May oats.
For some time traders had been predict-
ing that something would happen in oats,
and as soon as the stream of May vats
began to flow into the pit, prices dropped
steadily. At once gossip had it that
James Patten, Mayor of Evanston, who
is credited with a corner of 10,000,000 bu-
shels of May oats, was unloading. Weak
holders of margined oats had to let go
everything they had. Exuberant bears
immediately began to sell short in gr2at
quantities, and everything went by the
board. Millions of bushels were liquidated,
znd in less than half an hour. May oats
fell 5 cents. Support, however, soon ap-
peared, in a marked degree. The talk
changed from Patten liquidation to the
other view of it—that an attempt nad
been made again to squeeze Patten. When
it was found that Patten was buying,
and other longs came to the support,
the early short sellers became frighten-
ed, hurried to cover, and prices as quick-
ly began to ascend again. In fiftzen
minutes - May had recovered nearly all
its losses. The usual weather and crop
conditions had practically nothing to do
with the onslaught. It was a case of
speculative manipulation.

Later developments show that the blears
had taken advantage of Patten’s ab-
sence from the pit to raid the market.
Mr. Patten made this statement: “I have
not sold a ‘five’ of oats this morning. It
is a deliberate raid. I have no doubt it
was started to raid me. The talilers are
out, but the people who planned to raid
me did not get what they were after.”

WILLS REAPPOINTED
AS POSTMASTER.

But He is Czutioned Agnlxlsf Viola-

tions of the Civil Service Law

in His Office.

WASHINGTON, D. C., January 27.—The
President to-day decided on the reap-
pointment of Postmaster A. F. Wills, of
Nashville, Tenn, but wrote the postmaster
a letter cautioning him against any vio-
lation of the civil-service law in his office.
This action follows & report which the
Civil-Service Commission made to the
President of an investigation of charges
against the postmaster of a political na-
ture. The report holds that Postmastier
Wills committed a technical violation of
the civil-service law, in giving §150 to an-
other officer for political purpose, and in
causing the collection of certain sums
from subordinates to reimburse him. The
report says that there was no correction.

THE TRIAL OF PATRICK.

First Witness on Subject of Cause of
Rice's Death.

NEW YORK, January 27.—The second
day of the tral of Lawylr ‘Albert T. Pat-
rick, accused of the murder of William
Marsh Rice, brought it up to the point
where the cause of the- death of the
millionaire is sought to be determined.
The first witness along this line of in-
quiry introduced by the prosecution was
Dr. Hamilton Williams, one of the phy-
sicians attached ‘to the Coroner’s staff,
who altended the autopsy. He testified
that Rice's lungs were congested. Wil-
liams said, in reply to a question, that
‘nothing else than a gaseous irritant
could produce the condition of the lungz. T
may say that, instead .of Dbelieving, I
know from experience this to be a fact.”
Pneumonia could not produce the con-
ditions he found in Mr. Rice's lungs.
He found all of Rice's organs normal,
except for the lung congestion.

The only admission the defence secured
from the witness was that many of the
ordinary indications of death from chloro-
form were absent in the case of Mr. Rice.

Charles Plowright, the undertaker, who
was called in by Patrick to prepare the
bedy of Rice for cremation, testified that
he had said to Patrick that it would re-
quire twenty-four hours to prepare for
cremation, and slggdsting embalming, to
which Patrick consented. John S. Plow-
right's assistant testified that Patrick had
shown him a letter signed by Rice, ex-
pressing the wish that after death his
body should be cremated.

CITY TO SUPPORT ONE NURSE.

Ladics Interested in the Poor Appenr
Before Committee. -

The'work of the Nurses’ Settlement, an
organization whose purpose it is to pro-
vide traiped nursing without charge in
cases of illness among the poor of thé
city, was presented to the Council Com-
mittee on the Relief of the Poor last
night. Mrs. George Wayne Anderson,®
the presldent of the Board of Managers
of the Visiting Nurses’ Association, re-
cently formed, was present. Colonel
George Wayne Anderson addressed the
committee. Three young ladies, graduate
nurses of skill and experience, among
them Miss Cabaniss, for somei time head
nurse of the Old Dominion Hospital, have
enlisted in this work. During the pgst
two months more than three hundred
visits have been made. A vast amount
of suffering has been relieved. In cases
of comparatively minor importance a visit
of an hour has left advice and counsel
of the largest value. In critical cases a
longer stay of the nurse has been a wel-
come help in an hour of sore need. The
yvoung ladies engaged in this work offer
their services to. the society without
charge other than what is necessary for
their support.

For the prosecution of the work, with
incidental expenses, about $450 a year for
wach nurse engaged s necessary. The
society requests' that the city support
one nurse. “The churches and individuals
interested in the work will support two
or three. The work is non-sectarian:and
for both races. The nurses engaged in it
will ‘from time to time visit the City
Hospital and assist those doing similar
work there, with counsel and instruction.
Colonel Anderson made a strong appeal
for this work as one of the most noble
charities which presents itself to the at-
tention of the city. The committee unani-
mously recommended that the Finance
Committee be asked to include in the
budgef an appropriation of $§500 for the
support of a nurse.

_.The. committee also received a -report
of a sub-committee on the crowded con-
dition of the colored almshouse. It set
forth that both the male and female de-
pariments were much overcrowded, and
recommended that the female department
be removed to the frame annex of the
colored almshouse. and that the:present
hospital building be used for:males. The
present condition of affairs was described
as ‘‘almost’ inhuman,” and one that
snould be relieved at once. The sum of
-$1,000, -to- be appropriated for necessary
repairs and changes' incidental to this
change, was recommended, and the whole
report adopted.
