But attention is called in the Richmond
Dispatch to a recent utterance upon this
subject by one whose opinion is of more;
than ordinary importance. Mr. E. . V.'_
Murphy, one of the chiefs of. the corps

.of official reporters of the United States
Senate, expresses tho hope rand belief,

in a communication to th«j authors of,

IBenn Pitman's shorthand publications, j
that some day there will be a system, of
phonography which willbe legible to all
writers of pot }hooks; ands furthermore,

he thinks that the Benn Pitman method,
or that method modified so as "to include
whatever is; valuable; in other systems,
would be more.vsatisfactory than any
other for all-around use;

Mr. Murphy would" have all shorthand
as clear and legible to stenographers a3

L^ longhand v'to -other.-.people, so that, in
case of necessity, one stenographer may

turn his notes .-'over, to another and tho
latter may read or transcribe them ac-
curately; something which, under pres-
ent . conditions, .is impossible, • except in
rare instances. In other words, ho \
would eliminate entirely all shorthand
strokes of an arbitrary nature and com-
pel all students of phonography to fol-;
low strictly the rules laid down" by a.
eingle author.

Nobody; familiar .with the existing
Idiosyncrasies and imperfections :of
stenographers will deny that the refor-
mation suggested would be of very
great; value,, not only to the shorthand
writers themselves, but also to every

one concerned directly or indirectly

with verbatim reporting. In ninety-nine

cases out of ono
'"

hundred the steno-
grapher who reports a Bpeech, or.a de-
bate, or in a trial court, must read hia

own- notes;; otherwise his report Is of
absolutely no. value. If, for any reason,

he i3unable to do this, those depending
upon his transcript must wait until he ;
can furnish It, no matter how long the
delay may be.

And yet itis prescribed by law innearly

all tho States of the Union that the short-
hand notes of a court reporter constitute
the "official record" of the proceedings
reported.- These' notes are, of course,

subiect to the control and supervision o£
the" court, but rarely are they of any

valuo except In the hands of the stenogra-
pher who made them. An instance ot
this sort occurred not long ago in this city 1

during the second :trial of Dr. Kennedy, I
when the stenographer then :ofilclatlng.
was called upon to read the notes of his |
predecessor, deceased, bearing upon, the
testimony of a .witness at the &rst trial,

who had since died.. As it happened,
however, the reporter at the- second trial
had been >a co-worker with the author
of the record, and,' lnasmuch as his trans-

lation of the notes agreed with the type-

written transcription made ;of im-
mediately after they :were taken, the
testimony was, we believe, allowed by

the court, although exception was taken
to :its admission. But more than once it |
has been .found necessary to retry cases
from beginning- to end because of .the
unreadable charac ter of a deceased 1ste-
nographer's record: as witness an In-
stance, some years ago, in the. Third Ju-

dicial District of -;New York State. Ob-
viously, therefore, the value of,an official

shorthand record depends upon, its legi-
bility.r
