THE OOVERXOB AI.KUT.

Deeply liilorenteil in tlir Situation ii>
•- Tiiinonbnrs: County.

Governor Jrontague is deeply ihterestol
'in the situation in Lunenburg- county, ami
is perplexed as to the proper course to

be pursued in order to assure that there
will be no attempt to prevent the law's
taking its course. He has been assured
by friends, who are familiar with the
situation there, that if troops arc sont ta
the- scene to prevent the lynching- of the
negro Otway Epes, v/ho is in jail ch.»rse>lv,'ith the crime, there is reason to believe
there willbe a lynching before the troops
reach the court-house. Upon the other
hand, he has been told that If there .ran
be a clear case made •out ajrainst th^
negro, the neighbors of Faust, the
murdered lady, will not allow the expense
of trial and conviction. He has no Wei
that the people of the county are ur,y
the less law-abiding: than those of any
other section, but he realizes that such
crimes always excite the people to a de-
sire for sfteedy vengeance.

The Governor received a letter from
Judgre" Orsain, of the I/iinenburp CJoiihty
Court, yesterday, sayinjr that there was
no danger apprehended at that time. He
assured the Governor that lift would takt
all necessary precautions to insure ''the.
safety of the prisoner. The letter w?a

written on Tuesday afternoon.

Z. Morris, ; for ;several ;\.years
president of the Chamber of Commerce
of-Richmond, was the first speaker, and
ho made one of."the best speeches that
has ever, been heard before the "'\u25a0• associa- ,

• tion. The -speech? was aptly charac-
terized, by Toastmaster" Pulliam :by the
words "brevity is the soul ofwit.". Oh.
Mr. Morris's speech Wa* brief—very

brief—but "so cleverly was .every word
selected that" its exact thought was con-
voyed "to\u25a0'.the hearer.

in beginning: his speech. Miv -Morris
paid a high compliment 1to Mr. Pulliam—
whom he, characterized as the "matchless?,;
silver-tongued orator of the south side"—
and to Judge Ingram, whose speeches,

\u25a0he said. were, always of intense in terest,

whether made in., the convention or' on
the lustings: Continuing. Mr. Morris al-
ludied to tho. absolute .necessity, for some
organization akin to the Business-Men's
Association. Said he: ;''Xo city can exist
without <m<-: call it by whatever namo
you choose— whether Chamber of Com-
merce, Board of Trade, or Business-
Men's Association— it is absolutely es-.
sential to the success of a city.'' The
things Mr. Morris considered essential
to the successful

conduct of an as-

sociation are a loyal and compact organi-

zation and prid.3 in one's city. There
should be, also,- regular association and
committee meetings; -Mr. Morrir; touched
upon the free-light offer of the Richmond
Passenger and Power Company, and com-
mended the stand of the association that
the' money thus saved be ex>endcd in
pornianenc street improvements.
Morris said. .he did not think that an
association should demand any thing from
the constituted representatives of tho,
people, but should work in accord, with
that body. "Try to convince." he said,-
"but never demand."

Mr. Morris also alluded to the recent
effort, of the association to erect a. busi-
ness-men's hall. "I doubt. ;very much
the wisdom of such a measure," he said;
"it is much cheaper to rent than to
build."' In conclusion. Mr. Morris gave
some valuable advic?. \u25a0 "Cultivate pride
in your city." he saio, ..."and do not de-
generate in'o chronic grumblers and dyn-
peptics. Tho man : who never attends
a. meeting of the association, the. man
who never pays his dues, who lakes no
interest in the work ,being, done— that
man." he declarer! witli much emphasis,
"is .the man who is continually grumbling
and growinpr.7 Mr.Morris's adriress was
enthiiPiastically received.

Judge Ingram, the next speaker, had
for his subject "Manchester's Futur«n?
He received a. very flattering reception,
when he. arose— in fact, so hearty was
the npplausii it-was some time be-
fore he coulu jiroceed. Judge Ingram,
in .opening, hjo remarks, alluded to the
veneration and esteem in which ho. held
Manchester's yiasi:. and said it was insep-.
arably linked with the future yet in store.
In eloquent language ..he pictured

'.tUa
achievements of the past, and the pros-
pects of thf^ future. "There. is no limita-
tion upon Manchester's future," said he.
"if Manchester citi/-en3 do .rheir duty to
their city, and to their State."

"Let our citizens put "the- goou of the
community before that of self." declared
he very strongly: "let them put action
before doubt, and the ultimate result
cannot. .b<2 in noubt."
