Richmond has not suffered r:'nbru propor-
tionately than many. other cities, Nor
~do we know that, as a rule, we have
hown less ability to copa with fires than
hag the uverage city that has felt theg

f years, we do know that ‘for the last

twelve months or a little mors our loss
has been above the normal, and that
the recent abnormal fire losses of other
communities is no excuse for our not
remedying at the earliest possibie date
any defects that may exist {n our water
service and Fire Department. We do
know that late losses have compelled the
raising of insurance rates, which is a
gerious matter with our merchants and
manufacturers, and that the sooner it
shail be demonstrated that the Fire De-
partment will {nsure Dbetter protection,
rates will come down again. We do
know that more eflicient means for con-
quering fires should be provided—in what
specified directions we are not pre-
parcd. to say—and that the Council will
prove grossly neglectful of its duty if
it does not address {tself diligently to
providing them. Whether the remedy lies
in larger water-mains in some sections,
in reorganization of the department, In
increase of apparatus, or in all of these,
it should be applied immediately.

Over the smoking ruins Pro-
priector Reed explains that such precau-
tions were thought needless, 38s the place
was ‘fireproof.’ ”

The Philadelphia Times argues that
there need not have been any ioss of life
in the Park-Avenue Hotel if there had
been no panic. The rooms. that were
closed along the corridors where the
flames raged most madly were uninjured,
c¢ven by smoke. ““The people who were
killed by burns, smoke, shock, or falls
to the street could have remained safely
in the hotel if they had not opened thc{r
doors when they heard the panic-cry.
This was so because the building itself,
aside from its interior fittings, is abso-
lutely fireproof.”

The Park-Avenue Hotel was located
near the railroad tunnel on that street,
and was built by A, T. Stewart as a
hotel for working women. No pains or
expense was spared to make it substan-
tial and reasonably fireproof, but the
building was not long devoted to the
purpose contemplated by him. It was
a failure in that respect, and that fact
having been ascertained Mr. Stewart's
devisees converted the structure into an
“absolutely fireproof hotel” However, it

| ~ .
{ seems to have been filled with combus-

tible material, and the flames followed the
elevator shaft from floor to floor, eating
it up. The hotel fire seéms to have been
caused by sparks from the Armory fire
falling into the hotel air shaft, which
shaft ran up and down near the elevator.
The hotel being elaborately fitted up with
wooden fixtures and furniture, the flames
had abundant material upen which to
prey, hence the blaze and the smoke and
the panic and consequent loss of life.
As to the importance of having plenty
of fire-cscapes, there can be no question.
They ought to be numercus and wisely
placed and frequently tested. We hope
the Richmond Fire Department is more
careful about thesg matters than the
New York officials seem to be. And
we also desire to Ree our department sat-
isfactorily supplifg with ladders, and
towers {rom which a man standing on
the ground may direct a stream. Good,
trusty, effective ladders ought to be
bought; ladders which will not endanger
the lives of firemen, but which will
e¢nable them to do the most valiant and
effective service in saving life and prop-
erty.

- THAE MAYOR'S POWER.

Under the new Constitution ‘the powers
of Mayors of cities and towns will be
greatly enlarged and their terms of office
will be “‘four’ years. We quote from the
section which has been adop;ed: 2

Section 6—In every city there shall be
elected by the qualified clectors thereof
ona City Treasurer, who shall serve for
a term of four years, but who shali not
be elected nor serve for more than two
consecutive terms, nor act as deputy for
his immediate successor. e

One City Sergeant, who shall hold his
offlce for a term of four years, an
whose duties shall be prescribed by law.

A Mayor who shall hold his office for
a term of four years, who shall be the
chief executive officer of such city, and
who shall see that the duties of the
various police and city officers, whether
elected or appointed in and for such
city in pursuance of this Constitution
or the general laws, are faithfully per-
formed. He shall have power to investi-
gate their acts, have access to all books
and documents in their offices, and may
examine them and their subordinates on
oath. The evidence given by persons soO
examined shall not be used against them
in any criminal proceedings. He shall
also have power to suspend such officers
and police, ‘and to remove such officers,
and also such police when authorized by
the General Assembly, for misconduct in
office or neglect of duty, to be specified
in the. order of suspension or removal;
but no such removal shall be made with-
out reasonable notice to the officer com-
plained of, and an opportunity afforded
him to be heard in person, or by counsel,
and to present testimony in his defence.
From such order of suspension or re-
moval, the officer so suspended or Te-
moved, shall have an appeal of right to
the Corporation or Hustings Court or to
the Circuit Court of such city, in which
court the case shall be heard de novo
by the judge thereof, whose decision shall
be final. He shall have all other powers.
and duties which may be conferred and
imposed upon him by the general laws.

PROGRESS IN OUR STATE.

Extracts from a Letter Written by
Ex-Governor Hoge Tyler.
(Baltimore Manufacturer's Record.)
Virginia offers inducements for manu-

facturing industries that are surpassed
by but few States in the Union. She
has the raw materials ‘at her hand and
the power to convert them into the manu-
factured product. There are vast forests
of timber in which the woodsman’'s axe
has never sounded. In the bowels of
the earth are rich deposits of copper,
iron, zinc, lead, and even gold. The pits
of her coal-fields seem inexhaustible, and
from her quarries-are taken the finest
building stones, including granite.

The manufacture of tobacco is one of
the most important- industries of the
State. The tobacco factories at Rich-
mond, Lynchburg, Petersbursg, Danville,
and Farmville furnish no small part of
the world’'s supply of the fragrant weed
in its manufactured form. Thousands
of men, women, and half-grown girls and
boys are employed in these factories.

Virginia is not one of the cotton
States, though the product is grown to
some extent in the southside counties.
but the Old Dominion nas within her
borders many cotton-mills, among these
being one of the largest in the country.
In this mill, which is located at Danville,
63,000 spindles are operated.

Richmond, with a population, including
its suburbs, of 120,000, is naturally the
manufacturing centre of the State. Here
are employed in manufacturing enter-
prises more men, women, and children,
in proportion to its size, than any other
place .in the TUnited States, save one.
Therae are five plants in Richmond that
ran among the greatest in the world,
while those of less importance than
these giant concerns are too numerous
to mention. The Richmond Locomotive-
Works constructs some of the largest
locomotives in the world, and the output
of these shops averages one of these
mighty machines a day. The works em-
ploy about 1,800 men. Last year 165 of the
largest-sized locomotives were built there,
and in July twenty “iron horses,” each
weighing - 187,000 pounds, exclusive of
tender, were constructed.

The Trigg Ship-Building Company is
one of the new industries of Richmond.
One thousand men are emploved at the
vards of the company. Several torpedo-
hoats have been built there for the
Unitea States Government.

The largest wood works in the world
are located in Virginia's capital, they
being the Richmond Cedar-Works the
product of which is exported to England,
France, Germany, South Africa, and Aus-
tralia. Twelve hundred hands are em-
ploved at these works.
The Tredegar-Works furnishes steel
horseshoes to the British army, while
the Ol@ Dominion Iron- and Nail-Works
ships its product throughout the length
and breadth of this country.

The most gigantic of all Virginia’s en-
terprises, however, is the Newport News
Ship-Building Company. This plant. which
{s the best equipped in the United States
and among the finest In the world, em-
ploys 8,000 men. Four great battleships
of the United States have been built
there—the Texas, the Illinois, the XKen-
tucky, and the Kearsarge. At the present
time these ship-yards are employed In
building the two largest steamships ever
constructed in America.

Petersburg is a manufacturing city of
considerable importance. It claims to
have the largest trunk factory in the
world, while thera are also three other
similar plants of smaller size in that
citv. A large silk factory is also one of
tha principal enterprises of Petersburg.
In the city of Lynchburg 5000 men are
employed in her various, mills and fac-
tories. the total output of which is esti-
mated at $9,000,000 per annum. Roanoke,
a railroad centre of importance, and
known as the Magic City, because of its
rapid growth. has extensive manufac-
turing enterprises, among which are its
great car and engine works.

However it is not alone at the large
cities that Industrial enterprises flourish,
Nearly every town in the State is identi-
fied with some manufacturing plant. In
Fredericksburg, which is just half-way
between Richmond and Washington,
there is a silk factory, and also a woollen
mill, flouring mill, and a large shoe fac-
tory. Charlottesville has a woollen fac-
tory that weaves the very finest of cloth,
which has been awarded premiums at
every competitive test.

It is a fact not generally known even
to Virginians that in the historic town
of Winchester is located one of the most
successful glove factories in the TUnited
States. So great has been the success
of this factory that two others have
been established in the town. Winches-
ter, however, has enterprises other than
her three glove factories. She has 2
knitting factory, a paper mill, a flour
mill with an output of 300 barrels per
day, a sumac mill, and a sash, door,
and blind factory. Staunton, the largest
town in the famous Valley- of Virginia,
has its flourishing mills, with a capacity
of 600 barrels per day; an fron foundry
and machine shops, extensive wagon-
works, and what is, probably not known
to many of ocur own people, an organ
factory, from which {instruments are
shipped to all parts of this country, as
well as to Europe.

Radford, one of the towns of South-
west Virginia, has a large pipe and
foundry works. To enumerate the many
important manufacturing enterprises of
the State, however, would be almost an
endless task, and quite beyond the scope
of this article. I have merely attempted
to give some idea of the variety of in-
dustries in Virginia and the magnitude
of some of them.

The Old Dominion is fully alive to the
spirit of the age, and her vast resources
are now being developed as they never
were before.

AN STRIKING CHANGES ARE MADE

The Most Radicxﬂ, Howevex:, 1s Thit
Which Would Put Congressmen
Flood and Otey in the Same Dis-
trict—But Every District is Made to

Undergo Great Transformntions—

In Detail.

Senator Barksdale, at the request of
the chairman of the Committee on Privi-
leges and Elections, -has drafted a bill
reapportioining the counties of the State
for .the election of members of Congress.
He makes many changes, which are, of
course, entirely tentative. His object is
to provide the committee with a basls for
work which has been committed to it by
the Senate.

A great many clanges are made. The
most striking of all is that which puts
Congressman Flood and Congressman
Otey in the same district. Ali the coun-
ties of the Tenth District east of the
Blue Ridge are put off of the Tenth and
most of the counties of the Ninth, all
the counties of the Sixth west of Bed-
ford, and three of the counties of the
district as at present constituted, are
made to form the new Tenth District.

This is the most striking change made,
or proposed. But every district is made
to undergo great transformations. It is
well assured that there will be a great
fight over the apportionment as Mr.
Barksdale suggests. Indeed, it is just as
certain that there will be a fight over

. any plan proposed.

Mr. Barksdale would have the committee
divide the counties up into ten districts: .
