RIVER BY MEANS OF A DAM.

GREAT INTEREST FELT IN

Would Improve the Harbor b;' Pre-

ven'tlng the Formnation of Sand-

PETERSBURG, VA., March 4.—(Spe-
cial.)—Great interest is expressed here
in the action of Congress in granting a
sufficient appropriation to make success-
ful the scheme so elaborately presented
before the Rivers and Harbors Commit-
teen of our citizens for diverting our river
by means of a dam at the head of tide-
water.

This " scheme {s designed to improve
our harbor 4and the entrance thereto,
by preventing the formation of sand-
bars, and rendering it comparatively
easy to maintain deep water.

It is deemed of vast importance to the
commercial welfare of the city, and
has been carefully studied and hearti-
ly endorsed by Government engineers.

Recently a committee of our citizens,
representing the Common ' Council and
the several business organizations of the
city, went to Washington and urged be-
fora the House Committee the impor-
tanca of this river improvement, and the
necessity of making the necessary ap-
propriation for it. All the needed money
wag not asked for at once.

AARTIN, LASSITER, AND SWANSON
USEFUL.

In this matter Senator Martin and
Congressmen Lassiter and Swanson
have rendered valuable service, and
have done everything possible.

But the Rivers and Harbors Committee,
although practically a unit in desiring to
oblige the people of Petersburg, decid-
ed against doing so on account of the
fact that it was decided to limit the
appropriation bill not “to exceed the
amount of the bill framed at the last
session of Congress, which failed in the
Senate. As the Appomattox dam was
not included in the bill as it passed 'the
House, the obstacle could not be over-
come. S

Notwithstanding the action of the
House Committee, however, positive as-
surances. from authorative sources have
been given of the success of the project
at this session of Conzgress.

Should it be placed on the bill in the
Senate, as there seems no doubt it willy
the House conferrees will permit it to
stand, and the appropriation will be
made.

These assurances come from such in-
fluential sources as to greatly encourase
our people in the success of the scheme.
