During the winter^of 1564-65, on account
of the scarcity of subsistence for cavalry
horses,, a great many companies /of -Vir-
ginia cavalry were allowed to-recruit and
winter their horses in their -respective
counties ..'preparatory to the opening of
the spring campaign. This was not" only
a great pleasure to our boys, but a com-
fort to the home folks. We had experi-
enced an extraordinary summer of hard
work, long marches, and much fighting
through the Wilderness, Spotsylvania,
Cold Plarbor, and Valley Virginia cam-
paigns. ...Our horses needed rqst, we
owned them, and it was to our. interest
to keep. them in gooa, condition. .My,com-,
pany was Company C} of the Fourth Vir-
ginia Cavalry, and commonly known as
the "Madison Troop." We were ordered
to winter in our own county/ and details,
of from fifteen or twenty men were made
every few days from the company for the
purpose of picketing the fords along the
Robertson river, a branch oi the Rapi-
dan. Wickham's small brigade of cav-
alry then having its headquarters. at Bar-,
boursville, . Va.; held the- line- along the
Robertson] river from its head near Wil-
liam's Gap, and down- the Rapidan in the
vicinity-of the Raccoon Ford. McCaus-
land's Brigade was camped at the White
Sulphur Springs, in Greenbrier county;
Rosser at Swoop's Station, eight miles
from Staunton. Lomax had his head-
quarters at Millboro", 'on the Virginia
Central railroad, and Payne's Brigade
was near Lexington. Such was the dis-
position of the widely sea uered .cavalry
camps, endeavoring to procure ,-food for.

At the hamlet of Avyersboro', thirty-two
miles south of Raleigh, the two
armies that had In years past contended
in the West again *ame in. contact after
a 'separation of,-many.... months. .It^was:
the lGth of March, 1565. only a few days
before Appomattox. Sherman had closed
his march to the sea at Savannah on the
preceding 21st of December, and shortly
afterwards started north to join Grant
around Richmond, moving by way of
Columbia, S. C, and thenco to Fayette-
ville, N. C, and on in the direction oj
Goldsboro', N. C. At Averysboro" he
came in. contact with General Hardee,
who was moving to join General John-
ston in his closing campaign in the civil
war.; His command was entrenched along
the Raleigh road and engaged and were
repulsed by Sherman's left wing.'

The scene of this battle was about six
miles west of the new and thriving town
of Dunn, on the Cape Fear river. Short-
ly after its occurrence, the ladies of the
Cape" Fear section, in which are many
families of noble ancestry, formed an or-
ganization which is still in existence, and
whose object was the proper interment of
the Confederates who fell in this section.
A monument, around which repose the
bones of these heroes, .was erected on the
scene of the conflict by this "organization.
Sherman moved on in a northeast direc-
tion the day after the battle, and on
reaching the village of Bentonsville,
twenty-five miles from Averysboro' and
twenty miles trom Goldsboro', on the
19th. was again attacked on his left by
Johnston, who had advanced from Smith-
field, the county, seat of Johnston county,
a few miles east of Raleigh. In John-
ston's command were Bragg, Wade
Hampton, Hardee, Hoke, and others, all
their troops being from Western and
Southwestern States, from Tennessee,
Georgia, Missouri, and Texas. From
Georgia was Colquitt's Brigade of Hoke's
Division. The two armies which had met
in many a hard-fought battle in the West
had finally come together . again.

The battle began on the farm of John
Harper and reached to the village of Ben-
tonville, a distance of about four miles,
the country being broken with pine woods
and numerous ravines. It raged all day
of the 19th with a deafening sound of ar-
tillery and small arms. One who was in
the vicinity of the fighting says that he
could easily follow the course of the
fighting by the sounds, could hear not
only the arms but the sound of voices,
and could distinguish the Confederate and
Federal charges. The result was a drawn
battle. • . "

March 20th was taken up inskirmishing,
and on the 21st Johnston fellback toward
Smlthfield, General Terry having came
up from Kinston with reinforcements for
Sherman.

Both armies lost heavily. The Federal
loss was I.GOO killed and wounded; the
loss of the Confederates was 2.650 killed,
wounded, and missing. \u25a0\u25a0-, :. .{

Thirty or forty wounded Confederates
were, left at the village"of- Bentonville,
and all except one died. The Federals
made, their field hospital at the home of
John, Harper, a large, two-story, framebuilding, still standing, and during the
battle many of their wounded were cared
for in the house and outlying buildings.
Mr. Harper and his wife supplied" them
with all the comforts they were able ito
provide.

happiness and contentment -' reigned
among them, especially the young. It
was about Christmastide, surprise par-
ties were all the rase, and the girls

would manage in some unaccountable
way to provide for them. The boys would
procure the music, and after selecting a
place to assemble, they would all come,

some on horseback, others in wagons, ox
carts; some riding men's, saddles, with,

blind bridles, etc. Then the dance! "What
.ajglofious time we would have! The in-

te'rmissib'ns would be enlivened with
patriotic "songs— the "Bonnie Blue Flag,"

"Dixie." "Maryland, My.Maryland." and

others. Then the refreshments, consist-
ing of cakes, cider, apples, 'Simmon beer,

and molasses candy "made from sorghum

molasses. The dance would continue du-
ring the entire night, and the boys would
go home with the girls in the morning;

some bidding them their .last farewell.
It was at the conclusion of one of these
gayest of parties at the old Lewis man-

•sion, on'the Rapidan river (then belong-
ing to 'my father, and just opposite my
old-home), that one of my company rode
up "and" informed a dozen of us that he
had orders from Captain Morgan Strother
for us to report at once to headquar-

ters at,'Madison Courthouse. As we had
just been relieved of

-
picket duty a

short time before, we were anxious to
know the meaning of the order, but, bid-
ding adieu to our sweethearts, we mount-

ed our horses, and in a few hours we
were again with our command. On our
arrival a"t the courthouse, we found only

about* two-thirds of the company present,
or "accounted for," hence "our curiosity

,was- still- greater. 'xne company was
formed- in line; the captain rode to the
front arid informed us that he needed
fifteen volunteersmen. in whom he had
implicit confidence— picked men. of the
company. Thirteen men, a sergeant, and
corporal- spurred forward uieir horses to
ten paces in- front, and informed him
that they were ready. The devotion to

our native county was shown in the
hearts of each volunteer as he promptly
responded, i What was the work to be
xlone?; Many questions were asked as the
"company.! was disbanded. The- captain
then T called to Sergeant Jackson and my-

self." and after a few moments of consul-
tation, ordered us \u25a0 to;have our command
to .meet him promptly at 12 o'clock at
night at the Lutheran church, on the
Robertson river, having the men leave
behind their baggage and taking nothing

but their pistols, sabres, and, a quantity

of ammunition. We knew there was
.fighting to be done, and were ready to do
it.I

The.Yankees had a signal station on

Mount .Pony, in Culpeper county, over-
loking much of the territory in Culpep-
er, Orange, and Madi3on counties; hence,
as you understand, very little could be
done by raiding parties into their line 3
during the daytime without being ob-
served by the officers at the signal sta-
tion. An old adage says: "Where there

is a will,-there is a way."
The Robertson river was. as Ihave al-

ready stated, our picket line, while that
of the Yankees was some five or six miles
away,- and parallel with ours and the
river. % Scarcely a~ day passed that a
foraging party from some Yankee camp
did not harass our citizens, who were be-
tween the lines, in gome way. Itfs very
natural that reports—lmay say, daily-re-
ports

—
were made to us by the citizens

across the river, and in many instances
they begged us to protect them. They said
that they.could seldom get a meal ready,
but some raiding party of Yankees would
pounce down upon them, devour it, and
often they would not leave enough on the
premises to furnish another meal for the
family. Fowls, pigs, and stock of every
kind were stolen daily from the homes
of these -families, left alone with but
little protection.

\u25a0 This was In the dead of winter—Janu-
ary, 186i>

and promptly at 12 o'clock, mid-

night. Captain Strother. who was alone,
rode into.our little sciuad of 'fifteen Con-
federates,.' who- were "'at the Lutheran
church awaiting his arrival. The Captain
saluted us In his usual cheerful voice.
