NO LONGER AT TRIGG'S.

Resigned When the Company Refus-
ed to Sign n Twelve-Months
Contract.

General Foreman V. J. Parker, of the
William R. Trigg shipyards, handed in his
resignation on Tuesday, and left the yards
immediately. His action was very unex-
pected, and the news was received with
much regret among his fellow-workmen.

When Mr. Cruickshank a few days ago
severed his connection with the company
as master mechanice, that office was abol-
ished, and Mr. Parker was posted general
foreman pro tem. At noon he went to the
offices to confer with the officials, and
soon returned, packed his tools, and left
the yards without giving any explanation.
Mr. L. Wyland, one of the leading men in
the shops, was immediately appointed to
fill the vacancy.

In regard to the matter, the company
gave out the following statement: ‘Mr.
Parker was appointed general foreman
pending the arrival of another man. Ie
insisted on a twelve-months' contract,
which js against the policy of this or any
other company to grant, no employee hav-
ing one of any kind. It was refused, and
he resigned. His work was satisfactory,
and he was a good man.”

BUDGET OF NEWS FROM CHINA.

Four Jiundred ¥Ycople Lose Their
Lives in Theatre Fire.

VICTOIIA, 13 C., Aptil 2--G:vern-
ment launches recently captured twenty-
six and killed five pirates near the Cou-
san Thosa captured were either beheaded
or had their ears clipped.

A theatre built of bamboo and mats in
the village of Kun Iu, Punu district,
China. was set on fire March 6, during the
progress. of « perfornm:unce, and over 40)
people lost their lives.

A fire involving the loss of half a mil-
lion dollars occurred in Hong Kong on
March 11. It wos confined to the business
distriet.

A Hong XKong dispatch says: *“It is
telegraphed from Singapore that the Ra-
jah of Patani has been kidnapped by Si-
amese. Hewasluredintoahouseand asked
to sign a treaty by which he abjured. the
right of governing his own State. On his
refusal he was surrounded by Siamese
soldiers and carried in a gunboat up the
coast. The Patani Malays are frantic, and
serious trouble is feared. The Governor
of the Straits settlements has been asked
to interfere.”

Cholera has broken out in Canton, and
is raging severely among the Chinese
population.

The steamer Hio Ho collided near Can-
tén with a passenger boat. Over 150 peo-
ple were drowned. X

The Asasi Pekin ~correspondent an-
nounces that General Tso, commander-in-
chief in Shin King, has advised the Rus-
sian Government to retain possession of
Manchuria. The Russians are making
strict search for arms in some districts,
and seizing them when found. Russian
soldiers in Manchuria are 44,900 infantry,
20,000 cavalry, 19,000 artillery, 2,400 en-
gineers, and 8,000 railway corps. To these
may be added the Amur army, which is
said to consist of 30,000 of all classes.

Framing Financial Measure.

WASHINGTON, D. C. April 2.—The
Banking and Currency Committee of the
House made much progress to-day on the
comprehensive financial measure which
has been framed, embodying many pro-
posed changes in the currency and bank-
ing laws, hcretofore urged in scparate
bills.

The measure is entitled “To maintain the
gold standard, provide an elastic currency,
equalize the rates of interest throughout
the country, anu amend the national bank-
ing laws.”

Many verbal amendments were made to-
day, and this work of perfecting the
measure is still in progress.

Planing a Postal Currency.

WASHINGTON, D. C., April 2.—A com-
mission, consisting of three officials from
the Post-office Departmdnt and three trom
the Treasury Department, wiil meet here
within a few days, to consider the sub-
ject of the establishment of a postal cur-
rency. The present plan is to provide for
a small curraancy tc take the place of one
and two dollar bills, which, it is believed,
will provide a methoa of safe transmis-
sion o:r small amounts through the mail,
as it is intended that these notes shall
be payablé only at the places designated
thereon by the purchasers.
