BAGGAGE 1INSPECTION.

What Secretary Shaw is Doing for
Home-Coming Voyagers.

WASHINGTON, Aprii 5.—Secretary of
the Treasury Shaw has sent a letter to
each of the ladies who recently signed a
paper addressed to him complaining of
the ill-treatment, etc., at the hands of
baggage inspectors’at the port of New
York. The letter states that on account
of the petition a circular-letter was sent
to each signer asking a more specific
statement, and the facts upon which the
conclusions recited in the petitlon were
based. The answers indicate the follow-
ing grievances:

That receipted bills are not accepted as
proof of value; that duties are often im-
posed upon old clothing; that trunks are
emptied on the wharf ;that impertinent
questions are asked and remarks made
which are humiliating.

The want of definite charges, the sec-
retary’s letter continues, renders it well-
nigh impossible to conduct a specific in-
vestigation. The department, he says, will
do all in its power to reduce legitimate
cause of complaint tothe minimum.

The secretary says he is surprised that
the ladies who signed the petition report
so little personal inconvenience. Contin-
uing, he says: “If the piers were the
property of the United States very im-
portant changes might be made. I have
requested that the several steamship com-
panies provide & special room or that they
allow the government to construct pre-
sentable, and need be, protable, counters
with screens about them, so as to permit
seclusion.”

-Inflammations,

NO WIRES OVERHEAD,

TWELVE MONTHS WILL FIND THEM
UNDERGROUND.

APPLIES TO FIRE DISTRICT.

Great Transformation 'Will Be
Wrounght in the Appearance of
Brozd and the Other Princtpal

Business Strects of Richmond.

It is contemplated that during the com-
ing twelve months every overhead wire
in the city of Richmond, with the possi-
ble exception of the messenger call wires
of the Postal and Western Union Telc-
graph companies, and the wires used by
the latter company in connecfion with its
clock service, will be in conduits under
the ground. This statement applies only
to what is known as the *“fire district.”

Now that the appropriation of 320,000 for
placing the fire alarm wires under ground
is available, Superintendent Thompson, of
the Fire Alarm system, is busy with the
plans for putting the wires in ducts. Most
of the wires will go in those of the Bell
Telephone Company, but in some localities
the conduits will have to be extended to
accommodate the wires and carry them
were they needed. This is a big under-
taking inasmuch as Superintendent
Thompson has been endeavoring to get
the appropriation for the past twelve
vears, he is thoroughly conversant with
what is needed, and will have only to
transfer what he knows to paper.

CLEAR BROAD STREZT.

The Belle Telephone Company is making
rapid progress in putting its wires under
ground, and when that work and the city
wires shall have been placed out of sight,
there will be no wires on‘"the north side
of Broad street between the City Hall and
the Mlasonic Temple; none on the west
side of Ninth street between Broad and
Cary, and none on the north side of Cary
street betwen Ninth and Seventeenth.
The polés now maintained by the Bell
Company are carrying some of the wires
of the city and hundreds of 'phone wires.
When these wires are off of Broad street
it will look like another thcroughfare
entirely. Then all of the wires of the Bell
Company, the YVirginia Electrical Rall-
way and Development Company, and of
the city will be underground, leaving those
of the Passenger and Power Company,
the Richmond "Telephone Company, and
the two telegraph companies to be dis-
posed of.

ALL WIRES MUST GO.

The City Councii recently decided that
all wires must go underground in the
Kirst District within twelve meonths, pre-
scribing penalties for failure. It is not
believed, however, that the telegraph com-
panies will be required to change their
call wires, but that they will be permitted
to run them over house-tops in accordance
with the city ordinance on the subject.

The trunk lines of wue Postal Com-
pany now on Main street and on Governor
street, will have to o, and the trunk lines
of the Western Union on the south side
of Broad street, as originally placed on
account of the railroad route being on
Broa. street, down as far as Murphy's
Hotel, will either have to be removed out-
side of the fire district or go underground.
1t is expected that the company will elect
to move tnem, as it would be much cheap-
er to run a line of poles south of Cary
street around to the western corporate
limits to the Belt Line and then back to
the old route along the line of the Rich-
mond, Fredericksburg and Potomac.

Superintendent Thompson said yester-
day that the appropriations for the Fire
Alarm will enable the department to put
all of the wires under grounda, and he is
of the opinion that he will be able to do
some work outside ov the fire limits.

P. & P. CO.’S PETITION.

The Passenger and Power Company has
pending before the Street Committee a
petition asking for the right to put its
wires in such condition as will comply
with the ordinance. 1t was pointed out
last night that although the company is
compelled to place its wires, other than
the trolley wires, under ground in the fire
district, yet the work could not be done
except with the permission and under the
supervision of the Street Department of
the city. This is the object of the peti-
tion, and it will be readily granted by tne
committee, and as soon as granted the
work will begin. All of the feed, power,
and light wires of the company on Broad,
AMain, Cary, Ninth, Seventh, Bank, and
Fourteenth stireets will be placed in con-
duits as rapidly as the work can be done.
Some of these wires will go in the con-
duits of the Virginia Electrical Railway
and Development Company, where there
is room for them, and elsewhere new
conduits will be constructed. The fran-
chise, or rather the ordinance, the Pas-
senger and Power Company is asking for
gives the city the right to require all of
the wires of the company In the city to go
under ground eventually. After six yecars
the right is given to require the company
to put its wires down at a rate of not
more than two squares per annum. This
ordinance is to be considered by the Street
Committee on the 18th instant.

WANTS MORE TIME.

The Richmond Telephone Company is
seeking to have the time it shall go under
ground extended several yvears, but some
time ago, when the question came up
before the Street Committee, the tenor of
the discussions in the meeting seemed to
indicate that the wires must be out of the
way of firemen inside of the year.

The one thing that has heretofore kept
the cily from enforcing the ordinance as
to wires under ground in the prescribed
.mits is now out of the way. The ina-
bility of the city to place its fire alarm
and polics telegraph wires in conduits has
precluded the city from being too hasty
in the matter. Now an appropriation
ample to permit the city to comply with
the ordinance has been secured and as
soon as the city wires are out of the way
the companies that do not comply witQ
the requirements may expect to travel a
hard road until the wires have been re-
moved from the sireets in the fire dis-
trict.

The men of the Fire Department are
greatly interested in the work, because
they know that the absence of the mass
of wires in the commercial district will
make their work in the future much eas-
ier, less dangerous, and vastly mord
effective.
