DEATH OF MR. JAMES W. FIGG IN
BLANDFORD YESTERDAY,

THE CITY COUNCIL CAUCUS.

EVIDENCE TAKEN IN NORFOLK7

NORFOLK, VA., May 27.—(Special).—
With impressive devotional services par-
ticipated in by Bishop Randolph, of the
Diocese of Northern Virginia, the Episco-
pal Council was opened here to-day to
continue for the remainder of the week.

Rev. Dr. C. A. Carson, of Lynchburg,
and Rev. Dr. Mercer Logan, of Wythe-
ville, conducted the mornning services,
after which Bishop Randolph celebrated
the Holy Communion.

Rev. J. Cleveland Hall, of Danville,
preached the opening sermon. Bishop
Randolph presided over the business ses-
sion with Dr. Logan as secretary.

A resolution of sympatny for Bishop
Whittle in his present amcilion wWas wired
him.

Committee on the state of the Church
and on the various departments of church
work were appointed.

FUNDS FOR MISSIONARY WORK.

The following offered by Rev. Dr. B.
D. Tucker, was adopted:

Resolved, that a committee, to con-
sist of one clergyman and one layman
from each Convocation, be appointed to
report at this Council a plan by which
the Diocese of Southern Virginia may
endeavor to raise the amount assigned to
it in the missionary apportionment.

Rev. W. T. Roberts gave notice that he
would, at the proper time, move to
amend section 7 of Canon xiv, by adding
the words: ‘‘But the decision of the said
judges- shall always be subject to revisal
and reversal by Council of the Diocese.””

The following offered by Rev. Dr. B.
D. Tucker, was adopted:
“Resolved, that the treasurer of the

trustees of the funds of this diocese be,
and he is, hereby directed to pay over to
the treasurer of the Committee on Wid-
ows’ and Orphans’ Fund of said trustees,
the balance of the brotherhood fund, to
wit: $1,218,77, now held by him. among
the securities of the Widows' and Or-
phans’ Fund, and satd Committee on Wid-
ows’ and Orphans’ Fund are authorized
to expend the said amount in paying
mortuary dues of deceased clergymen,
whenever deemed necessary by it, but for
no other purpose.”

A SUMMER SNOWBALL
FOUND IN GORDONSVILLE.

Vicissitudes of Henry Johnson,
Bad Blaclk Negro, Who Worried
. the Charlottesville Students,

o

CHARLOTTESVILLE, VA. May 28.—
(Special.)—Henry Johnson, about the
blackest negro that ever hung around the
University of Virginia, has been missing
for a week or two, and most gruesome
reports as to his taking off have been in
persistent circulation among the people of
his race. These rumors were that the stu-
dents murdered Johnson, then took him
to the Dissecting Hall, removed his brain
for use as a pathological exhibit, and then
put the body in a vat to be preserved for
future dissection. So much wrought up
were the negroes, and so persistent were
they in their claims that something awful
had befallen Johnson, that police officers
have investigated the case and reached
the wise conclusion that as no grave can
be found, and the body is not in the
anatomical vat, Johnson must still be
alive, as almost every' dead man has his
place of sepulchre. This conclusion of the
whole matter, in this case at least, has
proved correct, for ‘‘Snowball,” the name
by which Johnson was best known, has
appeared in Gordonsville.

The truth about the case is that “Snow-
ball” is a most incorrigible thief, and had
stolen from the students until their pa-
tience gave out, and they thrashed the
colored brother and ordered him to leave

these studious precincts, which he did.

Thirteen-Year-0ld Rockingham Lad

The direct evidence against him con-
sists largely in a confession which the
boy is said to have made to Deputy-
Sheriff Fawley, who secured his confi-
dence after engaging himself as a farm
hand and working with him in the fields
of his employer. Mr. and Mrs. Oren
Burtner and the latter's father, M. Har-
vey Spitzer, drank of the poisoned coffee,
but its peculiar flavor aronsed suspicion
and prompt medical attention saved their
lives.

LAMB AND WALLACE DEBATE
AT KING WILLIAM.

A Very Lively, But Good Tempered
Tilt Between the Congressman
and His Opponent.

KING WILLIAM, COURTHOUSE, VA,
May 27.—(Special.)—To-day was County
Court day, and was marked by a lively
and vigorous, though perfectiy good-tem-
pered tilt between Congressman John
Lamb and his aggressive young rival, Mr.
Jefferson Wallace.

The debate took place in the presence of
a crowd that filled the court-house and
vigorously applauded the telling thrusts
made by the two political gladiators.

Captain Lamb led oftf with a brief but
interesting defence of his record, and
asked the people of King William to again
stand by him. He urged that a represen-
tative's usefulness is extended as his ex-
perience increases, and said that he
would be able to accomplish more and
more for the district as his term of
service was lengthened.

It is understood that similar debates
will be arranged for each court day be-
tween now and the primary election, so
that our people will have ample opportu-
nity to make up their minds as to which
is the better man. ;

W. H. Macon,
and Dr. W. A. Herr, members of their
vestry. On the Roberts’ side were Rev.
W. T. Roberts, rector of Bruton Puarish,
Mr. W. B. Spencer, Mr. T. G.’ Peachy,
and Dr. A. V. K. Deeckens, members of
that vestry.

The attorney for the Roberts’ vestiry
quoted from the canons of the church
the duties of vestrymen in the election of
delezates to the Council, and contendod
that the body had ne right to go behind
the returns. The committee overruled
the contention of Attorney Miller, and ali
the evidence was gone into.

Those who testified were Dr. Ao V. K.
Deekens, and Mr. T. G. Peachy, the
judges favorable to Rev. W. T. Roberts.
and Mr. H. D. Cole, one of the judges of
election opposed to Mr. Roberts. Each
gave his version of the election held in
Bruton Parish Church Easter Monday.
which resulted in the election of two
vestrymen, this being the bone of con-
tention.

WIHAT RECTOR ROBERTS SATD.

Rector W. T. Roberts went on the stand
and teld why he had taken the position
that communicants who were not con-
tributors should not be allowed to vote
for vestrymen.

They will convene again to-morrow
morning at 9 o'clock, when, if necessary,
further evidence and fuller argument may
ke heard.

Among the evidence introduced this
evening were the ballots used in the elec-
tion in Old Bruton Parish church, the
two ballot boxes, the registrar’s books,
the report of the treashirer on the sub-
seription list, and-the -delinquents on the
same, besides & sworn list of all who voted
for the anti-roberts vestry. It was shown
that forty-eight communicants and con-
tributors voted for this opposition vestry.

IRVINGTON, VA., May 27.—(Special.)—
The absence of the soft crab from tha
waters of the Rappahannock and its tri<
butaries this spring has been much com-
mented upon, and so far no satisfactory

reason for this strange state of affalrs
has been offered. Heretofore the soft
crab has been a thing of plenty with
our people, and the small boy couid not
sell all his catch for even the small sum
of 10 cents per dozen, but now, if tha
people of the Northern NecK feast om
this delicacy, they have to pay the enor=
mous sum of 50 and 60 cents per dozen.
Even the crabs that are caught are very
small, and a person with a fair apgetite
would-experience no difficulty in eating as
many as a dozen at one meal, So it goes
without saying that very few doctors’ bills
will be paid by our people this year for
over-indulgence in soft crabs.

Of course the crabber is still hard at
work looking under old bushes and de-
cayed logs. but when the day ends he is
fortunate if he has as many as four dozen,
whereas in past years ten dozen could at
times be caught before breakfast. Very
few of the crabs are shipped by the crab-
bers, as the men all rendezvous at Weems
Wharf where their catches are bought by
the large firm of Dameron Brothers at 50
cents per dozen. These gentlemen buy for
a large house in Crisfleld, Md., and our
crabs ultimately find their market in New
York. A few of the old crabbers say that
the cold weather this spring has delayed
the large run of crabs and that the time
is near at hand when the soft crab will be
as plentiful here as ever.

ENGLISH PEA CROP.
_ It is now beyond doubt that the English
pea crop along the Rappahannock is m
cood one, the steamers of the Weems
Line ‘carrying thousands of barrels to
Baltimore daily. It has been found neces-
sary to put extra steamers on the Rappa-
hannock to handle this immense crop, and
one day last week there were three vessels
to leave Baltimore about the same time to
run the heavy shipments to that city. Tna
prices so far have been good, not less thant
$2.25 per barrel.
GASOLINE FISHING BOAT.

This week the Chesapeake bay menha-<
den fleet of steamers, numbering about
twenty-six in all, will be augmented by -
the addition of a gasoline fishing boat,
the first on the bay. The boat will be
owned by a stock company with their fac<
tory at Reedville, Northumberland county,
and is merely an' experiment. From re-
ports it appears that it has been rather
a hard matter to secure a crew, especially
a cook, as the large gasoline tanks are
situated not far distant from the galleyy
or cook-room. Experts say, however,
that a caire has been had as to this and
chat there is absolutely no danger, but of
course the fishermen are apt to look uport
gasoline in any large quantity as a sub-
stance to be steered clear “of if possible,
