THE JEFFERSON BIBLE.

Interesting Editorial in This Week’s
Central Presbyterian.

The following editorial appears in the
current issue of the Cenfral Presbyterian
upon the subject of the much-talked-of
Jefferson Bible:

“Many protests are coming from all
directions against the bill already adopted
by the House of Representatives to print,
at the expense of the country, what is
called Jefferson’s Biblg. Mr. Jeffersop;
taking three or four Bibles, cut out from
them what he selected from the words
of the Lord Jesus, and placed them to-
gether in several languages. It is the se-
lection of one who rejected the superna-
tural in the Bible and the divinity of
Christ. This singular work was pur-
chased from some of Mr. Jefferson’s heirs
since the publication of his collected writ-
ings, and it iy. now claimed that it should
also be published, to make the collection
complete. But it has no relation to gov-
ernment or public affairs, and is of a re-
ligious character—the expression of what
Mr. Jefferson chose to accept of the
teachings of Jesus of Nazareth. The pub-
lication and circulation of such a. garbled
scrap-book by the government authority,
is an outrage upon the greater portion
of the American people. We are not sur-
prised to hear that there is much vigorous
remonstrance. It is likely there will be
earnest protest from all parts of the
country.””
