directors‘appointed members of the several
special boards. The general Board of
Directors shall be subject to such regula-
tions and requirements as the General
Assembly may from time to time. pre-
scribe, and shall have full power and con-
trol over the special Board of Directors
and all of the officers and employees of
the said hospitals.

The PRESIDENT: Are there any
amendments to be offered to section 150?

Bection 151. The general Board of
Directors shall appoint for a term of four
yvears a superintendent for each hospital,
who shall be removable by said board
for misbehavlor, incapacity, neglect of offi-
cial duty, or acts performed without
authority of law. The spscial board of
each hospital, shall, subject to the appro-
val of the general board, appoint for a
term. of four years all other resident
ofticers. The superintendent of each hospi-
tal shall appoint, and may remove, with
the approval of the speclal board, all
other employees of such hospital."

The PRESIDENT: Are there” any
amendments to be offered to section 1517
If not the Secretary will read section 152.

The Secretary read as follows:

Section 152. There shall be a Commis-
sfoner of State Hospitals for the Insane,
who shall be appointed by the Governor,
subject to confirmation by the Senate,
for a tefm of four years. He shall be
ex officio chairman of the general and of
each of the speécial Board of Directors,
and shall be responsible for the proper
disbursement of all moneys appropriated
or received from any source for the main-
tenance of such hospitals; he shall cause
to be established and maintained at all
of ‘the hospitals a uniform system of keep-
ing the records and the accounts of money
received and disbursed and of making the
reports- thereof. He shall perform such
other duties and shall execute such bond
and receive such salary as may be pre-
scribed by law.

Mr. BRAXTON: Mr. President, I would
like to offer an amendment to section 145,
Article X, which has just been passed.

I move to amend that section by in-
serting in line 3 after the word “be’ the
words ‘“ex officio member of the Board
of Agriculture and Immigration and
shall,” so that the section will read:

“There shall be a Commissioner of Agri-
culture and Immigration, whose term of
office shall be four years, and who shall
be ex officio a member of the Board of
Agriculture and Immigration and shall be
elected by the qualified voters of the State,
and whose powers and duties shall be
prescribed by law.’ 4

I wish to say, in this connection, that
the Commissioner of Agriculture, as I
understand it, is now ex officio a member
of the Board of Agriculture, and I believe
he has always been. The Superintendent
of Public Instruction is made ex officio the
president of his board. It is not pro-
vided that the Commissioner of Agricul-
ture shall be made the president of his
board; but that he be made, ex officio, a
member of it. In other words, that he
be continued a member of it as he is to-
day. That arrangement seems to have
worked very satisfactorily so far and I
understand that there is no reason why he
should be taken from the board.” The effi-
ciency of the board would be very much
increased by having him made a member
of it, as he now is. It would also make
it more consonant with the article of pub-
lic education, where a similar condition
prevails. I hope it will be the pleasure of
the body to let him remain a member of
the board, as he now is and as he always
has been.

Ar. BROWN: I rise to-a point of order.
That is a new matter. It is matter that
was acted on by the Committee on Agri-
culturs adversely and was acted on in the
Convention. It is not now in order, under
ruling of the Chair.

ARTICLE XIL

CORPORATIONS.

Section 133. As used in this article,
the term ‘corporation’” or ‘“company’’
chall include all trusts, associations,
and joint stock companies having any
powers or privileges not possessed by
individuals or unlimited partnerships, and
exclude all municipal corporations and
public institutions owned or controlled
by the State; the term ‘charter’” shall be
construed to mean the charter of incorpo-
ration by, or under, which any such cor-
poration is formed; the term ‘“transporta-
tion company'’ shall include any com-

The com-
missioners shall be appointed by the Gov-
ernor, ' subject to  confirmation by the
General Assembly in joint_session, and
their regular terms of office shall be six
vears, respectively, except those first ap-
pointed under tkis Constitution, of whom,
one shall be appointed to hold office until
the first day of February, nineteen hun-
dred and four, one, until the first day of
February, nineteen hundred and six, and
one, until the first day of February, nine-
teen hundred and eight. Whenever a va-
cancy in the commission shall occur, the
Governor shall forthwith appoint a quali-
fled person to fill the same for the unex-
pired term, subject to confirmation by the
General Asscmbly as aforesald. Commis-
sloners appointed for regular terms shall,
at the beginning of the termis for which
appointed, and those appointed to fill va-
cancies shall, immediately upon their ap-
pointments, enter upon the duties of their
offir2; but no person so appointed, either

shall enter uporn. or continue In, office af-
ter the General Assembly shall have re-
fused to confirm his appolntment, or ad-
journed sine. dic without confirming the
same, nor shall he be eliglble for re-ap-
pointment to fill the vacancy caused by
such refusal or failure to confirm. No
person while employed by, or holding any
office in relation to, any transportation or
transmission company, or while in any
wise financially interested therein, or
while engaged in practicing law, shall
hold office as a member of said commis-
sion. or perform any of the duties thereof.

The commission shall an-
nually elect one of their members chalr-
man of the same, and shall have one
clerk, one bailiff and such other clerks,
officers, assistants and subordinates as
may ba provided by law, all of whom shall
be appointed. and subject to removal, by
the commission. It shall prescribe its own
rules of order and procedure, except S0
far as the same -are specified in this
Constitution or any amendments thereof.
“.ae General Assembly may estabiish
within the department. and subject to the
supervision and control of the commis-
slon, subordinate divisions, or bureaus, of
insurance. barking or other special
branches of the business of that depart-
ment. All sessions of the commission
shall be public, and a permanent record
shall be kept of all its judgments, rules,
orders, findings and decisions, and of all
repcerts made to, or by, it. Two of the
commissioners shall constitute a quorum
for the transaction of business, whether
there be a vacancy in the commission ef
not. The commission shall keep its office
opan for business on every day except
Sundays and legal holidays. Transporta-
tion companies shall at all times trans-
port. free of charge, within this State the
members of said commission and its offi-
cers, or any of them, when engaged on
their official duties. The General Assem-
bly shall provide suitable quarters for.
the commission and funds for its lawful
expenses, including pay for witnesses
summoned, and costs of executing pro-
cesses issued, by the commission of its
own motion; and shall fix the salaries of
the members, clerks, aesistants and subor-
dinates of the commission and provide for
the payment thereof; but the salary of
each commissioner shall not be less than
four thousand dollars per annum. After
the first day of January. nineteen hun-
dred and eight, the General Assembly
may provide for the election of the mem-
bers of the commission by the qualified
voters of the State; in which event, va-
cancles thereafter occurring shall be filled
as hereinbefore provided, until the expira-
tion of twenty days after the next general
election, held not less than sixty days
after the vacancy occurs, at which elec-
tion the vacancy shall te filled for the
residue o7 the unexpired term.
