HONORS TO COLONEL PETERS.

Retiring Educator Made Emeritus
Professor—Other University News.

UNIVERSITY OF VIRGINIA, June 24.—
(Special.)—Although it has been known
for several years that Colonel Peters, so
long Porfessor of Latin in the Universi-
tv of Virginia. would retire from that
chair at the end of the session just closed,
his resignation was not actually accepted
until the last day of the commencement
week. The Board of Visitors placed upon
record ‘‘its profound appreciation of the
zeal, success, thoroughness, and power
with which Colonel Peters has dis-
charged, through_ thirty-seven years, the
high and responsible duties of this pro-
fessorship; of the contribution that he
has made to the fame of this seat of
learning,” and expressed ‘‘especially its
gratitude for the inflexible standards_ of
‘sgholarship maintained throughout his
administration of this school.”” The board
then elected Colonel Peters Emeritus Pro-
fessor of Latin, ‘“‘with authority to sit
with the faculty in all its deliberations,
and share in its decisions.” This highly
deserved compliment to the distinguished
professor will give pleasure to his
friends. ;

The bhoard appeinted Colonel Thomas
H. Carter superintendent of grounds and
buildings. and Professors W. M. Thornton
and C. W. Kent a committee to which it
committed the supervision of the work of
carving the capitals of the columns of
the rotunda, in accordance with the de-
sign of the old capitals destroyed in the
fire of 18%. The visitors also tendered
their thanks to Mr. John L. Williams
for his gencrous offer to provide the
funds for this work.

Mr. J. P. McConnell was elected to the
John Y. Mason fellowship for the ensuing
session.

Messrs. J. P. McCallie, T. M. Simpson,
and G. F. Paddock were appointed ‘Fel-
low5s in Astronomy, and Mr. Jesse W.

FRIGHTFUL CONFESSION
OF MISS JANE TOPPAN.

PDuring Her Carecer as a Professional
Nurse She Has Killed No Less
Than Thirty Human Beings.

BOSTON, MASS., June 24.—Suspected of
the death of eleven persons, but indicted
for murdering only three, Miss Jane Top-
pan, who was vesterday declared insane,
has confessed that she has killed during
her career as @a professional nurse, no
less than thirty-one human beings. - This
statement was made to Judge Fred. M.
Rixby, of Brockton, senior counsel at the
trial at Barnstable yesterday, when Miss
Toppan was found nat gullty by:reason
of insanity on the charge of murdering
Mrs. Mary D. Gibbs.

Judge Bixby said also that Miss Toppan
had admitted that she had set fires and

committed other serious acts.
She =ald she could mnot help
committing the crimes. She argued,

morcover, that she was not insane. She
said she knew she was doing wrong when
she administered poison to her victims
and she' asked Judge Rixby how, under
such circumstances, she could be of un-
sound mind.

Morphine was Miss Toppan’s agency
for producing death. Many of her vie-
itims were unsuspecting and Iintimate
friends, others were patients of reputable
physicians, who employed her owing to
her ability as a nurse. Miss Toppan was
so expert in her knowledge of how to
employ drugs and poisons that she wag
able to escape detection for years. In the
detailed story as told to Judge Rixby,
Miss Toppan did not enumerate her many
victims. Although she did admit the
killing of Mrs. Gibbs, Mrs. Harry Gordon,
of Chicago, and Alden P. Davis, all of
whom died at Cataumet last summer.
Miss Toppan was indicted lasf December
for these three murders, the State elect-
ing to try her on the Gibbs count yes-
terday.

Miss Toppan was taken to the Taunton
insane hospital to-day to begin her life
sentence.

COLOR ON THE SIDE.

Armour & Co. Devise a Way of
Avoiding the Butterine Tax.

CHICAGO, June 24.—Armour & Co. have
evolved a plan to get around the 10 cent a
pound tax on colored butterine that will
be levied by the government after July
1st. The plan is to sell the butterine un-
colored, thus avoiaing the tax, but to give
with each pound a small amount of color-
ing matter that can be mixed with the
butterine and will give any desired tint.
The plan, which, it is supposed will be fol-
lowed by all bitterine manufacturers, was
made public in a circular sent out from
the Armour's Kansas City plant, as fol-
lows: 3

A 10 cents a pound tax on colored oleo-
margarine is practically prohibitive; there-
fore, we recommend the uncolored arti-
cle, and trust the many friends of oleo-
margarine will promptly adopt its use.
‘While hotels, restaurants, and boarding-
houses can not buy uncolored butterine
and color it, yet a family i8 not restricted
from doing so0. We will furnish dealers
with coloring in capsules for this purpose.
A housewife can color oleomargarine to
suit her fancy. :

boll weevil. are disappearing.

A general improvement in the condi-
tion of tobacco is reported, especially in
the Carolinas, Tennessee, and Maryland.
