Petersburg electric line on the other, for
the business between the two cities,, is
on in earnest. •;

As yet the steam roads have not made
much effort to meet the L competition^ of

the electric cars :for 'the travel .through

u.e week, but they have done so for'Sun-
day.business and; -have'. gone the new line
a little better. The. electric road-is haul-
ing:passengers the round trip for 50 cents,

while- the steam .roads hurry.its patrons

from Richmond to Petersburg in consider-
able less time for 10 cents less per trip.

Of course the electric road issues :trans-
fers at both ends and when these are
used, the real "fare".is the same as the
steam roads. This 50-cent fare: applies on
the electric line on Fridays ,as well: as
Sundays. During' the .remainder .of the
.week the fare jjfor.;. the' round ;trip Is .65
cents, while the';steam roads- charge, SI
for the same service. A single fare on
the "steam roads is' CO'cents.'-and "for the
Bame» on 'the;.tro!leyjcars*it Jsibut 28. -\u25a0;<.

\u25a0 The Coast JLine-is^glvihg.av service; of
eight-trains daily to Petersburg and tho
Seaboard '.has ;three. . The"- electric cars
rujievery hour from,6 A.;M." to 11,P. M.
The time required for the trolley cars to
make the trip from' Seventh and Perry

streets in Manchester- to the terminus ':in
Petersburg is just seventy ;minutes, while
the ;St«am cars make- the run in from
forty-five minutes to an hour. '

Itis.believed by many that the day is
not

"
far:distant when these three lines

will begin' rate cutting in earnest. While
the new.line is doing a.nice business the
steam road people, declare that they, can
not seen any depreciation. in the*ir patron-
age. The difference :in the .cost of the
trip is not great enough to lure the. people
from the. quicker trip and until the own-
ers of the trolleyroad make the rate much
cheaper than it is now they can not hope

to do the business which willcertainly go

to it when the fare is from 15 to 20 cents

each way. When a rate like that is in
vogue the hourly schedule will'be a thing

of the past and cars willhave to run. more
frequently, especially in the. summer time.

The equipment of the trolley road is
almost perfect and the ride to Petersburg

Is by far the most delightful one out of
Richmond, but the price. is too steep to

attract riders for pleasure whose incomes
are not greatly in excess of living ex-
penses. With a cheap fare the Richmond
and Petersburg line willbecome as popu-
lar for pleasure as it is now for.business.

D. C, July I.—After a
session marked by some of the stormiest
debates ever heard in the American Con- j
gress, the Senate adjourned sine die at i

mack, of Tennessee; Snooner. of Wiscon-
sin; Culberson. of Texas; McComas,- of
Maryland, and Lodge, of Massachusetts.
The conference report on the Philippine

government bill was adopted without' very

serious opposition., and then, when the
desks of the senators were cleared for ad-
journment, Mr. Carmack called up his re-

solution providing for a continuance of

the investigation of the Philippine Com-
mittee's,- and for a visit to the Philippine

Islands by the committee during the pres-

ent summer. This started the trouble, and

for.more than an hour a- battle of words

was waged. The resolution was referred
to a committee, thus effectually killingit.

Just before, adjournment..the.usual re-
solutions were adopted, including,one, of-!

fered by Mr. Cockrell, the venerable Dem-
.ocrat, of. Missouri, cordially thanking

President Protempore Fry for "the digni-

fied, impartial and courteous manner, in

which he had presided over the delibera-

tions of the Senate." After the adoption

ofthe resolution, Mr. Fry delivered a feel-

ing response, and then declared the. Sen-

ate adjourned without day.

The Philippine Uincnssioit.
During the discussion of the Philippine

bill, Mr. Culberson, of Texas, said the
report of the Secretary ...of War indicated
that from May I.' 1898, to April 30, 1902.
the expenditures for the army were $605,-
000,000 in round numbers, while of this,

sum only 5170.000.000 were expended in

the Philippines. This .statement Mr. Cul-
berson questioned, and figured \u25a0up an ex-,
penditure by the/United States of $222,436,-;

In reply to Mr. Carmack, Mr. Spooner

declared that the attack made upon the
army by the minority of the Philippine

committee and of the Senate was not only

a "farce," as it had been termed, but a
wicked and cruel farce.

Mr. Spooner asserted that it was the
fault of the. minority that the investiga-

tion had been, as stated, a farce. The

scheme of the minority had been found to_
be a iriistake. The Democrats had mis-
taken the temper of the American people.

The investigation had. not been persua-
sive with the American people, because
they did not favor attacks upon the army,

composed of men "far, far away—men
who are brave, and who are humane be-

cause they are brave."
Mr.Lodge, chairman of the committee,

made an extended statement. of the work

of the committee.

NEW LAW AS TO NOTARIES.
The following important act. passed

by the Legislature at its recent ses-

sion, became effective yesterday, and

will be of much interest to lawyers,

business men and notaries: V
.."1. Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of .Virginia that upon every

certificate of acknowledgment here-

after taken by a; notary \u25a0within this

State to any writing,there shall be

•written In, or annexed thereto, 'such
certificate, "the words following: 'My

term of:office expires on /.....day.of

the term of such notary shaUv expire.

"2. Any notary 'who /shall" fail /to
comply, with the foregoing provisions
of this act shall forfeit inot]les's rthan;

flve nor. more:than twenty,dollars,;but
any sueh ' failure shall not invalidate

theS certificate of acknowledgment."^
