TIED HANDS OF LEGISLATURE.
Itwould seem, therefore, that, whether

it was intended or not. the Constitution
has effectually tied- the hands .of (the
Legislature

this matter in every case

where the salaries of these judges are
?2,000 or more. But suppose the. salary. of
any one of these judges is less than $2,000;
can. the Legislature increase it? > - - -

This';is a question "for-the lawyers' and

the courts, rather, than the newspapers.
But to the lay mind itwould seem :that :if
the salary is less than- the Constitution re-
quires -that ;shall- be," the* Legislature
has by necessary implication the right,
and the duty as well, to increase it to.a
sum which will "satisfy the law. "The
salary has been "determiried 'by. :law,"
but not "within the limitations Tixed by
this Constitution," and the spirit of-the
new instrument seems to ;be that the
judges- shall receive salaries which have
been determined by law and are within
thf:/limitations of the Constitution; and
that v.hen so fixed and settled those sala-
ries shall not be charged during the term
of the judges. •

Tho question does not, of course, con-
cern the new circuit judges; their terms
have not begun and will not begin until
the Ist"day of February. 1904. and their
salaries will be fixed before their terms

Nor docs it interest the judges of the
Supreme Court of Appeals, for the Legis-

lature at its last session increased their
salaries to,$4,000. and they are therefore
recc-iving salaries which have been de-
termined by law and are within .the limi-
tations of the Constitution.

courts, and while it secures them (if the
foregoing views are sound), against a
diminution of salary, it also deprives them

Hut LordSclbotirnc Sny« Slie is Anx-

ious hs io SUipplnff Conil>lnc.
LONDON, July S.—Lord Brassey (Libe-

ral) initiated "a discussion on naval affairs
in the House of Lords to-day, during the
course of which he deplored the fact that

.Great Britain had lost the place she once
held with her mercantile marine. The
question of subsidies, he, thought, must
depend on the action of the other powers.

All the naval powers of Europe gave

liberal subsidies, while President Roose-
velt and former Secretary Gage had rec-
ommended this policy. It was contrary
to British policy to foster industries by
bounties or protection, but to pay for a
reserve of auxiliary vessels, cerfainly
would be to the public advantage. J*

Lord Selborne, the First Lord of the Ad-(-

miralty. in.the course of a reply, referred
to; the"" -Atlantic. Shipping Combine. He
said -it • seemed .to> him that, the balance
was one of disadvantage. to the combina-
tion, because it necessarily placed verj-

largr: powers in the hands of a few men.
Tbe government disclaimed any sort- of
jealousy of the intention of the Ameri-
cans here. They had an American marine
of-their, own"and they held a perfect right

to a full share of the Atlantic trade. It
#

was to British interest they should have
it. It would not be a British monopoly.

On the other hand. Great Britain could
not afford to see herself squeezed, out of
the Atlantic trade. The attitude -of"the
government thereof was not one of hos-
tility,.but of anxiety, and not until they
had formed a final opinion of the whole
question would they wisely, or fairly enter
into agreement with one party or the
other. Itwould never, do to rely in-time
of war on merchant ships of other na-
tions for the purposes of British-carrying
trade.

did jiot lixany limit in the upward direc-
tion*;;the Legislature can makc-the sala-
ries whatever it sees iit.so only.that they
are not less than the sums named.

intention of the convention that all judi-
cial .salaries., .-should be->;increased; :t~the
question is 'whether they •have not,'.; in-
advertfently;. perhhjis, inndei it.,impossible'
lor;the" Lpgislature to do* this for those
judges;"

Court; in Norfolk there is one, the Court
ofiLaw and Chancery. These courts arc
"preserved" by the Constitution just as
they are, and are to continue until other-
wise provided by law; they wore not
created by this Constitution, they were
merely recognized and continued; they

wc-re in existence before the .Constitu-
tional Convention met.

The next section of thr> Constitution
which bears on this question is section 102.
which provide*; that:

"'All the judges shall be commissioned
"by the Governor. They shall receive sucn
salaries and allowances as may too deter-
mined" by law.. .within thejimitations fixod
by this. Constitution, the amount or wnicli

shall not be increased or diminished du-
ring their terms of office."

Then follows section 103. which fixes tne
"limitations" as to those; salaries; those
limitations are simply that' the salaries
of the judges of tlie Supreme Court of
Appeals shall not be less than 54.000 per
year, and those of the judges of the Cir-
cuit and the city courts of the first class

shall not be loss than 52,000 per year.

The next step is the inquiry as to the
terms of the judges of these "preserved"
courts. Does th« Constitution create those
terms,, or.enlarge them, or abridge them,

or simply continue them as they were
