LEGAL PROCEEDINGS LIKXELY.

If the Minority Members Tpon Ma-

The oath question may not be done with
yet. In fact there is a belief that some
of the Republican members, who “swal-
Jowed the dose,” with liberal sugar-coat-
ing in the way of reservations and condi-
tions, may yet be required to take it
“raw.”

In other words, there are some who
are of opinion that several of the mem-
bers have nullified their oath by the an-
nexed conditions they have attached, and
the question may be raised as to whether
they have really taken the oath required
by the Constitution, neither more nor
less than that prescribed.

There will probably be no question
raised as to the right of these members
to sit in the Legisiature for two or three
davs. If, at the end of that time, it is
said, they have not determined to take the
t prescribed oath their seats will be declar-
ed vacant. f
Case of Mr. Sipe.

In that event, there is good reason to
believe that the ousted members may re-
sort to legal proceedings to secure what
they regard as their rights. One of the
members of the minority, whose subscrip-
ton to the oath there is considerable re-
servation and condition, is Mr. Sipe, of
ITarrisonburg, a Republican and, one of

the most popular members of the hody
and a fine lawyer. If his position, as
stated yesterday, be maintained, it is

said his right to sit in the House of
Delegates may be called in gquestion, and
in the event of his final refusal to sub-
scribe to the oath as prescribed, his seat
will be declared vacanl. There is at least
cne more member of the minority party
in the HHouse who is in a similar attitude
and what has been stated is equally appli-
cable in his case.

Form of Proceedings.

Just what (form legal proceedings will
tike no one will state, nor is it stated un-
conditionally that there will be an appeal
to the courts. 1f there be it would pro-
bably come in the form of mandamus pro-
ceedings, issued either against the Clerk
of the House of Delegates or some other
ofiicial to compel the enrolment of the
name or names of the expelled member or
members. 3While no one who knows will

believe that the action of the Republican
members was the result, in making a for-
mal protest, of a determination reached
at a conference or caucus held on Mon-
day night, as stated in yesterday's issue.
Whether or not it was then predetermined
to thus make up a test case can not be
stated upon any substantial authority,
and is largely a matter of conjecture.
Dr. McLean’s Retirement.

There was no dramatic scene connected
with the retirement of Dr. McLean, of
AMecklenburg, yvesterday after his declina-
tion to take the oath. In fact, it was so

quietiy =and unostentatiously done that
few knew of the action. He reached his
determination not to subscribe to the
oath when the time for action came,

quietly left his seat after gathering up his
belongings and stepped outside the rail
! There was no public or declamatory an-
! nouncement of it. That was all. It was
action, not words. He had already spoken
briefly, but in a conservative strain, and
there was so much confusion that few
heard what he said.
Not Expected To-Day.

It is the expectation of several members
that there will be further action in con-
nection with the oath, but it is not ex-
pected to-day. It may be to-morrow and
it may not be until next day or the next,
bur it will almost surely come. And in
that event it is regarded as entirely pro-
bable that legal proceedings of some sort
may be had.

Sergeant-at-Arms Arthur O. Sullivan,
who has guarded the portals of the law-
makers for many years, was absent from
the opening of the session, being detained
at his home in Montgomery county by ill-
ness.

U.S.S. MICHIGAN STOVE INTO
AND BADLY DAMAGED.

Struck by a Freighter, at Erie, Pa.,
and Driven Down the Bay
Fully 150 Fect.

ERTE, PA., July 15.—While the United
States steamer Michigan lay at her .dock
at 10:30 this morning. the freighter M. B.
Grover, from the Pittsburg dock, stove
into her, driving her down the bay fully
150 feet.

The crash was terrific. The nose of the
Grover carried her all that distance.
The crew were demoralized.

Commander Winder, of Michigan, esti-
mates the loss at $10,600. This!includes
the ruining of two 6-pourdd ' Drigg-
Schroeder rapid-fire guns of an improved
pattern, and a whale-boat, valued at
£400.

Commander Winder at once wired the
Navy Department at Washington of the
accident, and says the ship will be out
of commission for several months while
undergoing repairs. The ship received no
damage below the water-line, her engines
also escaped damage, and sne returned
to her:dock under her own steam after
the accident.

Captain C. R. Baker, of the Grover, it
is said, places the blame on Second-En-
gineer James lAurray. The boat was
moving toward a fuel dock near the Mich-
izan’s berth, and he signalled to reverse
the engines. Instead, Murray gave full
speed ahead.

LLED WITH A BLOW

Brother ,Savagely Assaults
Lee Ridout.

’

A personal encounter between Mr. Wal-
ter Johnson, employed as motorman of
the Clay-Street line of the Passenger and
Power Company, and Mr. Lee Ridout,
who has been employed as motorman in
Norfolk, occurred at Seventh and Perry
streets, Manchester, last night about 8
o'clock.

Mr. Ridout, who has been visiting his
family in Petersburg, and had besn spend-
ing the day in Manchester, was standing
in front of the Richmond and Petersburg
Eleciric Railway station, when Johnson
arrived on a car from Petersburg. With-
out wa-ning Johnson alighted from the
car, stepped behind Ridout, and struck
him a powerful blow behind the ear.

Ridout fell almost senseless, and John-
son, kneeling upon the prostrate man,
struck him repeatedly in the face, beat-
ing him unmercifully. During the as-
sault Johnson, applying an epithet, made
a remark from which it was inferred
that the beating was inflicted in revenge
for trouble alleged to have been caused
by Ridout in the family of Johnson’s
brother.

After the Assault.

After the assault, and after Johnson had
moved several feet away, Ridout was
just able to move his heaw.. Johnson, see-
ing this, started back as if to inflict fur-
ther punishment, when a bystander step-
ped between the two men. To him John-
son stated that he wowd give himself up,
and, calling a companion, moved off in
the direction of Richmond.

Ridout, who had never entirely lost
consclousness, was assisted into the de-
pot and thence to Friend's drugstore,
where he was arrested by Police-Officer

Smith. He was taken to the station-
house, where his injuries, which were

very painful, though not dangerous, werg
treated by Dr. Rucker, of Manchester.

Taken by Surprise.

Ridout was taken so completely by sur-
prise that he never struck a blow or
even tried to defend himself. At the sta-
tion-house last night his left eye was
completely closed, his lips swollen, and
his face so puffed and cut as to render
him almost unrecognizable. He was un-

him even, and the warrants were issued
by 'Squire Tyson on the complaint of Cap-
tain Smith, charging the men with fight-
ing and creating a disturbance on the
public street, and Johnson, in addition
with assault upon Ridout. The First
Police Station in Richmond was tele-
phoned, and the Richmond officers
promised to produce Johnson in the
Mayor's Court this morning.

M. Johnson, of Richmond, and his re-
mark as to his motive for the assault is
supposed to have referred to evidence
given in the recent divorce proceedings
of C. M. Johnson against his wife, in
which it was stated that Ridout, who was
an inmate of the policeman’s family, had
been unduly intimate with Mrs. Johnson.
Officer Johnson recently obtained a de-
cree of divorce.

CIRCUMSTANCES ATTENDING DE-
MISE OF A POPULAR YOUNG

STATEMENT OF THE MOTHER.

She is Positive That Her Daughter
Took No Poison-

DR. TREVILLIAN’S STATEMENT.

Aitending Physician Thinks Symp-

toms Justify Belief That Mor-

phine Caused Death—Dr. Taylor,

City Coroner, Who Viewed the Re-

mains, Snys His Investigation Did

Not Establish the Use of a Narcotic

Miss Nellie Rider died at her residence,
No. 302 south Third street, yesterday
afternoon at 12:40 o’clock under circum-
stances that gave rise to the report that
death was due to morphine taken with
suicidal intent. Miss Rider was the
daughter of Mr. Mordecai T. Rid=r, dealer
in harness and leather at No. 12 north
Seventeenth street, and was very popu-
lar with her friends. She was young
and handsome, aged aoout 20 years, and
her very unexpected death was a great
shock to her family and friends in the
city.

Dr. J. G. Trevillian, surgeon in charge
of the City Hospital, who lives near by,
was hastily summoned yesterday morn-
ing between 6 and 7 o'clock to the bedside
of the young lady, and found her in a
critical condition. She was in a stupor,
and the symptoms displayed led Dr. Tre-
villian to the conclusion’ that Miss ‘Rider

was suffering {from morphine poisoning.

The stomach pump was employed, and
subsequently oxygen was administered.
Miss Rider rallied slightly under the stim-
ulant, but did not regain consciousness.
Drs. Meorris and Flegenheimer assisted Dr.
Trevillian - in his efforts to restore the
patient, but all attempts were in vain,
and Miss Rlider lingered until after 12
o'clock in an unconscious state, when life
became extinct.
Notified the Coroner.

Dr. Trevillian was sufficiently impressed
with the fact that the young lady was
suffering from morphine poisoning to no-
tify Coroner W. H. Taylor, who later
made an examination of the case to ascer-
tain corroborative evidence upon that
point. Dr. Trevilllan stated last night
that, from his experience with cases at
the hospital, the symptoms shown in the
instance of Miss Rider justified his belief
that the young lady had died from the

effects of the narcotic, though he express-*

ed no opinion as to whether the drug had
been taken witih suicidal! intent or acci-
dentally.

The Coroneris Statement.

Coroner Taylor said iast uight that
his investigation of the case did not re-
veal any evidence that would lead him to
believe that Miss Rider died from mor-
phine. poisoning. There were no circum-
stances immediately surrovading the un-
fortunate death of the young lady that
could establish, in his opinion, the belief
that she had died other than from natu-
ral causes. He added, however, that he
was not present during her illness at any
time, and had no other information to
base his opinion on than the 'phone mes-
sage recelved from Dr. Trevillian, and
the statements made to him by the mem-
bers of Miss Rider's family. He viewed
the body but did not discover any traces
of material that might -have been used
to causeé death from narcotic poisoning,
and in the absence of ~ny definite cor-
roborative evidence, he inferred that death
might have been due to some brain trou-

ble.
Statement from Mrs. Rider.

Mra. Rider, the mother of the young
lady, was seen by a Dispatch reporter
last night. She was naturally in deep dis-
tress at her daughter’'s death, and in
view of what had appeared in the after-
noon papers consented to say something
about the circumstances of Miss Rider's
movements prior to her illness. From
Mrs. Rider's statement it appears that
Miss Rider had been complaining during
the early portion of, the evening. She
had been out during the afternoon with
a young lady companion, and at the sup-
per table said she was not well, complain-
ing of nausea. She was not willing to re-
tire, but spent the greater portion of the
evening at home with a young gentleman
who has been an intimate friend of the
family’'s for three years, and has been
paying marked attention to Miss Rider.

Spend Night at the House.

Mrs. Rider denied that there was any’

misunderstanding between the young men
and her daughter, or that there was any
opposition to his attentions. She knew of
no disagreement between them, and the
fact that he was at the house that night
convinced her that their rejations were
pleasant. As the young man was feeling
unwell, and had been a constant visitor
at the house for several years, Mrs. Rider
invited him to spend the night, which he
did.
Young Lady irn Good Spirits.

Mrs. Rider stated that her daughter was
in good spirits up to the hour of retiring,
save for her illness, which was not deem-
ed at all serious at that time. However,
after retiring, Mrs. Rider went to her
daughter’s room from time to time to ad-
minister to her wants, and did not sus-
pect the alarming nature of her condi-
tion until in the early morning, when her
profound sleep and apparent stupor con-
cernad her so seriously that she sum-
moned Dr. Trevillian. Upon his arrival,
he could give her no hope that Miss Rid-
er's life could be saved.

Left No Message.

Mrs. Rider also added that she had
been unable to find any evidence in' her
daughter's effects that would lead to the
beijef that she had taken .any poison,
although a thorough search had been
made. She did not believe that her daugh-
ter could-have taken any drug, as she
was often with her during, the night, and,
furthermore, Mrs. Rider added that she
knew of no reason why her daughter
should have desired to resort to any drug.

Dr. Trevillian baséd his opinion entire-
ly. upon the symptoms that were evident
during his attendance upon Miss Rider,
and as they were such as to convince him
that the unfortunate young lady was suf-
fering from narcotic poisoning, he deemed
it his duty to notify Coroner Taylor so
that he might hold an inquest, if he deem-
ed it necessary. -

Arrangements for the funeral were not
announced to-day.

STRIKE IS BROKEN

AGREEMENTS AT CHICAGO BE-

TWEEN FOUR RAILROADS AND

THEIR EMPLOYEES, :

RETURN' TO WORK TO-DAY.

By To-Morrow There Will Be Few

Evidences of Strike,

TROUBLE NOT WHOLLY ENDED.

President Curran and a Few of His
Supporters Are Still Unreconciled,
and Say They Will Not Recosnize
any of the Agreements—Majority
of Strikers, However, Anxious to

Return to Work.

CHICAGO, ILL., July 15.—With agree-
ments reached between four railroads and
their employees, - the great strike of the
freight-handlers and teamsters, that has
paralyzed the industries of Chicago for a
week, is apparently broken. A majority
of the strikers are expected to return to
work to-morrow. By Thursday, accord-
ing to the present outlook, thers will be
few evidences of the strike. Some of the
more radical unionists may refuse to ac-
cept the terms accepted by representa-
tive committees, but apparently they will
be able to wield but little influence with
the vast majority of the strikers. It is
possible, however, tnat the radicals may
prevent the strike from being called off
at a mass-meeting of the freight handlers,

called for to-morrow morning. TUpon the
action taken at this meeting will depend
the attitude of the striking teamsters.
Their national president, Al. Young,
ordered them back to work to-morrow,
but if the freight-handlers refuse to de-
clare the strike off efficially, some of the
teamsters may Tefuse to work. It is
conceded that their officers exercise littie
absolute authority.

The four railroads that entered into
agreements with their men to-night were
the Lake Shore and Michigan Southern,
the Chicago and Northwestern, the Nickel
Plate, and the Illinois' Central. Of the
four, the Northwestern and Illinois Cen-
tral accepted the proposition made, upon
advice of the teamsters’ Board of Arbitra-
tion. The Nickel Plate and. the Lake
Shore succeeded in getting taeir men to
sign the scale presented by railroads
July 1st.

Neither Side Claims Victory.

Consequently, neither the freight-
handlers nor the railroads claim a vic-
tory, as the employvees of the Lake Shore
were the first to sign. However, the
railroads are expressing the greatest sat-
isfaction over the break in the strike.

The freight handlers return to work
without having obtained recognition of
their union, time and a half for over time,
or the abolishment of the probation pe-
riod. On the other hand, the freight han-
dlers have obtiained increases in pay, the
smallest one being 25 cents a day, pro-
cured by the truckers.

While the signing of the agreements
breaks the strike, it does not end it. It
is still in progress, as far as twenty of
the twenty-four railroads in the city are
concerned. President Curran and a few
of his supporters are still unreconciled,
and state that they will not recognize
any of the agreements. The fact remains,
however, that a majority of the freight
handlers are seemingly tired of the strike,
and eager to return to work. It is pro-
bable that they will be given an opportu-
nity to do so to-morrow, for all the rail-
roads are ready and even eager to sign
agreements similar to the one obtained
by the employees of the Lake Shore and
Michigan Southern railroad.

Crisis Reached.

This agreement was signed to-night,
after all' hope of a break in the strike
appeared to be at an end. All of the rail-
roads had refused to accept the demands
originally made by the committees of the
strikers who had waited upon them in the
morning. Business-men were meeting and
determining to deliver freight under police
protection to-morrow. Mayor Harrison
had called a conference of railroad offi-
cials, strikers, and labor leaders for to-
morrow morning. Manufactures and
merchants were declaring that unless the
police could afford protection for their
drivers, the militia should be ordered out,
and the strike situation appeared to be
more serious than it ever had been be-
fore. While affairs were thus apparently
reaching a crisis, several of the commit-
tees appointed by the freight handlers
had accepted invitations issued by some
of the railroad managers to re.tum and
enter into a discussion of the strike situa-
tion.

In six of the offices, those of the Michi-
gan Central, the Wisconsin Central, the
Tllinois Central, the Lake Shore and
Michigan Southern, the Nickel Plate, and
the Chicago and Northwestern, confer-
ences were, in progress. The Executive
Committee of the Freight Handlers’
Union was meeting with a committee of
the officials of the Teamsters’ unions, who
were trying to settle the strike.
Chairman Job, of the State Board of Ar-.
bitration, was still endeavoring to bring
the railroad officials and the strikers to-
gether. .
Lanlke Shore Agreement.

Then came the unexpected announce-
ment that a committee of the employees
of the Lake Shore and Michigan railroad
had acepted the scale offered by the
railroad on June 1st, which is as follows:

Employees—Receiving clerk, first three
months, $5 month; thereafter, $60 month.

Check and transfer clerks, first three
months, $55 month; thereafter, $60 month.

Delivery clerks, first three months, $30

Stowers, first three months, 18 cents
hour: thereafter, 1814 cents hour.

Callers, first three months, 17c.
thereafter, 18%c. hour. : &

Truckers, first three months, 15 cents
hour: thereafter, 17 cents hour.

Ten hours to constitute a_day’'s work:
straight pay for overtime, Sundays, and
holidays. ; ¥

A meeting of the men gathered in the
vicinity of the hall was immediately call-
ed by President Curran. He addressed
the men. and practically told them that
the strike was lost. He informed them
that the teamsters’ officers had ordered
their men back to work. and announced
that thev were responsible for the failure
of the strike. -

DEATH PREFERRED BT
TO MEETING CREDITORS.

Joseph G. M:nflner, »eroprletor of the
Philadeiphia Wall Paper Mills,
Takes His Own Life.

PHILADELPHIA, PA., July 15.—Rather
than face a committee of his creditors at
a meeting which was to be held to-mor-
row, Joseph G. Mariner, proprietor of the
Philadelphia Wall-Paper Mills, commitied
suicide to-day, in Smyrna, Del. Mr. Mari-

at a” meeting of his creditors, “to take
such: action’ as might seem necessary to

protect their interests. Loss in business
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and in speculation is given as the cause
of his financial embarrassment.

Mr. Mariner was ostensibly on a visit
to the home' of his parents, in’Smyrna,
when the tragedy occurred. He .went
into the stgble, and soon afterward a re-
volver was heard. It was found that he
had fired a bullet into his right tem-
ple. Death was almost Instantaneous.

The liabilities of Mr. Mariner are esti-
mated to be $160,000. To cover this amount
there are assets in sight of only $7.000.

It was stated after a meeting of his
creditors. held in New York. that fe
had submitted a proposition. He wanted
to pay 25 per cent. in settlement. givhg
long-term notes, with interest, all claims
of less than $150 to be pald within a year,
and larger amounts to be pald in two,
three, four and five years. He sald that
he couid borrow money. and was willing
to continue the business under the super-
vision of a committee of three creditors.

It is said that Mariner had $100,000 life
insurance, of which $30,000 is payable to
his estate, and the balance to his mother
and sister.

SERIOUS MACEDONIAN RISING.

Turks Use Macedonian Women and

Children as o Screen.

LONDOQN, July 16.—The Vienna corre-
spondent of the Daily Mail says official
reports describe a formidable Macedonian
rising in the Vilayet of Monastir, Euro-
pean Turkey. According to these reports,
the rebels, entrenched on the banks of the
Ostrovo, withstood the attacks of a thou-
sand Turkish regulars and several hun-
dred Bashi-Bazouks for a week. Finally,
the Turks placed the Macedonian women
and children in the front as a screen, and
stormed the position of the rebelis. The
latter maintained a murderous fire, and
many women and children were killed by
their own husbands and fathers. After
dispersing the rebels, the Turks massacred
the population, and looted and burned the
houses of the inhabitants.
Fatal Wreck in New Jersey.

LONG BRANCH, N. J., July 15.—Peter
Tilton, engineer of a gravel train, was
killed near Branchport in a collision to-
day, on the New York and Long Branch
railroad, between a gravel and a passen-
ger bound for New York.

L STRIKE IMIMINENT

Unless Demands Are Met
Lines Will Be Tied Up
at Noon.

fhe street railway employees’ union
met at 1 o’clock this morning in Smith's
Hall, on Fifth street. to consider the an-
swer of the Passenger and Power Com-
pany to the request of its men for a nine-
hour day and a uniform scale of 20 cents
per hour for motormen and conductors.

The meeting was largely attended and
lasted until twenty minutes of 3 o'clock.
There were a number of speeches made,
and the meeting was lively throughout.

Upon the adjournment of the executive
session, -at about a quarter to 3, it was
learned by the reporter, who had been
waiting, that the union had decided to
continue in existence the committee which
waited on the company, with insStructions
to reiterate the demand before noon to-
day. It was announced that in the event
of failure of the company to comply with
the demand, a general strike would be or-
dered when the hour of noon came around.
It developed in the course of the meet-
ing that there is some misunderstanding
as to who has authority to order the
strike. It is contended that District Or-
ganizer Simmons has such power, but the
opinion was also advanced that President
Mahon alone has such authorify and not

the local officials of the union.

President Simmons said to a Dispatch
reporter this morning that the Arbitration
Committee was authorized to accept a
reasonable compromise between the mini-
mum demand of the men and fhe maxi-
mum the company was willing to con-
cede. 3

A telegram was sent to President Mahon
early this morning laying all the facts
before him and asking fcr instructions.
His reply is expected early to-day.

Summed up: It would seem that a
strike is inevitable to-day unless the com-
pany complies with the demands of the
men.

The Passenger and Power Company
yesterday afternoon gave out its reply to
the request of the men. It was a com-
promise proposal and may be summa-
rized briefly:

First—The men of each division might
decide by vote whether they will work a
nine-hour or a twelve-hour day.

Second—A scale of wages of 17 and 15
cents for main and branch-line motormen,
and 15 and 14 cents for main and branch-
line conductors.

Third—Payments by the hour if the men
desire it.

The company acceded to the first and
third of the umnion's overtures. It stated
that the scale of wages which it proposed
would result in an increase of 310,000 a
year in wages.

It was for the purpose of acting on the
terms of this reply that the union met
early this morning.

GATES?’S PROFIT is SYALL.

Not More Than $1,500,000, and
This Will Be Divided Among Ten
or n Dozen Millionaires Who Were
Interested in the Deal—iiCorpse’”?
Consists of Between 4,000,000~

5,000,000 Bushels,

CHICAGO. July 15.—The famous John
W. Gates corner in July corn came to an
aorupt termination to-day, when it be-
came known that shorts to the axtent of
a gecod many million bushels had effected
private settlements with Harris, Gates
and Company, and that the deal was at
an end, so far as the steel magnate was
concerned. The July price responded to
the settlement by & quick drop of 15 3-4
cents, to 65 1-4. Later. It recovered a
fraction, and closed at 65 1-2, substantially
the price of the cash article

Just how many bushels were subject
to private settlement will probably never
be known, nor is there much chance that
the identity of the “big fellows™ in the
trade, who doubtless contributed l®erally
to the fortune of Mr. Gates and the
friends associated with him in the deal,
will ever be positively known.

No special excitement attended the pre-
mature puancturing of the bubble by the
man whose property It was. The trade

has all along admitted that Mr. Gates
was right, and also his ability to do what
he pleased with corn. Pit trade during
the day was not much over 0,000 bushels.

Settlement Price.

Manager Scotton would not discuss the
settlement price. The consensus of opin-
ion among the outsiders was that Mr.
Gates had demanded either 80 or 81 cents
from the people who were foolish enough
to sell him corn all the way from 60 cents
up.

The “length’” of the line of July settled
for by shorts is also a matter of more
or less conjecture. Mr. Scotton said It
was ‘“‘several million bushels,” and that
the length of the line had never been
estimated. It has been, called as high as
25,000,000 bushels, but more generally 20,-
000,000 bushels. Since it became possible
to make deliveries on July contracts, the
Harris-Gates peopla have taken in ond
paid for about 3,000,000 bushels.. This
would leave sattlements on some 17,000,000
bushels. It is estimated that Mr. Gates's
profit will not exceed $1.590,000.

This amount will be dlvided up betweer:
ten or a& dozen millionaires who wera in
the deal.

The éiCorpse.y?

Mr. Gates and his friends have between
4,000,000 and 5,000,000 bushels of corn, which
they must dispose of before the corner
can be called absolutely settled. This
corn represents the ‘‘corpse’”™ which in
every corner remains the stumbling-Titock
to success. 1If the average price of thq
Harris-Gates holding should prove well
up to the 70-cent point, the clique has ony
hand several million bushels of corn which
cost its holders in excess of the preseni
market price. Right here is the salient
point. Will it be necessary to market this
large holding of corn at less than it cost?

The corner at one time promised many
millions of profit. and the farmer whose
well-filled cribs line the tracks of nearly
every rallroad entering Chicago is held
responsible for the disappointing end of
the corner. There were substantial re-
serves from the bumper crop of 1900, and
the large yield of 1%1. This corn has
been held for a satisfactory market. The
farmer did not begin to take advantage
of the situation until the price of July
got up in the 7’s, and when it finally
reached 90 cents the Chicago market was
deluged with cash corn. For a. while the
Harris-Gates people Kkept the market
cleaned up, but steadily increasing qgan-
tities began coming, and the prospect of
loading up with a lot of 80-cent corn,
which they might not be able later to dis-
pose of at over 60 cents. became some-
what appalling. Without warning they
withdrew all support, settled with the
shorts, and closed the deal.
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ANOTHER EXPLOSION "%
AT JOHNSTOWN.

One Man Instantly Killed—One Man
Seriously, and One Slightly In-
Jured—Examination of Cambrina

JOHNSTOWN, PA., July 15.—John Sa-
vach, 2 Slav, aged 36. was instantly killed,
and Roger Harvey, Sr.. aged 55, was se~
riously, and John Yelis, slightly injured, by
an explosion of dynamite in No. 2¢ mine
of the Berwind-White Coal-Mining Com-

pany. at Windber, at noon to-day. Sa- .
vach was preparing a stick of dynamite
for use, when from some unknown causeg
it exploded, together with 16 sticks which
were lying near by. Savach was blown
to pieces.

REPAIRS IN CAMBRIA MINE.

JOHNSTOQWN, PA., July 15.—Mine In-
spectors Evans, Roby and Ross were in
the Camhbria rolling-mill mine all fore-
noon to-day. In the Klondike region, where
last Thursday’s explosion occurred. They
report things as going on well Inside.
They say the alr is not yet in its proper
course, owing to the fact that workmen
are still working on the various doors,
and that it will be a couple of days be-
fore these are finished. Permanent doors
are being put In again, and these will re-
quire some time to finish. and It may .
be three or four days before the ventila-
tion gets started in the area covered
by the explosion, as it was before that
fatal occurrence. No one will be allowed
to go to work for the present fn the
Klondike region.

Chief Roderick, of the State Bureau of
Mines, left Johnstown to-day for his home
in Hazelton. He will doubtless rstufn for
the coroner’s Inquest, which will be held
