BLAID FIGHTS CONSTITUTION.

Wythe
Hisx Condemnatory Resolutions.

WYTHEVILLE, July 14.—(Special.)—
The Republicans of Wythe in a large
mass-meeting to-day adopted the follow-
ing resolutions unanimously after a wordy
controversy. The resolutions were offered
by Robert W. Blair.

First. We reaffirm our endorsation of
the national Republican platform as em-
bodying those principles and policies es-
sentiai to the perfect administration of a
republican form of government, and we
also sanction and endorse the course of
our State organization.

Second. We announce our allegiance to
the constitution of the United States as
the supreme law of the land, and we de-
nounce any and all attempts to evade
its previsions, whether by direct or indi-
rect methods, as being rebellious, insur-
rectionary and in defiance of the national
government.

GAYNOR-GREENE EXTRADITION

Washington Officinls More Confident

S

of Succesx of Their Efforts.

WASHINGTON, July 15.—The officials
here. who are secking to secure the ex-
tradition from Canada to this country of
Greene and Gaynor, are now feeling more
confidence in the success of their efforts.
The reason for their optimism is a change
in the method of proceedure, they having
framed their application for the extradi-
tion of the men precisely in accordance
with the language of the extradition trea-
ty. This was done on the ground that
the language of the treaty, relative to
“receiving any money, valuable security,
or other property, knowing the same to
have been embezzled, stolen, or fraudu-
lently obtained,” is claimed to actually.
fit the offense of which the men are said
to have been guilty. It Is expected that
the Canadian court will thus be relieved
of the necessity of ruling upon the ob-
jection made by the defendants, that the
crime charged in the indictment does not
correspond with the treaty. Under the
new application the court will promptly
be required to decide whether or not a
prima facie case of receiving stolen
moneys has been made out against Gay-
nor and Greene. If the men are surren-
dered under extradition proceedings. the
Georgia courts will be obliged to declde
the difficult and delicate question whether
Gavnor and Green can be tried for con-
spiracy, as indicted, after having been ob-
iained from Canada on a warrant which
does not charge,that offense.

To Command Canadian Militia.

LONDON, July 15.—Major-General Lord

OPENING YESTERDAY.

THE TAKING OF THE OATH.

McLean, Republican, of Mecklen-
burg, Refused, and Left the Hall—
Other Republicans Attached Con-

ditions—Mr. Caton Spoke.
—

The General Assembly convened yester-
day in obedience to the proclamation of
the Governor, issued at the instance of
the Constitutional Convention, the chief
object of the body being to give political
recognition to the new State Constitution
recently promulgated. As was expected,
and had been predicted, the Republican
members, and at least one of the Demo-
crats, made a2 formal protest against the
proclamation of the Constitution and the
oath requirement; and though all the Re-
publican members who took the prescribed
oath did so with a specific reservation, all
save one took it and affixed their signa-
tures to the oath blank. The one mem-
ber of the House who refused to take the
oath thereby vacated his seat, and, not
';]va}i’llng to be ousted, voluntarily left the

all.

The protest of the Senate Republicans
was not so specific and aggregsive;in; its
expression as that of the House; membpers,
but all the Republicans had agreed:upon
and signed the same protest presented
in the House. Mr. Revercomb, of Alle-
ghany, was the protestant for his party
in the Senate, and he stated that his sub-
scribing to the oath was under protest
and compulsion in order that his people
might not be deprived of their repre-
sentation.

MAY BE REOPENED TO-DAY.

It is very doubtful that the taking of
the oath with the reservation specifically
made is sufficient to comply with the
terms prescribed in the Constitution, and
it is not improbable that the question may
be reopened to-day and the scats of those
Republicans who refuse to sign the osth
without reservation declared vacant.
Their refusal to vacate them might pre-
cipitate a scene, but this is not antici-
pated. There is reason to believe, how-
ever, that the action of the Republicans
in conference in refusing to take the oath
as prescribed indicates a purpose on their
part to contest in the courts their right
to the seats to which they were elected.
Such a contest would involve a test of
the validity of proclamation of the Con-
stitution itself.

The day in both houses was consumed
in the preliminaries, and in the discus-
sion of the oath matter and the formality
of being sworn. It was impossible to
transact any business until this had been
done, and when it was concluded it was
3:30 o'clock, and the law-makers were
hungry. There is to be little business at
the session further than that already out-
lined. the most important and interesting
of which is the election of the circuit
judges.

THE MATTER OF CODE REVISION.

It is the prevailing view now that the
General Assembly, will provide for a
joint committee composed exclusively of
members of the two houses and which
shall sit during vacation to revise the
statutes in conformity with the new or-
ganic law supplementary thereto. It
seems to be generally agreed that this
committee will consist of fourteen—
seven on the part of the House of Dele-
gates and seven on the part of the Sen-
ate, and that they shall receive as their
remuneration the usual per diem of mem-
bers of the Legislature.

Many of the members are still hopeful
that the work of the session can be con-
cluded in ten days or two weeks, but
with the start made, this is regarded as
improbable. ¥

House of Dclegates.

The session of the Frouse of Delegates.
yvesterday was warm. The contest oVeér
the oath, while developing very little
strength, was sufficient to keep the atten-_
tion of the members from the time of as-

sembling up. to the hour of adjourn-
n:ent. So far only one member has de-

clined to recognize the new Constitution—
Delegate E. P. McLlean (Republican), of
Mecklenburg. Messrs. Sipe and Robson
(Ecpublicans), added what they consid-
cred a qualifying clause to the oath
blanks submitted to them, and these will
come up for action to-day. If the House
insists that the addition made by the
members named must be striken from
the Dblank, then they will likely retire
from the House of Delegates.

Delegate James R. Caton made a vigor-
ous speech in opposition to the action
of the convention, denying its rights to
proclaim the new Constitution, but he
gracefully acquicsced in the will of the
majority and aflixed his signature to the
oath.

The Republicans filed a written protest
against the oath and the method of mak-
ing the new Constitution operative. and
with that done they all—with the ex-
ceptions noted above--took the oath.

THE DAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

The House was called to order.promptly
at noon by Speaker Ryan, Prayver was
offered by Rev. Russell Cecil, of the
Presbyterian church. The clerk, John W.
Williams, read the proclamation of the
Governor convening the General Assem-
bly, and then Mr. C. Lee Moore admin-
istered the oath to the Speaker and then
to the clerk. The roll was called and the

AS TO THE OATH.

Speaker Ryan directed Clerk Williams
to administer the oath to the members,
and just'as he was arising from his seat
Delegate James R. Caton, of Alexandria,
arose and delivered a carefully-prepared
speech, denying the right of the conven-
tion to proclaim the constitution or to re-
quire the oath. He held that the conven-
tion was not vested with the power to
proclaim. He protested -against the usurpa-
tion of the rights of the people. The con-
stitution was in his mind void until the
people had given it their endorsement. He
denied that he was seeking notoriety, but
he believed that he owed it to his con-

stituents to enter an earnest protest
against taking the oath. Jefferson

had said that one precedent in favor of
power was worth more than a hundred
against it. The proclaiming of the new
constitution was a clear usurpation of the
rights of the people.

Mr. Caton spoke considerably more than
an hour. . When he took his seat he was
liberally applauded.

‘MR. HEERMANS OPPOSES.

Mr. Heermans (Rep.), of Montgomery,
then took the floor, and made a brief.
speech on the same line that had been
followed by Mr. Caton.

Mr. Heermans’ speech bristled with bit-
ter thrusts at the convention, which he,
called a ‘Mutual Admiration Society,”
and ‘“the most damnable political trust
that ever assembled on earth.” He said
the‘convention had denied the right of all
others to ride on passes when, the mem-
bers had bled the corporations for. more
passes than any body that ever assem-
bled in Virginia. . :

He asked that the matter of taking the |
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oath ‘be referred to the Committee on
Privileges and Elections for report, bu
the Chair ruled him out of order.

“I appeal from the decision of
Chalr,”” said the member.

Mr. Heermans reduced his resolution to
writing and it was read and he was
heard hriefly on the dquestion of appeal.

The Chair thought on further considera-
tion that the resolution was in' order. Mr.
Boaz raised the point that it was not in
order, and said if the oath was not taken
then the body was by that fallure dis-
solved.

Mr. Christian called the-pending ques-
tion and the resolution was rejected by
an overwhelming majority.

FORMAL PROTEST. ;

Mr. Southall,” of Amelia, moved that
the house concur in the resolution of the
senate providing for taking the oath
and recognizing the new Constituticn.®
This was agreed to.

Mr. Sipe (Republican) announced that
he would decline to take the oath if it
was to bind him as a supporter of the
constitution for all time, and removed his
rights as a ecitizen. :

Mr. Sipe sent to the clerk’s desk and had
read the following protest against taking
the oath, which had been agreed upon at
a conference of the Republican members
of the House. The protest was read at
length, Lut it will not appear in the re-
cord. It as follows:

We, the undersigned members of the
House of Delegates of Virginia, believing
that the proclamation of an alleged Con-
stitution by the recent Constitutional Con-
vention, was an attempt to usurp rights
of the people of Virginia which, this
Legislature has the power, and is in duty
bound to protect, by submitting said Con-
stitution for ratification or rejection, earn-
estly protest against any recognition or
acceptance of said alleged Constitution
by this body until so ratified, and we espe-
cially protest against the administration
of the oath imposed by said convention
hereby declaring for ourselves that In
submitting to said requirement, in order
that our respective constituencies may
not be deprived of the representation to
which they are entitled in this body.
we solemnly disclaim any admission of
the validity of said Constitution until
ratified by the people of Virginia, earn-
estly maintaining that said oath does not
contravene the right of any citizen of
Virginia to advocate and vote for the
future submission of said Constituticn.

MR. M'LEAN REFUSES.

Mr. E. P. McLean, member of the
House from Mecklenburg, a Republican,
made a statement to the effect that In his
opinion the Constitutional Convention had
no right to proclaim the Constitution, and
as he believed that they had performed
an illegal act, he would not pledge him-
self to support it. He would be untrue
to his own convictions and to those of
the people whom he represented. He
would refuse to take the oath, and let
the consequences be what they would.

After speaking about two minutes, Mr.
McLean took his seat, and when the re-
quest was made that the members rise
for the purpose of taking the oath, Mr.
McLean retired beyond the railing and
engaged in conversation with friends. He
was asked by a reporter if he intended to
take the oath, and he replied very firmly
in the negative.

“I will not take the oath under any
conditions. That is positive and certain.
The State of Virginia has not power enough
to make me subscribe to that provision. I
believe the Constitution is void, illegal
and of no effect.” /

With that statement, Mr. McLean gath-
ered up his papers and a satchel and left
the Capitol.

GOVERNOR'S MESSAGE.

The following message from the Gover-
nor was presented by Private Secretary
Ritchie and read in the House:

S rh Executive Office,

July 15, 1902.

To.the General Assembly:
Your session at this time marks the end
of -one era and the beginning of another

in the history of Virginia. The people
have for years patiently awaited a new
organic law, made by themselves and for
themselves, that they might the better
work out the problem of free government
in accordance with the genius and heri-
tage of their race. Such a consummation
has come to pass, and the work is in your
hands. ;

That the new constitution has oost time,
labor and money, none will deny; but
that the task has been performed with
energy, wisdom and patriotism, all must
admit. Sharply defined differences of
opinion ‘have existed, and ought to have
existed, but upon the whole it seems to
fulfill the aspiration and corimand the
approval of the people, and to make
luminous the pathway wherein our Com-
mor.wealth may move forward to a higher
destiny.

But the new Constitution will be little
more than an academic plan of govern-
ment unless supported and made opera-
tive by wise and sufficient legislation.
The people will perhaps test and meas-
ure the instrument more by the character
of legislation made in conformity thereto
than by the instrument itself. Hence
your great responsibility, which you wlll
doubtless discharge with a united pur-
pose, for differences of opinion respecting
the merits of the Constitution or its es-
tablishment should now no longer exist.
The time for such differences has passed,
and the needs and the nopes of the people
can be met. and met only. by such legis-
lation as will put into complete operation
the whole instrument. I entertain the
most confident hope that you will meet
the duties of the occasion, and assure you
of my ready and full co-operation.

Intending this communication more as a
cordial greeting than a formal message,
I reserve for the future such suggestions
as may, in the discharge of my duty,
seem proper to be made.

TWhereas, it was the understanding and
belief on the part of the people of the
State that said constitution would be sub-
mitted to them for their approval or re-
jection; and

Whereas, the said convention has under-
taken, in defiance of law and precedent
and in contravention of the most sacred
rights of the people of this State, to pro-
claim the instrument framed by it; there-
fore, be it

Resolved, That it is the sense of this
body that the present legislature has the
right and that it is also its duty to take
suitable measures to submit the said con-
stitution framed as aforesaid to the peo-
ple of this State for their ratification or
rejection. ;

MANY POINTS OF ORDER.

Mr. Wickham, of Hanover, was prompt-
ly on the floor, with a point of order
against the substitute of Mr. Revercomb,
maintaining that it was not germane to
the subject under consideration. He ar-
gued briefly for his point of order.

Mr. Glass, of Lynchburg, raised the
point of order that under the terms of
section 22, of the schedule, both the reso-
lution and the substitute were out of
order. The section in question declares
that the General Assembly before enter-
ing upon the discharge of their duties
shall take the oath or affirmation pre-
scribed by the constitution. His point
was subsequently withdrawn.

Mr. Keezell, of Rockingham, made the
point of order that both were out of order
and that the taking of the oath was the
only thing in order.

Mr. Lyle. of Roanoke,
Rockingham, and Mr.
Alleghany, spoke briefly
order of Mr. Wickham's.

Mr. Opie, of Augusta, suggested that
the senale was wasting time over quib-
bles. The members all proposed to take
the oath and he suggested that a resolu-
tion be offered providing that they now
take the oath. “We've got to take our
medicine, and we might as well take it
now,” said he, amid laughter.

Thereupon Senator Mcllwaine caliled the
pending question and it was ordered, Mr.
Revercomb voting in the negative.

On motion of Senator Anderson, the
chair was vacated for fifteen minutes,
after the adoption of the mot.on of Sena-
tor Mecllwaine that the action of the
senate be communicated to the house.

SENATORS ARE DULY SWORN.

It was 3 o’clock when Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor Willard rapped the Senate to order
after the intermission, and even then
some time elapsed before a quorum could
be secured. The members had gone to
dinner or were dispersed throughout the
building.

Meanwhile the senators had not taken
the oath, and the General Assembly could
do nothing until this was done.

A message from the House was received
announcing concurrence by that body in
the joint resolution recognizing the new
Constitution and directing that the mem-
bers severally take the oath to support
that Constitution.

Lieutenant-Governor Willard was then
sworn in by Judge James Keith, of the
Supreme Court of Appeals of Virginia.

Senator George A. Revercomb, of Al-
leghany, rising to a question of personal
privilege, stated that In taking and sub-
seribing to the prescribed oath he did so
under compulsion and in order that his
constituents might not be deprived of
representation. With this reservation he
agreed to take the oath.

Senator Dinwiddie, of Franklin, made
practically the same explanation.

After Secretary Button had heen sworn
by Judge Keith, the senators were then
called to the Clerk's desk in groups of
four and five, and the oath was admin-
istered to them by tue Secretary. The
members then signed the oath blanks.

Thereupon, on motion of Senator
YVickham, the House was informed that
the Senate was organized and ready to
proceed to business. :

It was
read by Secretary Button. The full text
of the message appears elsewhere in this
issue.
