PRICES OF PLUG AND SMOKING.

New Pricex Show n Reduction of

About Two Cents.

NEW YORK, July 16.—(Special.)—Tne
Continental and American Tobacco Conr-
panies have issued now price-lists for
smoking tobaccos, dated July 1st. The
new new prices snow a reduction of about
two cents a pound on all tobaccos. One
exception is “‘Battle AX™ piug, which is
reduced fram 35 to 32 cents a pound, and
the size of the plug is increased from 14
to 16 ounces.

Several other brands have been similarly
increased in size, but they are mostly
used in particular localities and do not
affect the trade here. As a general rule
it can be taken for granted that packages
and plugs will not be enlarged for at least
six months. At any rate, that is.the pre-
sent resolution.

A PUZZLING CASE.

Strike Agitator Prevented from Get-
ting Valuable Mail.

BLUEFIELD, W VA. July 16.—(Spe-
cial.)—A queer case has been developed
by the strike in the coal-fields, and one
that there may be no law to cover. A
strike agitator makes the charges that
important mail came to Coaldale post-of-
fice for him. The land lying about  the
post-offige was the property of the coal
company, and guards were stationed on
it to prevent trespassers from going over
it. The railroad property was also
guarded, and the agltator could not get
his mail.

He reported the matter to the United
States District Attorney, who says he
knows no statute governing the matter,
nor any law touching on the case.

This seems to be the opinion of the
lJawyers generally, it being the first case
of the kind ever heard of. “The matter
will be taken to the Post-Office Depart-
ment, which may have some rules and
regulations governing such a condition.

SAN JUAN, PORTO RICO, July 16—

Major
Henry Morton presided. A number of
prominent educators of the negro attend-
ed the morning session. At the afternoon
session there was a general discussion of
subjects pertaining to the local interests
of the institution. The conference will
oontinue three days.

FIRE AT OIL WELLS.

Thousand of Barrels

Burned.
"NEW ORLEANS, LA., July 16.—News
from Jennings, La., says that the fire at
the Jennings Well, No. 2, owned by the
Heywood Brothers, is still raging, but
that the gale valve has not given way.
Those who are fighting the fire are now
planning to surround the burning well
with boilers and to attempt to snuff the
fire out with steam.

Hundreds of people have been attracted
to the scene. Two tanks, containing 2,400
barrels, have been burned, and it is esti-
mated that 50,000 barrels from the gushers
have been destroyed up to this morning.
W. Heywood said‘that if the steam plan
was successful the fire would probably be
subdued in four or five days.

‘Phe fire engine from Beaumont, which
arrived during the night, was unable to
accomplish anything. There is consider-
able apprehension at the scene of the
fire, but 1t is not thought that there will
be great danger to surrounding property
until the gate valve glves away.

MISS CALVERT DEAD.

Descendant of Lord Baltimore Dies
as Result of Burns,

[By Associated Press.]
BALTIMORE, MD., July 16.—Miss
Eleanor Calvert died at Mount Afry, Md.,
to-day, aged eighty-one. Her death re-
sulted from the burns which she received
on July 5 by being burned by a lamp
which she fell on during an attack of
vertigo.

After extingulshing the flames she lay
in a helpless condition for twelve hours
and this exposure also helped to hasten
her death. Miss Calvert was the daugh-
ted of Edward H. Calvert, who was a son
of Benedict, and a grandson of. the last
Lord Baltimore. Miss Calyert survived
her brother, Dr. Cecllius Baltimore Cal-
vert, with whom she had always Jived,
by about fifteen months, he having died
at the age of ‘ninety-five years. S

FOR CIRCUIT JUDGES

SOME OF THESE BUT FORMAL.

—

Judges Letcher and Skeen Regarded
as Winners, and Judge Porilock
1s Probably a Victor—Status of the

Other Contests.'

The feature of the contests for the va-
rjous circuit judgeships yesterday, was
the announcement about noon of the can-
didacy of Mr. Lloyd T. Smith, of West-
moreland, for judge of the new Twelfth
Circuit embracing the counties of Rich-
mond, Northumberland, ‘Westmoreland,
Lancaster, and Essex. Judge 7. R. B.
Wright, present judge of the Ninth Cir-
cuit, has been up to this timo regarded
as unopposed for the bench of the new
circuit, and has made .no canvass, be-
lieving that he would have no opposition.
The announcement of the candidacy of
Mr. Smith, however, has set the friends
of the judge to work, and they are energe-
tically pressing his claims upon the at-
tention of members.

While Mr. Smith is a lawyer of ability
eminently qualified for the bench, the im-
pression seems prevalent that his candi-
dacy comes too late to overcome the
support that Judge Wright will have. Mr.
Smith, it is understood, has strong en-
dorsements from the bar of some of the
counties in the circuit, but Judge Wright's
supporters claim that he can secure am-
ple endorsements and would have done so
had he deemed it desirable or necessary.

IN JUDGE SHEFFEY'S BEHALF.

A'nother development of the day was the
arrival in the city of a strong delegation
from Smyth county to advocate the selec-
tion of Circuit Judge J. P. Sheffey, of the
present Sixteenth Circuit, for the bench of
the new Twenty-third Circuit, who has a
contestant in the person of ex-Judge F. M.
Hutton, of Washington county, who has
several active workers on the ground and
has been winning votes. The Smyth coun-
ty delegation embraces ex-Delegate John
M. Gwynn, ex-Sepator B. F. Buchanan,
of Smyth; Mr. L. P. Scherer, of Smyth,
and Colonel George W. Miles, of Radford.
They were mingling among the members
of the Legislature last night doing good
work for Judge Sheffey. Mr. J. A. Stone,
of Bristol, arrived in the city yesterday,
to supplement the advocates of Judge
Hutton. Judge Sheffey is now serving his
second term as circuit judge. He is an
ex-Confederate and is regarded as an able
and upright judge. The Smyth county
delegation are clalming that Washington
county now has all the honors and offi-
cers of the circuit and they consider it
but right that Smyth should have the re-
tention of the circuit judge.

Meanwhile Mr. Preston W. Campbell,
of Washington, and others, are hard at
work for Judge Hutton, and are hopeful
of victory, they state.

The contest in the Thirteenth Circuit
between Mr. Claggett B. Jones, of King
and Queen, and Judge G. Taylor Garnett,
of Mathews, is still the cleanest, closest,
and most uncertain of all. Both gentle-
men are here in person and each is hope-
ful, but neither contident.

LOOKS LIKE PORTLOCK.

The general impression is that Judge
Portlock, of Norfolk county, will win in
the First Circuit over Captain John W.
Happer, of Portsmouth, many of the
members having pledged themselves to
Judge Portlock before it was known that
any one else would enter the race. Cap-
tain Happer himself is taking little if any
active part in the canvass, but many
friends are.doing all they can in his inte-
rest.

In the Third Circuit Judge West, of Sus-
sex, and Hon. Robert Turnbull, of Bruns-
wick, are having a close race with:the
The supporters of
Judge West are the nlore sanguine!#hut
those of Mr. Turnbull's are as active as
ever, and if they are beaten they do not
know it nor believe. Mr. Turnbull him-
self is very hopeful of victory and many
of his supporters are sustaining him’ in
that hope. Altogether, the fight is cer--
tainly in doubt yet.

THERE MAY BE A SURPRISE.

Judge John M. White and Mr. Paul Pet-
tit, are both in the fight for the bench of
the Eighth Circuit, and if the activity of
both sides in the contest be any criterion
neither has a sure thing. It may be said,
however, that Judge \White's followers are
perhaps the more sanguine. Mr. Pettit
and his friends are, however, making a
very clean and tactful fight and an ener-
getic one, and there are many who"sus-
pect that the Fluvanna man may surprise
the Albemarle jurist.

1n the Nineteenth Circuit Judge George
K. Anderson, of Alleghany, and Judge G.
1. Breckinridge, of Botetourt, are the
aspirants, both being county judges.
Judge Breckinridge has a strong following,
but the Anderson forces have been more
in evidence and appear tne more sanguine.

TIHIREE ASPIRANTS THERE,

In the Twentieth Circuit there are three
candidates in the field, They are Circuit
Judge J. R. Tucker, of Bedford; Circuit
Judge Henry E. Blair, of Roanoke county,
and County Judge Calloway Brown, ot
Bedford. The candidacy of Judge Gallo-
way Brown has been little heard of, and
it is claimed that the real fight is between
Judges Tucker and Blair. Judge Tucker’s
friends are the most active and appear to
be the more confident also, though Judge
Blair is not without warm supporters.

Mr. W. J. Henson, who is opposed for
the judgeship of the Twenty-second Cis
cuit by County Judge J. H. Stuart, of
Tagzewell, is considered a probable winner,
unless there should be other developments
in the situation before the caucus next
Tuesday night. -

JUDGE LETCHER SURE.

There is but one other judgeship unset-
tled, that of the eighteenth circuit, where
the election of Circuit Judge S. Houston
Letcher is assured. County Judge Lyman
Chalkley is considered a candidate, but
has no one here working in his behalf,
so far as known. But for his request
that the caucus await his decision d4s to
candidacy, Judge Letcher would have
been elected last night. The members
of both houses from the counties com-
posing the circuit are for Judge Letcher,
including those from Augusta, Judge
Chalkley’'s home county.

In the twenty-fourth circuit it seems te
be genecrally regarded as probable that
Circuit Judge 1. A. Skeen. will win,
though this is regarded as one of the
contested circuits. It embraces the coun-
ties of Scott, Lee, Wise, and Dickenson.
Judge Bond, of Wise county, is reported
to be a candidate, but no active campaign
is being made by him, so far as can be
learned.

A LULL EXPECTED TO-DAY.

There will be a lull in the canvass to-
day, owing to the departure of many of
the members from' the Fourth Congres-
sional District, who will go home to vote
or to work for one of the candidates.
Then, too, the date fixed for the caucus
leaves ample time for the canvass of
the members. and many of the friends
of the candidates are ready for a vote
now, and are under expense staying here,
for in many cases their services are pure-
ly voluntary. :

(New York Commercial.)

The equipment of the Dbest technical
high schools in Germany is the special
subject of a British Forelgn Office report
furnished by his Dlajesty’s Consul at
Stutigart. He takes the Berlin Technical
High School as typical. There are 'six
fully qualified professors for the following
branches of chemistry: Organic chemistry,
inorganic chemistry,“chemical technology,
matallurgy, electro-chemistry. and phota-
chemistry. ; ;

Further, there are six lecturers for the
following branches: Chemistry -of foods,:
{ncluding analyucal and bacteriologica
methods;  agricultural-chemical technold-
gy (sugar, beer, splirits, etc.); vegetable
and animal fats, oils, atc.;ilnveatf
of mineral olls and naphtha products;.de-
signing of chemical works and plants;
architectural chemical technology;: physi-
cal chemistry, thermo-chemistry, eto.-Tha"

TFinally, twelye private lecturers take the
following branches: Electrolytic metal-
iurgy, chemistry of foods, ceramics and
mortar, chemistry of the growth of plants,
investigation” of oils, fats, and naphtha;
technology of the proteines.and albumi-
noids, repetition oI organic chemistry,
special ch+mistry of cement, lime, mortar,
plaster. etc.; qualitative and quantitative
analysis, aniline dyes, terpenes, and cam-
phors and modern synthetic drugs.

The salaries of the fully qualified pro-
fessors averaged £300 per annum previous
to 1897, but this amount has now been in-
creased to £325 per annum.

Various additions to the salaries may be
granted by the Educational Council for
special services and requirements. Up to
the present date £450 is the highest salary
ever paid to any professor of chemistry.
They receive, further, one-fourth of the
fees paid by students for lectures in chem-
istry and 10s. per term for every student
occupied during the whole day in chemi-
cal laboratories. These additions, how-
ever, must not exceed 150 per annum for
professors, lecturers, and private lec-
turers. The professors, lecturers, and as-
sistants are permitted—in so far as it
does not interfere with their regular
duties—to add to their incomes by pri-
vate practical work and expert opinions.
The salaries of the assistants average £380
per annum. Those who have acted in this
capacity for some time may rise to £120.
All ranks, being State. officials, are en-
titled to pensions.

In 1899 there were no fewer than 41 pro-
fessors, lecturers, private lecturers, and
assistants to 2i8 stuuents, or about one
instructor to every seven Instructed. The
average annual expenditure for-new ap-
paratus, instruments, repairs, etc.,
amounts to £1,125. S H.

PRESERVING THE COLISEUM.

The Cost to Italy of Caring for the
Imposing Ruin.

(Chicago Record-Herald.

. It costs the Government of Italy about
320,000 a year to keep up the Coliseum,
the most nmpressive anu imposing ruin
in the woria, and e mosL , conspicuous
type 0f Koman architeclure ana civiuza-
tivon. Ity or SIXUY mAsons are¢Repl 4t
woOrKk all ine while repairing breaks and
Ccraciks Ior Iear Oof enuangering the lives
of tne tourists who consianuy wvisit the
place. ‘Lhey are working under the di-
rection of an architect and engineer em-
ployed by the »nnister of tublic 1n-
People with artistic taste ¢com-
plain about this ‘‘restoration,’’ but it is
absolutely necessary in order to save the
ruin.

Before 1870 the gaunt and bare interior,
the glorious walls and the Titantic arches
were softened and embelllished with gar-
lands of green, and in places large trees
grew from the cracks in the stones, The
crypts and vaults were cushioned with
mosses, with the ,same effect that one
sees in the Scottish Abbeys and the
Castle of Kenilworth. It was then the
most beautiful as well as the most im-
posing structure in ‘-existence, and so
great was the variety of vegetation and
toliage which sprang from the soil that
had been saturated with the blood of
the martyrs that a botanist named
Deakin published a catalogue of the
tlora of the Collseum, identifying 420
species. In tearing away this follage
the workmen did an immense amount
of damage—more than the decay
century would cause—because the roots
of the trees and shrubs had wormed their
way into the cracks and crevices and
had clinched themselves, stoutly, resist-
ing the attempts at their eviotion.

It is the rule of the present adminis-
tration of the antiquities in Rome ¢t>
clear out all vegetation, strip off the
ivy that garlands the walls, and even
the mosses that soften the outlines and
strengthen the color of the venerable
brick work. In the palace of the Caesars,
in the Forum, and in all the other ruins
you actually see men constantly employ-
ed picking out the blades of grass that
spring up after every rain from tha
cracks in the- marble pavements, wnd
every time a shoot of ivy appears there
i{s some cruel attendant ready to tear
it down.

| TERRIBLE EXPLOSION
0~ IN-AUTAH MINE. .

¥ LB
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At Least Thirty-Three Lives Are

“Lost—~Ten or Fifteen Men Are
- Still Unnccounted For.

PARK CITY, UTAH, July 16—Two pow-
der magazines at the 1,200-foot level of the
Daly-West mine exploded about 1 o'clock
this morning, causing a fearful loss of
life. The latest report says that thirty-
three bodies - have been removed from
the  two mines. Officers of the Daly-
West state that only three more bodles
are in the mine. Miners, however, assert

that there are twelve or fifteen still un-
accounted for. Twenty-five bodies are at
a local undertaker's. 3

The majority of the men met their death
from inhaling gas, and not from shock.
By 4 o’clock: this morning twenty-seven
men had been taken out of the mine dead,
and several others had been recovered in
a half-dazed cowgliticin. These were all
brought through tne Ontario shaft, which
is a mile distant from the Daly-West.
‘The 1,200-foot level of the Daly-\Vest cor-
resg‘onds to, and is connected by tunnel
with, the G00-foot level of the Ontario.

In the Daly-West mine between 100 and
1w men were'at work. In the Ontario
~Were nearly 100, it is believed. It is not
known how many of these are dead. but
the disaster extends to the Ontario. There
are two powder magazines at the 1,2
foot level of the Daly-West, one at each
slde of the shaft, with a capacit¥l of
from one to two cars of powder cach. A
car of powder had been added to the
supply within the past few days.

Three dead men taken out of the On-
tario shaft are George Garvin and Wil-
lfam Swejbel, employees of Edward Copp,
who has the ore-hauling contract for the
Daly-West, and Chris Soderup, employed
in the Ontario, who was working at least
a, mile from the magazine that exploded.
It is belleved all three were suffocated.

The explosion awakened every one with-
in a radius of many miles. 1t is said
that two. horses in the ore tunnel, one
and a half miles away, were killed by
its-force.

GRIEF OF WOMEN AND CHILDREN.

Women and. children thronged to the
Ontario’s shaft-house, which is midway
hetween Park City and the Daly-West.
Nearly all of them have husbands  or
fathers-in the mines, and their grief was
pitiable. All of the doctors in the town
are at the mines. . They have been doing
what they could to resuscitate the un-
conscious men as they were taken out.
A relief party went into the Ontario mine
shortly after the explosion. Joseph Smith,
a member of the rescuing party, dled
soon after entering the mine. The con-
dition of the gas .in the.mine is such
that the rescue work has been abandon-
ed until to-morrow.

PRIEST AND INVENTOR.

Device to Be Used in Ceremony of
Blessing Throats.

(Baltimore Sun.)

To associate the practicality of a patent
office with the spirituality of a religioys
ceremony seems most incongruous, yet the
aid of the Patent Office at Washington
has been successfully invoked by the Rev.
Henry N. Nagengast, rector of St. An-
thony's Roman Catholic church at Gar-
denville, Baltimore county, tosecureto him
patent rights to a most unique and pe-
culiar aid to a solemn rite of the church.

There occurs annually in all Catholic
churches on the third Sunday in Feb-
ruary—the day dedicated to the memory
of St. Blasius, bishop and martyr—a cere-
mony known as the blessing of the throat.
The object of the blessing is to secure to
the person blessed protection against dis-
eases of the throat. The priest in robes
of office holds in his left hand two lighted
candles crossed tn the design of a St
Andrew’'s cross. These arc held against
or before the throat of the kneeling pe-
titloner. The flames of the candle rise
each side of the head. In the opening he-
tween the tapers the priest makes the
sign of the cross and pronounces the
blessing. It is a blessing evoked annually
by thousands baptized in the Roman
Catholic faith, and often by followers of
other creeds, but {ts ministration is one
of the most difficult offices performed by
the Catholic clergy.

The semi-horizontal position of the can-
dles, their extreme nearness to the head,
makes it difficult to avoid singeing or even
burning the hair, hat or veil of women re-
ceiving the blessing, and the nervousness
of priest and parishioner cannot but de-
tract from the spiritual significance of the
office for both.

Then, too. the regulations of the church
require that the candles used must be of
wax with the inevitable result that candle
grease in unlimited quantities is dripped
over the garments of those blessed, over
the vestments of the officiating priest and
over the altar rail and floor of the sanc:
tuary.

THE APPLIANCE DESCRIBED.

Since the ordinance was established
priests have wrestled with these difficul-
ties, and it has remained for the original
mind of Father Nagengat to conceive of

dles which completely eliminates both the
element of danger and of discomfort to
the ceremony, /

This is a patent shield and drip catcher
for candles—an - exceedingly simple,
genfous and by no means ugly device. It
is made of any materijal, the first models
being of nickel-plated copper. It com-
prises a tube-like sleeve, or holder, adapt-
ed to be slipped over a candle and pro-
vided with a spring-pressed clamping fin-
ger to secure it to the candle. The light-
est touch will move this holdet lower and
lower on the stem of the candle as the
flame consumes the wax.

To one side of the holder Is affixed an
umbrella-like shield of mica, much the
shape and size of a wild carrot bloom,
while directly beneath the semi-horizontal
flame is a concave spoon or bowl to catch
the melted wax. The mica shield is se-
cured to its holder by n screw and nut,
and can readily be renewed if injured in
any way.

Protected by this device the maost curl-
Ing and rebellious tresses may frame the
faces of devotees, the alriest veils or
spreading hat brims adorn their heads
without fear of injury, and the most ex-
pensive costumes be worn without risk.

SUGGESTED BY EXPERIENCE.

Father Nagengast, the inventor, is a
man of extensive travel and education,
and impresses even the casual observer
with a sense of possessing nervous force
and ability that would equip him for the
overcoming of difficulties of almost any
nature. Theshieldand dripcatcher for can-
dles is his first invention, and the result,
he says, of that necessity proverbially
known to be the mother of invention.

“The first time I performed the cere-
mony of the blessing of the throat,” said
the priest in speaking of the matter, *'I
recognized the urgent need of some safer
and more convenient means of handling
the tapers, YWhile I have never had any
accidents from fire when performing the
ceremony in my own parish, I bhelieve.
although I am not certain, that such an
accident once occurred in the Cathedral
in Baltimore, and may have occurred
elsewhere. I know that in some churches
the priests hold shlelds of paper about
the candles to catch the dripping grease,
but my own method has been to hold
my hand as a screen to protect the per-
son blessed from fire, although 'such
shielding might expose my palm to the
flame, The ccremony is always performed
in winter, when the closed doors and win-
dows of the church eliminate draft, but
my vestments have always been covered
with wax to the elbow after the cere-
mony, whereas with tne shield and drip
cup attached the blessing could be be-
stowed. if need be. out of doors."”
