WASHINGTON,D. C, July 22.—The un-

usual activity in the West Indies and on

the shores of the Carribean sea, are tax-
ing the resources', off the Navy Depart-
ment in the matter of ships to look after

American interests. ,A cablegram received
at the State Department to-day from Min-

ister Bowen, at Caracas,: states that the
Marietta is proceeding to ascertain -the
facts connectetl with the alleged blockade
by 'the Venezuelan government of the
port of Carupano. An attack upon Puerto
Cabello, !which lies about seventy miles
west of the capital, is expected :by the
government, and the President may go
there from Barcelona, instead of to Cara-
cas, as ;he originally intended.

The three United States warships on
the Venezuelan coast are kept moving

with alacrity to put in an appearance at
the ports where disturbances are threat-
ened. Meanwhile a cry for a ship comes
