Finally, acknowledging the great ser-
vice rendered in the orders herein referred
to, as the result of the investigations we
have made and the, study we have given
to the- documentary evidence; already,
educed, we find ourselves, though with
deep regret, compelled to take issue with
you on one important point.

versally the higher officers have so bornii
themselves as to supply the necessary
check over acts of an improper character
by their subordinates." •

THE CRIMES COMMITTED.
We, on- the contrary, have found our-

selves compelled to the belief that the acts
referred to were far more general— the de-
moralization more all-pervasive. This,

we submit and are prepared to show, it
established by the evidence • before the
Senate Philippine Committee; j by the
findings of the courts-martial published.,
or on the files of the War Department,,
and by documentary proof already acces-
sible. There is, Indeed, no tribunalbefoni
which further proof could be adduced.
None the less, from' the scanty material
thus by mere chance made -accessible to
us here, many thousand, miles from and
long after the scene and time;of ;these
occurrences, we hold, ourselves ready to
direct your attention to concrete cases,
the investigation of which would demon-

strate the followingcriminal acts, contrary
to all . recognized rules and usages of
war. on the. nart of -officers and soldiers
of the United States:

1. Kidnapping and murder under cir-
cumstances of aggravated brutality.

3. Torture, both 'of men and of women,

4. The infliction of death on other par-

pattern. Dr. Eugene Grissom, once fa-
mous as an alienisrand' neurologist, sent
a bullet crashing through his brain at S
o'clock yesterday, morning while standing
on the little front porch or his son's home,
1227 G street, northeast. He expired in

half -an hour. . .
Neighbors of Mr. Eugene Grissom, Jr.,

the son of the. suicide, were startled at
breakfast time by the report of the re-
volver. Mr. Oliver, who lives opposite
the sceneof the tragedy, saw Dr..Gris-
som, who had been standing on the front
porch, take the weapon from his pocket,
place the muzzle to his head, and pull
the trigger. The man staggered a mo-
ment and then sank into a large rustic
chair standing near, the door.' Mr. Oliver
ran across the street ana from the clinch-
ed hand wrenched away the weapon. Mr.
Grissom's head dropped upon his breast,
and thus his son found him when he
opened -the front door.

The already dying man was taKen into
the house, and Dr. L. D. Walter and Dr.
Story summoned. They could do nothing.
A gasping wound from which the brain^
was oozing told the story. A hurry call'
was sent for an ambulance, and Dr. Gris-
som was removed to the Casualty Hos-
pital, where, after lingeringhalf an hour,
he died. The Coroner was notified and
gave a verdict of death by suicide.

The revolver was not the property of
Dr. Grissom. His daugTiter-in-law says
he never 'owned

'
a revolver. The police

took charge of the weapon and will try
to ascertain whence the unfortunate man
obtained it..
'Dr. Grissom had been dejected and mo-

rose for several weeks. He had been for
the last twenty-five years of his life a
victim of the morphine habit and a user
of strong narcotic drugs. The drugs had
weakened him both physically and men-tally and he had several times threatened
to take his life since coming to Washing-
ton last June to live with his son.

Dr. .Grissom had been a familiar figure
on the streets of :the city since coming
to Washington. He was a man of ex-
treme height and. although slender, was
of the big-boned, type of stalwart NorthCarolinians, from which State he" origi-
nally came. He had snow-white hair andbeard, and was possessed of a milltarybearlntr and an erect and alert carriage

•Jvr" Grissom was born in Gran-eille. N.C, seventy-one years ago. His
father was Wylie Mangum Grissom a-Dioneer farmer, and his mother Polly\u25a0Bobbitt.'of the present Bobbitt family inthat State. He received His education inthe South until he entered the Universirvof Pennsylvania to study -medicine.' He
snowed wonderful aptitude for thisscience, and soon won" a;high standing.
