Andrews Declares It a
Socinl Curse—iiis Ideas.

CHICAGO, ILL., August 12.—E. Benja-.
-1in Andrews, chancellor of the Univer«
sity of Nebraska, in a lecture upon “Tha
Foes of Marriage’ at the University of
Chicago to-day, declared that the Ameri-
can diverce laws are so loose that they
are a curse both to parents and their
children. ¥

Professor Andrews also claimed that a
bachelor had no place in the social scale,
and that to marry a comsumptive Is a
crime. Advice to persons intending mar-
riage was plentiful in Dr. Andrews's
lecture.

“Hasty marriages do more evil to the
mar-iage relation than anything else,”
he declared. ‘‘Early marriages ought to
be discouraged. No one should marry
before the age of 21, and 25 is the best
age.

“The ease with which divorce is se-
cured In this country is the greatest foe
to marriage, and, in fact, creates divorces
which otherwise would not have been
thought of. The injustice done to
the children by & divorce in the family
is so great that no language can do jus-
tice to it. No one who has ever been
divorced can pass through the experience
unharmed. With it goes the best possi-
bilities of a life of service to this world,
never to return.’”
