TOBACCO TRAFFIC
IN AUSTRIAN EMPIRE.

It I« a Government Monopoly, All
Cigarettes, &c., Being
Handled by Government.

Cigars,

WASHINGTON, D. C., August 18.—(Spe-
cial.)—Frank W. Mahin, the United States
consul at RNelchenberg, Austiria, writes to
the State Department about the tobacco

traflic in Austria. He says:
“The tobacco traffic is a government
monopoly in Austria. All the cigars,

cigarettes, etc., dre either made in ‘gov-
ernment factories or are imported by the
government. The sale is conducted
through licensed agents, whose number
is limited and whose location is prescribed
so that competition shall not prevent a
lucrative business. The traffic is super-
viced by an official whose jurisdiction
covers a specific terrltory subdivided
among a number of assistants. The to-
bhacco product is bought by the licensed
dealers from these officials, and must be
sold to the consumer at prices fixed by
law, which vield to wce seller about 10 per
cent. profit from the cheapest and 5 per
cent. from the dearest cigars. Hotels
and restaurants, which seldom possess a
license, must purchase tobacco of the
licensed dealers and pay the same prices
as individuals. They can fix their own
selling price, however, which they do by
adding 1 kreutzer (0.4 cent) to the lezal
price of a cigar or cigarette.

“The cheapest domes..c cigar costs 0.6
cents; the dearest, 3.6 cents. The price ior
1,000 ‘or 1,000,600 is at the same rate. Each
of the different kinds of cigars has a ais-
tinctive name, and as it never varies in
fiavor or quality, the purchaser always
knows exactly what he wiu get for his
money.

“The tobacco for the domestic product
is grown in the southern provinces of
Austria-Hungary. in Egypt, and in Tur
key, though the better grade of domestic
cigers is made partly of Cuban tobacco.

“From the official statisties of the Aus-
irian tobacco industry for 1901, just pub-
lished, it appears that the gross value of

the product sold was 213 Crowns
($43,439,942)—an increase of 000 erowns
(3609,000), or 1.4 per cent. over 1900. The

average vearly increase for the preced-
ing decade was over §,000,000 crowns
$1.015,000); therefore, last year's trafiic

NURSE CREATES STIR.

Criticism on Manzgement of Alms-
House Caused a Shock.

The Committee on the Rellef of the
Poor visited the almshouses of the city
yesterday afternoon at 4 o’clock.

BLOODY CLASH

Strikkers Shot and Killed in Conflict
DBetween Xdle Miners and Depu-
ties—Only One Shot Fired.

NESQUEHONING, PA., August 18.—In
a clash between striking mine-workers

and deputies here to-night, Patrick Sharp,
a striker, of ansford, was shot and killed
almost insta...ly by a deputy. The shoot-
ing caused considerable excitement for
a time, but order was soon restored with-
out any other person being injured, and
the town is now quiet.

A deputy named Henry McElImoyle was
arrested, charged with the killing of
Sharp, and was taken to the county jail
a2t Mauch Chunk.

The shooting occurred shortly after €
o'clock. Five deputies were on thel: way
to Shaft No. 1, of the Lehigh Coal and
Navigation Company, just outside of the
town. In the center of the town they
were met by a number of- strikers, who
began persuading them not to go to the
colliery. The officers did not stop, but
kept on their way, and tried to prevent
any trouble. The strikers, it is said, then
began to abuse the men, and followed
them nearly up to the colliery. There
are conflicting stories as to what actually
Lrought on the clash, but just berore the
deputies entered the place a shot was
heard, and Sharp droroed to the ground.
The bullet entered hi. body close to his
heart, and he died a° aost instantly.

Witnesses say that the shooting was
done by McElmoyle, and that he stood
only six or seven feat from Sharp when
he fired his revolver. Only one shot was
fired.

GENERAL INDIGNATION.

The deputies immediately withdrew to
the colliery, and a large crowd imme-
diately gathered about the place. When
i+ was learned that Sharp was dead there
vas the greatest indignation among the
strikers and other townspeople, and for
a time It looked as if trouble would fol-
low. Cooler heads among the mine-work-
ers, however, prevailed upon ‘the crowd
to dispersze, using the argument that if
there were any bloodshed troops would
surely be sent here from Shenandoah.,
The crowd dispersed, and the town soon
calmed down to its normal state.

Witnesses to the shooting went to the
office of William Watkinsg, a justice of the
peace, and laid information against Harry
McElImeyle, charging him with the shoot-
ing of Sharp. The justice placed the war-
rant in the hands of Constable Deckert,
who found McElImoyie at Shaft No. 1, and
accompanied by a guard of other officers
took his prisnoer to the county jail at
“Mauch Chunk. Sheriff J. H. Gambert, of
this (Carbon) county, is at Mauch Chunlk.
1t is reported here that he may ask that
a detachment of the troops now stationed
at Shenandoah be sent into the Panther
Cresk Valley.

Another Version. :

NESQUEHONING, PA. August 18.—
Another version ‘of the encounter says
Sharp and three friends met a party of
five deputies, who were on their way to
work, and that Sharp walked up to one
of the men, presumably DMcElmoyie,
called him an “unfair worker,” and told
him that he would be “more of a man
if he did not wear a star.” He then made
a lunge at the officer, whereat the latter
drew his revolver and fired, and Sharp
fell to the ground dead.

After the shooting the five efficers made
their way to the Nesqueshoning colliery,
where they were employed.

Sharp was 2 leader among the younger
element of the strikers, and when the
news of his death spread, the entire Pan-
ther Creek Valley wos thrown into a tur-
moil. When his body arrived at his home
in Lansford, a mob of about five hun-
dred miners had gathered. After the dead
striker had been carried home, abdut
half the mob started on a march over
the mountain to- Nesqueshoning to wreak
vengeance upon the deputies. Before they
reached there the five oflicers were spir-
itd away and taken to Mauch Chunk un-
der a heavy guard.

APPESL FOR TROOPS.

To-night Baird Sydnor, assistant super-
intendent of the tehigh Coal and Navi-
gation Company, appealed to General Go-
bin, in command of the detachment of
the National Guard now on duty at Shen-
andoah, to send trocps to Lansford to
preserve order. He said that the entire
Panther Creek Valley, from Nesqueshon-
ing to Mauch Chunk, was in a riotous
state, and that serious trouble was feared
before morning. General Gobin said that
he could not send troops untu an appeal
had been made by Sheriif Gombert. Up
to a late hour the sheriff had taken no
action in the matter.

NEGROES IN SESSION.

DBevising Plans to Test Validity of
Constitution.

The Negro Industrial and Agricultural
Society of Virginia convened in regular
annual cenvention at the Third African
Methodist church yesterday. There were
fully 80 delegates from outside of the
city in attengance. The convention ad-
journs after the evening session to-day.

The devotional exercises were conduct-
ed by the Rev. Strange. of this city,
and the Rev. Albert Smith, of Houston.
The address of welcome was delivered by
J. Thomas Hewin, and it was responded
to oy Rev. J. C. Lias, of Charlottesville.
The session adjourned ac 2 o'clidck, after
the appointment of the usual committees,
and convened again at 4 o'clock for a
business session. Jordon Thompson, pres-
ident of the society, is presiding. There
was a night session also.

No decisive action was taken, and the
convention will reconvene this morning.
Reports were received from committees,
officers were elected, and.money was re-
ceived to help the cause. Jordon Thomp-
son was chosen president and James
Hayes secretary.

NEWPORT NEWS, VA. August 18.—
(Special.)—The TDemocratic Congressional
campaign in advance of to-morrow’s cam-
paign, closed here to-night. Hon. Harry
| T.. Maynard, the incumbent, addressed
a large meecting on Washington avenue,
and a few squares above ex-Congressman
W. A. Young and Colonel R. E. Boykin
addressed a meeting nearly as large in
‘he interest of Hon. Joseph T. Lawless.
Dr. J. F. Bryant closed his campaign
here last Friday night.

The City Committee held a meeting to-
night at 10:3) o'clock and appointed the
judges for to-morrow’s primary, naming
a Bryant, a Lawless and a Maynard man
for each of the seven wards. The com-
mittee also voted to sustain the clause in
the plan which provides that ropes shall
be placed -—ound the voting places at a
distance c. forty feet. The vote was
seven to six. A Bryant committeeman
voting the deciding ballot. :

A Firal Survey.

NORFOLIXK, VA.. August 18.—(Special.)—
On the eve of the Cor~ -essional primaries
which will determine the choice of the
Second District for Congressman, the
deepest interest is manifested in the out-
come of the three-cornered fight that has
been wager by Congressman Maynard
Mr. Lawless and Dr. Bryant. It is ex-
pected that the little precincts will not
have the bearing upon the resuit of to-
morro 's final issue that it was at first
thougiit they would. It now appears that
the larger cities and counties in the dis-
trict will be pivotal points and it is to
these places that the candidates look for
the returns that will be significant of their
success or lefeat.

All of the candidates express confidence
in their own success, so there is no pre-
dicting anything based upon their state-
ments. It is expected that there will be,
in all likelihood a very good vote polled.

The action of the Portsmouth City Dem-
ocratic Committee in opening the gates
for the voter, wider than they have been
done under the now famous Franklin
resolution, is a matter of comment. It
is not condemned in Portsmouth, and it
is believed that both Lawless and May-
nard men approve it verywhere.

A WIDE-OPEN DOOR.

The Portsmouth Committee determined
that any Democrat, pledging himself to
the support of the nomineec of the prim-
ary, was entitled to vote therein. The
yesolution of the District Committde it vyill
be remembered, was that no man should
vote whose Democracy was not positively
known to the judge of election himself.

There was a strong protest against the
proceedings, which were aimed at the
Democrats of Norfolk, who fuse with the
other ticket in county affairs; but which
it was said might react upon the voters
elsewhere.

The friends of the Fusionists declare
that they have been recognized as regu-
lar by the State Central Committee and
that Messrs. Cromweil and Owens, their
representatives in the last Legislature,
were freely recognized at all Democratic
caucuses; that, in fact, there was no
question in the minds of the legislators
that they were Democrats.

Outside of the TFFusionists, the Demo-
crats of Portsmouth have been indignant
since the action of the committee at
Franklin. They have protested, along
with those of Norfolk and Norfolk coun-
ty, and other parts of the district, against
their Democracy being passed upon by
an irresponsible judge of election.

CHARLES BLAND TALIKS.

Mr. Charles Bland, the member of the
House from Portsmouth in speaking of the
committee, this morning said that there
is no power vested in-the District Com-
mittee, nor any other comrmittee, to pre-
venting a2 Democrat from voting to ex-
press his choice for any man in the
councils of the party. He said it would
not be party policy so to do. “Every
man,” said Mr. Bbland, *‘claiming De-
mocracy as his political faith, has the
right at all times to vote for the man of
his choice in the primary or general elec-
tion, and the mere fact of factional dif-
ferences wiuun the party does not debar
him."

Dr. Bryant, of Franklin. The speakers
were qute warm at times, and their re-
marks were received with demonstrations
of approval. Dr. Bryant's opponents will
pull very few votes in Southampton. The
indications are that Mr. Maynard will
carry Nansemond by a large plurality,
and Isle of Wight will doubtless go for
him by a good sized plurality.

Richmond is Much Interested.

Great interest in felt in this city in the
primary in the Second District to-day to
choose the Democratic nominee for Con-
gress.
