Pretty Picture Presented "by Fleet

Under Hi^sinson. . ' _
ROCKPORT. MASS..:August 19.—The

torpedo flotilla which to-day was at-
tached to the fleet commanded by Rear
Admiral Higginson' executed manoeuvres
to-night which somewhat . resembled an
attack under cover of darkness. The fleet
did"not put out its anchorlights at dark.
and the vessels were scarcely discernible
from shore all the evening. .
It was supposed that the fleet was mak-

ing ready to sail, for an incoming craft
reported that the funnels ofall the vessels
were belching forth smoke, as. if fires
were being raked up to quick steaming"
heat. The torpedo boats, which had pro-
ceeded southward about four mile* during"
the afternoon, and anchored o£f the Glou-
cester shore, also were lost to view at
dark. Just after 10 o'clock to-night ob-
servers on shore saw a rocket go op fat-
out at sea- Then another went off to the
northward, and quickly others went up.
seemingly from vessels sailing on an arc.

The instant the first rocket was seen
all the searchlights of the fleet were
turned on. and. as if by magic, the ves-
sels were ablaze with light, where an
instant before they were in darkness. The
rocket display lasted twenty minutes, and
it could be seen that the incoming craft
were converging as they neared shore. At
midnight, the torpedo flotilla came into ths
bay and anchored near the flagship

Kearsarge. Signalling continued for some
time amonsr the vessels of the fleet, and
the searchlights were used for some min-
ut?. After the torpedo boats anchored

the fleet resumed its /normal night ap-
pearance.

It was the possession
of- this letter that caused the difficulty

Interestinsr Legend of the Blossom

and How It Was Xanied.

The passifiora (passiflora . caerulea).
commonly known as the paseion flower,
says the Chicago Tribune, is a large trop-

ical genus of herl^s. shrubs, and trees,
most of them climbing by means of ten-

drils which attach themselves to trees.
There are some ISO species, most of which
are native to South America, although
some species are ;found in Malay and
China.

About half a dozen species ar« native
to the United States, one. the passifiora
lutea, growing as far north as Illinois,
and Southern Pennsylvania. From Vir-
ginia south the passifiora incarnata is
common in fields and waste places. Both
these are herbaceous perennials.

The peculiar charm of the passion flow-
er lies in tha odd arrangement of its parts
which at an early day were Interpreted as
being emblematic of the crucifixion cf
Christ. "Wh*n the Spaniards took South
America they found -the flower there,

and seeing in it the paraphernalia
of the crucifixion they" believed
its being there indicated that the
natives were to be converted to Chris-
tianity. It was asserted that it had been
placed there by the Creator preparatory
to the time when the Spaniards should
appear upon the shores of South Ameri-
ca—then New, Spain.

In 1610 a monk brought a drawing of
the flower to Spain and gave it to a noted
writer, who was then preparing a book
on the cross of Calvary. The writer at

first feared to figure the flower as em-
blematic of the cross, but finally placed it
in his work with; a full Interpretation

of its strange meaning, asserting that it
represented not so much th* crucifixion
itself as its past mysteries.

The flowers are usually subtended by

two or three calyx-like bracts- '.The .-calyx

is made up of five petal-like lobes, tha
corolla also having five petals. The ten

colbred parts of the Coral envelope are
said to represent the ten apostles present

at the crucifixion. Inside the corolla is
a showy crown or corona of colored fila-
ments or fringes, taken to represent the
crown of thorns, or by some tc represent
the halo. The five stamens suggested the

five wounds, but by some were said to
symbolize the hammers used to drive the
three, nails, the latter being represented
by the three styles withcapitate stigmas.

The long, coiling tendrils stood for the
cords or scourge. The digitate leaves
suggested the hands of the persecutors

of-the 'Savior.
Many species are cultivated as curiosi-

ties, some for \u25a0beauty, and others for

the festooning foliage. The large flowers
are solitary on the axils and on auxiliary

racemes. : The fruit is oblongr or \u25a0globular,

and usually fleshy or berrylike, and that
of "a few species is;edible.. Dc^er culture
they are much hibridized. Mo3t of the
flowers are yellowor green in the enve-
lope, but there are others of a fine red.
