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WHERE CROPS SUFFER

PROUGHTY CONDITIONS HAVE BE-
COME ACUTE IN THE VALLEY,

PROGRESS OF VEGETATION,

2¢€ Hzs Been Fairly General in All
Parts of the State The Past Week
Despite the Cold Wave—Tobacco’s

Wigorous Growith,

The following =tatement of the condi-
tion of the crops was issued from the local
office of the United States Department of
Agriculture this morning:

Showers fell throughout the week In
meariy nll sections of the State. The
only exceptions to the rule occurred in
fhe Valley division, where droughty con-
&itions have become acute and crops are
sufforing scverely, especially in the coun-
ties of Montgomery, Pulaskl, Rocking-
ham, Scott, and Wythe. Cool weather
also prevailed on most of the days of
the week. The progress of vegetation
was not retarded by this latter condition,
however. There has been a great im-
provement in pasturage consequent upon
the rains, but in some of the droughty
districts there s practically no good
grazing, and farmers are shipping their
cattle. In Tidewater and Middle coun-
ties the crops of turnips and cow pcas
are coming on finely, and in =seme lo-
calities the second crop of Irish potatocs
is showlng above ground and growing
very fast. Gardens, too, have " been
greatly benefited by the abundant mois-
ture, and are in better condition now than
at any previous time during the season.
Considerable plowing for winter wheat,
and rye and barley, has been done in all
counties except those that are droughty,
where the land §s too hard for the pur-
pose. Watermelons and cantaloupes con-
tinue abundant and good. Local wind-
storms and hail injured some crops of
tobacco and corn.

CORN MUCH BENEFITED.

Corn has been much benefited by the
showers of the week, especially the late
corn, which is growing very fast and
in very promising condition. The eariy
corn was most too far gone to be helped
by the rain, though there are many
fields showing some improvement. In the
droughty districts of the Valley section
both early and late corn have been se-
riously injured. The former is practi-
cally beyond aid and the latter in a criti-
cal condition. Considerable fodder was
paved during the week in good condi-
tion.

Tohacco has continued 1he vigorous
growth reported last week, and is now
fn generally fine, thriftv condition. There
are a good many fields in the belt that
are irregular, but none. so far as reports
to hand indicate, that are not making
rapid progress. In some of the south-
eide tobacco counties cutting of the crop
has begun. The crop as a whole has been
remarkably free from horn worms and
other insect pests during the season. Hail
did some local damage during the week.

Potatoes (sweet).—The cutlook for this
crop is very good, especially in IEastern
Shore and portions of the southeast Tide-
water counties. The plants as a rule are
well grown and vigerous.

Fruit.—With the exception of a few
localities where a moderate crop i{s prom-
lsed, the general outlook for apples and
peaches is very pocr. There are many
orchards where the apples are practically
a failure. In the case of peaches, many
correspondents who have heretofore re-
ported favorable prospects now state the
fruit to be rotting on the trees and fall-
Ing. Pears, however, continue to hold
their own, and will be a fine crop, while
grapes are abundant.

TIDEWATER VIRGINIA.

Box Elder, Nansemond: Two good rains
this week caused all unmatured vegeta-
tion to make rapid progress; late-planted
porn and peanuts doing well; second crop

cept early corn, which was too far gone
for much help.

Hampton, Elizabeth City: All crops do-
Ing well; plenty of rain.

King Willlam, Xing William: Heavy
rains, warm days and cool nights; too
wet for pea crop and fodder, pulling.

Merry Point, Lancaster: Rather too
much rain and hail-storms did some
flamage; otherwise everything is promis-
Ing.

Zuni, Isle of Wight: Weather fine; all
rrops continue to improve; abundant
rain.

Abilene, Charlotte: With frequent rains
g1l crops making rapid improvements;
Yoo much moisture for some garden crops.

Basses, Halifax: Good showers; crops,
gardens and pastures greatly improved;
very few horn worms this scason.

Big Island, Bedford: Good ralins; to-
bacco very promising.

Crewe, Nottoway: Very seasonable
weather; corn and tobacco are doing all
that is possible; peaches rotting and fall-
ing.

fllbzg Pittsylvania: Local rains have
Improved crops; some damage by storms
and winds to corn and tobacco.

Farmville, Prince Edward: All growing
crops doing well; corn crop very promis-
Ing; tobacco very much improved; plenty
rain for all crops.

Gaines’ X Roads, Rappahannock: Corn
continues to grow well, with prospect of
pood crop; potatoes a good crop; apples
w0t half a crop; pastures greatly im-
proved.

TOO COOL FOR CROPS.

Weeck Hax Not Been Favorable in
Northern Districts.

WASHINGTON, D. C., August 13.—The
Weather Buredu’s weekly summary of
crop conditions says: ;

The week has not been favorable for
the rapid maturing of crops in the north-
ern districts eastward of the Missourl
Valley, where it has been abnormally
cool, with excessive rains in portions of
the Missouri and upper Mississippl Val-
leys, while hot and generally dry weather
prevailed in the Southern States, and the
protracted drought continues in the Mid-
dle Rocky Mountain districts.

Corn continues in very promising condi-
tion in the principal corn States, in the
more northerly portions of which, how-
ever, it has not matured rapidly, under
the low temperature which prevailed dur-
ing the week.

Late cotton has improved in the Caro-
llnas, Mississippi and Louisiana, and in
portions of Missourf and Tennessee. In
Alabama and Florida a light crop is in-
dicated, and in Georgia the outlook is so
varied as to range from excellent to al-
most a complete faflure. Rust and shed-
ding are very generally reported through-
out the belt, with premature opening in
portions of Alabama, Georgia, and South
Carollna. In Texas, cotton is opening
rapidly and picking is becoming general.
but the crop has deterioratad on account
of excessive heat, shedding and ravages
of boll-worms and weevil. While some
damage has resulted from the hot, dry
weather in Oklahoma and Indian Terri-
tory, where the crop is maturing fast and
picking is in progress, a large yield of
good quality is indicated.

Cutting and curing of tobacco pro-
gressed favorably, and the crop has gene-
rally done well. While benefited by late
rains in Kentucky, the crop in that State
has been permanently injured by drought
in some sections.

MORE TAXES FOR SCHOOLS.

Leads the Move-
ment for Improvement.

Secretary of the Commonwealth D. Q.
Eggleston said yesterday that Charlotte
county has taken an advanced step in the
matter of improving its public school sys-
tem. The County Board of School Direc-
tors at its last meeting decided to in-
crease the local taxation for schools 100
per cent. The district tax has been in-
creased from five mills to ten mills, and
the county tax has been similarly ad-
vanced.

Mr. Frank P. Brent, of the State Board
of Education, announces that the Acco-
mac County School Board at its receni
meeting recommended to the various dis-
trict school boards a closer observance
of the law in regard to legal attendance,
and where it fs shown by the last report
that a school has not maintained the legal
average, the same shall be closed, unless
there are geographical or other reasons
why this should not be done.

Mr. Brent stated that there Is a gene-
ral movement on the part of the county
school boards to take up the matter of
attendance at the schools as the resuilt
of Dr. Bouthall's report, showing the large
number of schools that are kept open.
with an attendance below the required
legal average.
