BUSINESS GROWING

“LITTLE ON FINANCIAL HORIZON

TO CAUSE DISQUIET.

BANK CLEARINGS AS INDEX,

nnihi-onds Will Maintain Dividends—
Will Be Hard to Reduce Expenser
When Dusiness Decline Comes—
Foreigners Buying American Se-

curities,

NEW TYORK, August 23.—(Special.)—
The Evening Post's financial review of
the week savs:

Looking beyond Wall Street and Iits
minutiae, there is little on the financial
horizon to cause disquiet, while the ele-
ments of strength contimue as valid zas
heretofore. The best trade Index, the
week’s clearings, shows that business Is
becoming more brisk with the approach
of the autumn season. The clearings
this week have risen more than 40 per
cent. at New York, 10 per cent. at Phila-
delphia, nearly 10 per cent. at Chicago,
and nearly 34 per cent. at New Orleans.
Only at Boston, of the larger trade cen-
tres, was there a slight decrease. Even
excluding the figures for New York city,
which were undoubtedly ‘‘contaminated”
by the greater activity in the stock mar-
ket, the average of other cities would
indicate that the period of midsummer
in the country's trade Is past.
With the year's splendid crops ripening to
the harvest, it is plain that this year is
to add one more milestone to the con-
tinued prosperity of the railways. They
have never cnjoyed such a period of
strengthening as they have had since 1897,
and with this year's crops practically as-
sured, heavy traffic and large earnings
seem certain for another year at least.

MAINTAINING DIVIDENDS.

Better known railways wiil undoubted-
Iy be able to maintain dividends, though
not all of them, at the present level; there
will be relatively few companies not able
to meet their Interest charges, but the
experiments which a number of - com-
panies are now entering upon in inflated
capital and onerous liabilities will un-
doubtedly bring some of them to grief.
When industrial activity declines the rail-
ways will find that the last few years
have brought about a growth of expenses
which it will be hard to check.

Trading on the curb during the week
was without special feature, except con-
tinued liquidation in some of the stocks
which had been advanced sharply the
previous week, resulting in losses in most
cases. Nothing developed which indicated
that the Seaboard Air-Line is to form
closer relations with other southern rail-
roads. These shares reacted cn selling by
the insiders and by traders. Many per-
sons in Wall Street, however, still cling
to the idea that an important deal is
under way.

COLAAPSE OF MERGER.

Northern Secnrities was strong for a
time, but lost a part of the gain in sym-
pathy with the recessions In the Grangers
on the Stock Exchange. The belief in
some quarters that the principal suit
against the Northern Pacific to prevent
the merger would collapse was responsi-
ble for considerable of the buying of
Northern Securities shares. More impor-
tant ones, however are yet to come to
trial. ‘

Tovards the end of the weeck a move-
ment was started In the new Distilling
securities, the stock being advanced over
four points, and the bonds moderately on
buying orders from the syndicate. No-
thing new developed in connection with
the property, and the rise was generally
set down to manipulation. Trading in
Virginia Coal and Coke issues largely
died out, the setback in prices indicating
that the reorganization plan had been dis-
counted. Copper shares were variable,
Tennessee being particularly heavy.

FOREIGN BUYING OF N. AND W.

The state of the New York loan market,
on the contrary, is here disliked. As the
economist puts it, Amerlcan bankers are

as the flotation of a large French loan
may easily arise. Should anything of
that sort happen, it would bs extremely
difficult for New York to attract the need-
ed bullion.

FEAR WITHDRATWAL OF GOLD.

The Berlin correspondent of the Econo-
mist, -on the other hand, voices fears
that New York will be enabled to com-
mand gold from Germany. These appre-
hensions, he learns, are based upon the
belief that the United States will find
a large market in Germany for the sur-
plus of its immense crop of malze.

The rains in India, it sheuld be notedq,
will have a doubly important effect. Not
only will they avert all danger of famine
there, but they will also prevent Ameri-
can producers from benefiting by an great
rise in the price of wheat, caused by
shortage in the India harvest.

BRITISHERS CAUTIOUS.

It is not to be denied that the atten-
tion of London financial interests is turn-
irg toward American securities. At pres-
ent, nevertheless, that attention is much
mixed with suspicion. However skilfully
devised, however soundly based, may be
these Yankee rallway mergers, industrial

combinations, shipping deals, and the
like, they smell too strongly of sensa-

tionalism for the taste of London buyers

Definite cable assurances that the Amer-
ican public were making heavy pur-
chzses of their own stocks would have
considerable effect upon the disposition of
local traders towards such shares. Fail-
ing such advices investors and speculators
may be expected to persist.

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UNDERWOOD’S CLAIM.

Mr. Ellyson Gives Out Statement ns
to the Suit. s

Hon. J. Taylor Ellyson, trustee for the
State of Virginia in the Confederate Me-

morial Association, returned to the city
vestei lay morning from a vaeation

He was asked about the claim of Gen-
ral John C. Underwood for salary and
commissions on collections which he is

reported to have made for the association.
Mr. Ellyson said he knew nothing fur-
ither than what he had seen in the papers
as coming from New York. He dictated
the following statement to a Dispatch
reporter in reply to questions concerning
the matter:

“I have not seen any of the papers in
the case, and do not know anything more
than has been published except that, as
a member of the Confederate Memorial
Asosciation, I am aware of the fact that
the executive committee of that board
has on more than one occasion formally
expressed its opinion that no commisgon
could be paid any one on the contribution
of Mr. Rouss, for the simple reason that
in our opinion the organization of the
Confederate Memorial Association has as
its foundation the purpose to meet the
conditions of the proposed gift of Charles
Broadway Rouss, made before this asso-
ciation was ever organized and renewed
after its organization, to the effect that
he would give $100,000 provided an ad-
ditional §$100,000 was raised.

“It would, therefore, in our opinion, be
inconceivable that anybody would have
the right to claim a commission upon a
sum which was voluntarily offered, pro-
vided a like amount could be raised, the
whole ldea being that if $200,000 was
raised 3100,000 of the arnount would be
used for the erection and equipment of
a building to be known as the Confeder-
ate Memorial Bufiding, and the other
$100,000 would be used for the maintenance
of the building.

*“So careful has been the board of di-
rectors in the management c:z the funds
of the institution that we have never used
a dollar of the funds given either by Mr.
Rouss or any one else for tae erection of
the building. Whatever has been paid
out for expenses has been paid out of
funds contributed as an expense fund,
and every dollar that has been received
by the treasurer of this association, Hon.
George L. Christian, still remains in-
tact, the total of which sum is something
over $100,000, of which amount $60,000 was
contributed by Mr. Rouss, and over
340,000 was obtained from other friends.

“So careful has been the board in the
preservation of all the moneys con-
tributed to th!s fund that not a member
of the executive committee, or of the
board, has ever been paid for any ex-
penses incurred by them in attending
meetings of any sort, although the mem-
bers of the executive committee who
have been actively engaged in the work
have cach expended, in attending such
meetings, a sum not less than §00.

NEGRO’S BUSINESS LEAGUE.

It is Estimated That 3,000 People
Will Be 2 Charge Upon the Hospi-
tality of Richmond Negroes—Book-

Unti a late hour last night the negroes

of the city were busy making their final
preparations for the third annual meeting
of the National Negro Business League
which will hold its sessions here Monday,
Tuesday, and \Wednesday, of this week.

The True Reformers’ Hall, in which the
body will meet, has been decorated from
pit to dome and the main entrance leading
into the auditorium has been converted
into a picture gallery, where are shown
plctures of the principal industries, busi-
ness establishments and residences of ne-
groes throughout the country.

Elaborate preparations have been made
for the entertainment of the delegates,
3500 having been raised for that purpose.

The object of the league is to inform
the world of the progress of the negro
race in business in every part of the
country and stimulate business enterprises
and also to encourage the organization
of local business. Through the develop-
ment of these the league hopes to lessen
the number of indigent negroes.
