Big Stone Gap Denies That the Dls- I
ease Is as Bad as Gate

City Reports.

BIG STONE GAP, VA.. August 25.—
(bpeclal.)—The small-pox situation inThis
aounty (Wise) Is not as alarming as re-
ports seem to indicate. At Stonega there
are but twelve cases in all—one white and
elevn colored— and the disease ia under
control. There are experienced physi-

cians in charge of the cases, and all that
intelligence and skill can do is being done
to stamp out the disease. The precautions
of vaccination and isolation are carefully

and systematically carried out. About
3,500 persons have been vaccinated, one
physician alone having vaccinated 2.400.
As soon as a man becomes the least sick, .
no matter. what the symptoms be, he is I

isolated and put under the care of a phy-
sician. In this way perfect control is
kept, and the few cases that develop re-f
ceive careful attention." •

The authorities at Stonega report two
or three times a week to the State Board
of Health, or to the county board, ana Keep

these officials duly informed of the situ-
ation. Within the last thirty days there
have been but seven deaths.

Out of a population of 4.000 in this
mining town, not more than perhaps a
dozen deaths have occurred since the re-
cent introduction of the disease. There
seems to be but little alarm felt among

the miners and at the ovens, since every
oven Is In blast and the works are going

na usual. The contagion seem 3to have
been brought her.2 to Stonega by a colored
man from Knoxville. The cases at East
Stonega are nearly all well, and there is
not a case in Big Stone Gap, and has not
been.

Mr. D. B. Wentz, general manager for
the VirginiaIron and Coal Company, told
your correspondent to-day that the story

of the cremation of bodies In the coke
ovens at Stonega was absolutely false,
and seemed horrified at the very thought
of such a thing. There is a new hospital,

with an equipment of trained nurses and
equipped physicians at Stonega, and no
place in Southwest Virginia is better able
to care for har sick. Mr. Wentz spent

much of his time at Stonega during the
greatest trouble from .:.e disease, giving

the matter his personal attention.
