The character' of the
applause, the order and attention given to

each speaker, demonstrated beyond'bias-

ed judgment that Captain Lamb had the

better of the argument in the opinion

of the audience, and as a necessary se-
quel he had the -majority of the crowd

with him throughout the discussion.
Mr. "Wallace had supporters in every

section of the big auditorium. They

stretched from the front row of the

orchestra chairs to the rear of the gal-

lery benches, and broke out at every op-

portunity to cheer their favorite aspirant.

The applause that was given Mr. Wal-
lace, however, did not have the solidarity

and general strength of that which greet-

ed Captain Lamb. This was evident
when the two candidates appeared for the
first time upon the stage, and was made
apparent on a doz^n occasions through-

out the meeting. Mr. Wallace lacked the

fire and feeling that seemed to inspire

the present congressman, for the latter

wielded his sarcastic sentences with the
dexterity of an expert swordsman, and
his supporters in' the hall took up each
rapier thrust and welcomed itwith shouts
of approval.

No Issues Discussed.
There was no discussion of issues. The

speeches of the two. candidates were, as

Mr. Wallace was re-
stricted in his speech to ah appeal tothe
voters: to' support him "not. for/ what he
had done in Congress, but for what he
hoped to do.', He cited his, services to the.

tain Lamb related his work before com-
mittees in Congress, setting forth what
had been accomplished during his incum-'
bency of the office, and interspersed this
presentation of facts wv.h a defence
against -what he called the insinuations
and inuendoes of his opponent. In this

Idirection. Captain Lamb attacked his op-
ponent with a vigor that had enough of
the fierceness that his friends and sup-
porters in the audience wanted.

Attempts wore made by a few persons
in the audience to interrupt him.- So ag-

gravated did this become that Mr. J.
Taylor Ellysoru the chairman c.T the.
meeting was compelled to come fo.Vvard
while Captain Lamb was speaking. Wav-
ing his hand for. silence, he said: "There
has been much hissing on the part of
some persons in this audience, and to no
one has it been so objectionable as to

Mr. "Wallace."
By the terms of the discussion Mr. Wal-

lace was to open, with a forty minutes
Captain Lamb was to follow with a fifty

minute rejoinder.
Captain Lnml) Inierrnpted.

It was apparent to the audience that
Mr. Wallace received '\u25a0\u25a0 during his ap-

pearance upon the platform for for-
ty minutes a respectful hearing, and no
attempt was made to interefere with him
seriousiy. Chairman Ellyson did not

have occasion during Mr. "Wallace's
speech to call for silence, and ifwas not
until Captain Lamb aro.se that any dem-
onstration of an aggravated character

occurred. So noisy, and personal were
the interruptions during Captain Lamb's
speech that Chairman Ellyson, after wait-
ing in vain for it to ceased came forward
with his request. From that time the in-
terference was not so pronounced, but
from various parts of the house hisses,

cat .-alls, and personal remarks were di-

rected now and then against Captain

Lamb. ..' .
Mr. Wallace Alno Amazed.

When Mr. Wallace arcse for his ten
minute rejoinder to Captain Lamb, he
met the same reception that had been
,giwn to Captain Lamb only a few min-
utes befoie, and it became" apparent that
it would be impossible for him to make
use of ihe ten minutes, as there, were
continued calls for Captain Lamb while'
Mr. Wallace wr.s :concluding, and before
he had finished half of his allottedtime
the big crowd began to pour out of the
building after two hours of the hottest
most partisan and really interesting po-
litical speechmakingr that has been heard'
within the .confines of the' Democratic
party in the Third District for many
years.

The suciitorium was filled by S o'clock;
and the crowd impatiently awaited the
opportunity to express its support for the
two candidates.
