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WATER COMMITTEE AFTER
CONTRACTOR CHEATWOOD

Superintendent Bolling Charges
Him With Retarding Work on
Mains—Prompt Action.

The most sallent feature of the meet-
ing of the Council Committee on Water
last night was the action taken by that
body in regard to the delay of J. C.
Cheatwood in the work of cutting pipes,
digging trenches, and refilling the same
after the new water mains are placed in
them by a force of hands under Superin-
tendent Bolling.

Mr. Bolling brought the matter to the
attention of the committce by saying
that Mr. Cheatwood had persistently neg-
lected his duty and that the contractor
had placed Br. Billings in charge of the
work instead of looking after it himself.
Mr. Bolling charged Mr. Cheatwood with
tardiness in carrying out his contract.
He thought that it was important that
the work should be 8one, as Mr. Cheat-
wood should complete all the work by
December, 1902.

Mr. Heslep moved that if Mr. Cheat-
wood does not put a force of hands to
work at once to hasten the completion of
the contract that the same be with-
drawn.

Mr. Mills moved that the contractor be
notified that if he does not proceed in
accordance with the contract that the
committee will consider it forfeited and
the committee will then instruct Superin-
tendent Bolling to employ men to do the
work. Mr. Heslep accepted Mr. Mills's
motion as a substitute and it was adopt-
ed.

Mr. Bolling thinks that it is important
that the new water mains should be
put down at once; as they will afford
better fire protection and are needed in
the business districts.

PECULIAR CASE OF MR.
JAMES T. VAUGHAN.

Sufiered Sunstrolke Last Summer and
May Not Ever Reccover—Asks,
Financinl Relief.

James T. Vaughan, the keeper of the
New Reservoir, made application to the
Council Committee on Streets last month
for the sum of %4 for paying the ex-
penses incurred as a result of injuries
received while discharging his duty as an
emplovee of the city.

The reading of the application caused
a commotion in the committee-room.
Members were dubious as to whether BMr.
Vaughan was entitled to the $45. The
statement of Superintendent Boliing put
a different phase on the matter, however,
and the members were morc clearly en-
lightened as to the real nature of Mr.
Vaughan's injuries. Mr. Bolling said:
‘Mr. Vaughan has bheen a faithful em-
plovee of the city for several years. Last
vear he suffered sunstroke while dis-
charging his duty. He was confined to
his home several days. When he resum-
ed work he attempted to cut the grass on
the elevation at the platform and
walking across the platform he feil
through and received a fracture of the
spine. He was also otherwise injured. It
is doubtful whether he will ever recover
from the effects of the sunstroke. He
may not ever be a well man again.”

Mr. Vaughan is still suffering from the
injuries which he received by the fall
as a result of a scaffold being rotten.
His application was referred to the City
Attorney and Superintendent Bolling for
a report.

BROWNING STILL MISSING.

Newport News Police Baflied—Negro
Woman Terribly Cut.
NEWPORT NEWS, VA., September 15.—
The police have not received any clew
as to the whereabouts of Arthur R.
Browning, who, it is alleged, disappeared
Saturday with $160 belonging to the Citi-

leaving behind a heart-broken wife. It
seems that Browning collected the money
from 1ne office of the company to pay his
assistants for the week. He went home,
dressed hurriedly, did not eat, boarded a
car for the Norfolk ferry, and was not
seen afterwards. It was reported to-day
that two detectives were here seeking him
for the Arkansas authorities. The com:
pany officials believe that there is some
thing in Browning’'s past life which caus-
ed him to abscond.

CITY ORDINANCES.

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING PERMIS-
SION TO THE MERCHANTS' NA-
TIONAL BANK TO ERECT AND
MAINTAIN AN IRON SMOKESTACK
IN AND OVER THE ALLEY EX-
TENDING FROM THE EAST SIDE
OF ELEVENTII STREET EAST-
WARDLY BETWEEN MAIN AND
CARY STREETS. APPROVED SEP-
TEMBER 13, 1902,

Be it ordained by the Council of the
city of Richmond, (1) That permission is
hereby granted to the Merchants’ Na-
tional Bank to erect and maintain an
iron smokestack in and over the allcy ex-
tending from the east side of Eleventh
sireet eastwardly between DMain and
Cary streets, said iron smolkestack shall
be securely attached to the rear wall of
their building, and shall not be less than
seven and a half (71%) feet above and
rot extend more than twenty-two (22)
feet in said alley, nor above the roof of
said building more three (3) feet, subject
to the conditions herein stated.

2. That the suld iron smokestack is to
be constructed according to the plan pre-
sented by said Merchants' National Bank,
and now on file in the office of City En-
gineer; and also in such manner and
with such materials as shall be satis-
factory to the City Engineer.

3. The said Merchants’ National Bank
shall at all times keep said iron smoke-
stack in proper repair, and shall make
such repairs as the Committee on Streets
may at any time deem reasonable for the
safety of persons using the highway un-
der said iron smokestack.

4. The permission hereby granted shall
at any time be subject to any amendment
or revocation by the City Council. Upon
a revocation or amendment of said per-
mission, the said Merchants’ National
Bank, or any subsequent owner of said
house, shall immediately conform to such
amendment or revocation.

5. The said permission is given sub-
ject to the conditions that the said Mer-
chants’ National Bank, or any subsequent
owner of said house, will indemnify, re-
imburse, and save harmless the city of
Richmond for any charges, damages, or
cost that the city may be required to
pay by reason of any person being in-
ured or damaged in any way, in property
or person, by the construction, exist-
ence, or improper maintenance of said
iron smokestack.

6. Before any work is_done under this
ordinance, the said Merchants’ National
Bank shall obtain from the City Engineer
his written permit to place material for
the construction of said iron smokestack
in said alley.

7. For a failure to conform fully to the
provisions of this ordinance, or any
amendment or revocation thereof, or_any
requirement thereunder, the said DMer-
chants’ National Bank or any subse-
quent owner of said house, shall be lia-
ble to a fine of not less than ten nor more
than fifty dollars; each day's failure to
be a separate offence.

8. All ordinances or parts of ordinances
are hereby repealed, so far as the same
may conflict herewith.

9. This ordinance shall be in force
