MAX!*WITNESSES EXAMINED.
The examination of-witnesses for the

flefensc took up the morning session to-
3ay. About twenty out of thirty-seven

wUnesFes s»n-.:noned wore put upon the
Ftnnd and subjected to a. thorough -direct
f.Tid croE^-cxriTnination. Several witnesses
testified In behalf, of .the defendant that
they saw others besides Bradley wearing

t Confederate badge on the day. of the
lynching, and that they knew and rccog-

z\zc6 those who had hold of the rope
vs Craven was brought iznm the jail,but
Jhst Bradley was not one of theso men.
rbese witnesses positively stated that
they'3<M&cd to see who held the rope ami
the Hegro. and that they knew Bradley
pss cot one of them. ,

DIDN'T HOLD THE ROPE.
A special policeman testified that he

know Bradley, and that he was at lITe
Entrance of "the jail as the prisoner came
otst in the custody of three men whom
he did not know. He" could not say. how-
jver. Bradley was one of the three. An-
other witness testified that Bradley was
not the man who held the rope; that it
tvas an older man. Tiis. witness was
very positive that Bradley was not the
Dne who had hold of the negro, when me
latter was taken down the turnpike. .

One witness stated that he was about
fifteen feet from the tree on whichCrav-
f.n was hnng. and that Bradley was not
there when the negro .was strung- up.
Bradley,; he said, was at a considerable
distance when the hanging occurred, anfl
came up after the shooting wns over.

VERDICT APPROVED.
Such was the substance 'of the evidence

for the defense, and .it was corroborated
by many substantial witnesses. The de-
fense concluded its examination and rest-
ed its case at the adjournment of the
court at noon.

The case was submitted to the jury
without argument, at 3:30 o'clock, with
the result stated, which is almost unani-
mously approved by the people at large.
