the University of Virginia is. .about as I

much in need of a- president for that in-
stitution as a four-wheel vehicle would
need a fifth wheel addition. The Univer-
sity, in the opinion of all educated peo-
ple at home and abroad, requires no such
anomaly or superfluity tp keep it up.
The placing of a very excellent High
School professor 'at the head of the Uni-
versity over the heads" of an excellent
faculty will not be accomplished. It may
be said that the University*needs money.
So it does, and the reorganized Executive
Committee of the Alumni . Association (of
that institution are taking steps that it
is believed will bear fruit In that direc-
tion. But the State of Virginia has never
failed to provide its own child and prop-
erty, Mr. Jefferson's creation, with suf-
ficient funds to maintain its high stand-
ards, and whilst Henry T. Wickham is
chairman' of the Finance Committee of
the Virginia Senate, and W. H. Boaz
holds a like position in the House of
Delegates, there will be no need of funds
to conduct the University.

"

NO AUTHORITY FOR PRESIDENT.
"But other good reasons why no presi-

dent of the University '• will be created
are, that there is no authority in law.
for the Board of Visitors to do so, even
if they were so disposed; it is true the
ylsitors can appoint 'agents and servants,',
but Ithas no right to create a president,
a University boss. Mr. Jefferson, looking
far ahead, provided all the officials the
institution needs or will probably need.
Its business, affairs have been well look-
ed after by the proctors and the chair-
men of the faculty of that Institution/
and, as Iunderstand it. Colonel T. H.
Carter, the present proctor, is fully and
faithfullydischarging all the duties of his
office and to the satisfaction of all the
friends of that institution, and even If
he wished to resign, the present law of
the State prevents his doing so, to the
extent that his resignation would only'
be accepted to take effect at the end of
the present session of the University,.
June next. But there are no funds 'to
pay a University president, and It will:
be a cold day, Ithink, in July, when- a
Virginia Democratic Legislature . will
create an office whose very title was so
abhorrent to Thomas Jefferson.

AGENT TO RAISE MONEY.
"Itmay be claimed that it is desirable

to have an agent to:go around to raise
money, to conduct the University. Iam
opposed to any> action on the part .of
the: Board of Visitors without express
authorization of \u25a0 law creating an officer
to go around as a begging .agent. The
Executive Committee of the reorganized
Alumni Association is about to deal with
the question of trying to raise funds for
the alumni; of the institution, in order to
enlarge the. University endowment" and
for other purposes, and until the- Alum-
ni Association, through its Executive
Committee, has made an effort in this
direction and without any salaried Voffi-
cer, and failed of success, it will be In-
expedient and 111-timed, in my opinion,"
to create-any-new officer in connection
with the University for any such pur-
pose. Dr. Barringer, it seems,' has.': seen'
fit to resign. . There has;never':been ;a,
time when the, mantle of any Elijah;of
the University could not ,be transferred
to an Elifiha. When Mr. Jefferson "died,
in 'the Infancy; of the institution. Mr.
Madison came forward, and when Joseph
C.:.'Cab»»ll died. ;a fittlngr successor ,was
found. .The chairmen of..the faculty of
the University of-Virginia tire a list of
preat . educators. -but the dropping out
of. any. one. of them has:never: arrested
the progress of. that institution.; Iregret
the resignation, of Professor Miles as >a
visitor and of Dr. B.irrlnper as chairman
of/ the faculty.
