RATLWAY PRESIDENTS PUT THEIR
HEADS TOGETHER.

CONCESSION TALK FOOLISH.

SEvery Effort nt Scttlement of the
Strike, from Hanna’s Down, Has
Been Fntllr-."—.\!nr‘kle, However, ,

Meets Widener nt Morgan?s Oftice.

NEW YORX. September 16.—A confer-
ence of the leading anthracite coal inter-

ests was held this afternoon at the Phil-
adelphia 2and Reading Company’'s offices.
Those present included President Baer,
- of the Reading road; President Trues-
dale, of the Delaware, Lackawanna and
Western: President Underwood, of the
Erie: President Fowler, of the New York,
Ontario and Western: President Walters,
of the Lehigh Valley: President Oliphant,
of the Delaware and Hudson:; Manager
Besler, of the Central Railroad of New
Jersey: Irving Stearns, of Cox Bros. &
Co., and John Markle, of G. B. Markle &
€o. The twe last named represented the
bdepﬂmlem operating  interests in the
hard-coal industry. The precise subjects
af the conference could mnot be learned,
&nd 1t was stated in advance of the meet-
$ng that nio concessions would be granted,
and that recent events of a semi-political
character would not be sewously con-
gidered. Following a meeting with JoiP.
Morg?n. John Markle made this state-
ment:

“] Go not think it necessary to repeat
that all talk of concessions on the part
of the operators is foolish, and cerlninl.y
without foundation. Our position now is
the same as when A itchell made his orig-
inal propositions, and not different {from
that when the strike began.

NO CONCESSIONS.

“We said that we would make no con-
cessions, and we repeat it new. There is
po reason why this should not be under-
stood. The operators have shown that
they mean it, and I repeat it only by way
of emphasis. There is only one way 1o
end the strike, and that is by the men's
returning to work: and every day they
remain away by giving willing ear 1to
Mitchell's specious promises, will only en-
1ail further loss and suffering upon them.
Conditions are improving daily, more men
are returning to work, and more coal is
being mined.

“So far as recent attempts at settiement
are concerned it is only necessary to gdd
thet every effort, from Senator Hanna's
down, has been futile. We have defined
our positien, and will maintain it.” ¢

After John Markle left the meeting he
went to J. I°. Morgan's office, where he
met P. A. B. Widener.

The meecting in President Baer's office
ended at a few minutes before 3 o'clock.

ONLY ROUTINE MATTERS.

President Underwood, as he was leav-
Ing, said’ that the meecting had been
merely one of the directirs of the Temple
lron Company, and that nly routine mat-
tere were considered. The Temple Iron
Company is the selling company for the
coal-carrying roads, and the presidents
of the leading coal-carying roads are the
directors of the Tempie lron Company,
which has a capital of $2,500,000.

GOMPERS-MITCHELL TALK.

Conference Secret—Strikers in Ex-
celient Shape.

WILKESBARRE, PA., September 16.—
President Gompers, of the American
Federation of Labor, and National Presi-
dent Mitchell, and Natiocnal Treasurer
Wilson, of the United Mine Workers, to-
gether with the district presidents of the
same organization: in the anthracite re-
gion, spent the best part of the day in
2 conference here, which was secret. Af-
ter the meeting none of those who par-
ticipated were in a communicative mood.
President Mitchell said it was the regu-
Jjar monthly meeting of the Excculive
Boars of United Mine Workers, and Mr.
Gompers and Mr. Wilson, happening to
be coming this way, stopped over. Mr.
Gompers was a little more talkative than
the others. When asked what was the
object of his visit to strike headquarters,
lhe replied: “1 simply came up here to
look over the strike situation. I find ev-
rrything in excellent shape. The strike
 being ably conducted, and I learn that
¢here is ample relief for all the strikers.”

Mr. Gompers was asked whether the
¥ederation will be assessed to support
the miners. He said in reply that the
trades unions now comprising the fede-
ration are making voluntary contribu-
tions to help the miners, and that if it is
necessary to give additional aid it will be
done. “But at present,”” he continued,
“the miners are well able to take care of
themselves.”

The breaker at the Conyingham mine
of the Delaware and Hudson Company,
was started up to-day. and was in opera-
tion for several hours. It is not known
how much coal was run through the
breaker. The breaker of No. 2 mine, op-
ecrated by the same company, at Plym-
outh, was also put in operation to-day.

THE STUART REVIVAL.

‘Active Prepartions for the Great
Mceibodist Meeting.

Preparations are actively in progress
for the great Union Methodist revival,
beginning next Sunday and continuing
ten days, under the conduct of Rev.
George R. Stuart. of Cleveland, Tenn.,
widely known as the co-laborer of Rev.
Sam Jones.

Union gervices participated in by all
the Mcthodist churches of the city, will
begin to-night, preparatory to the scries
of evangelistic services beginning Sun-
day. These services will be held every
night this week at the DBroad-Street
Methodist church, and all the workgrs
of the various «churches of that denomi-
nation , and those of others who will at-
tend, are urged to be present at these
workers' conferences, as they are known.

The regular services will begin Sunday
morning at Broad-Street church with a
sermon by Rev. Mr. Stuart. The music
during the ssrvices wiid Iye under the di-
rectlon of Professor Townsend, a co-
worker of Mr. Stuart’s, who will arrive
Saturday night. He will organize a choir
of a large number of voices, and the
singing during the services will be in-
trusted to them.

While this service will be a union of
all the Methodlsts of the city, all de-
nominations are Invited to attend and par-
ticipate.

WEET AT WEST PO

REPUBLICANS OF THBE DISTRICT
ASSEMBLE THERE TO-DATY.

LOCAL FACTIONS IN SESSION.

Williams Crowd, IKXnown ax “The

Regulars,” Held Forth at Johne
son’s Hall—Declegntes Appointed—

Mecting at Custalo’s Hall.

The Renpublican convention for this, the
Third Congressional District, will assem-
ble at West Point at noon to-day to con-
rider the matter of making a nomination
for Congress to oppose Captain John
Lamb, the Democratic nominee. It is nat
certain that a nomination will be made,
hut it is altogether probable that the con-
ventlon will follow the advice of Presi-
dent Roosevelt and make a nomination.
The Williams faction of this city is out
and out for nomination, but their dele-
gation to the convention goés uninstruct-
ed. Mr. C. P. Snead, the district chair-
man, who has been most prominently
mentioned for the nomination, is opposed
by some of the infiuential Republicans of
the district.

Mr. Edwards, of West Point, is another
man prominently mentioned for the hon-
or, should the ¢onvention determine to
make a nomination. Others suggested
are Mr. Morgsn Treat, of XKing Willlam;
Mr. Enright, of Geochland; Rev. W. E.
Talley, of this cit;*. popularly known as
“Parson'’ Talley; LIr. Bdgar Allan, Jr.,
and Mr. Jefferson H. Powell, of this city.
The indications are that it will be a ques-
tion rather of who will accept than of
who will be nominated. Mr. Snead has
intimated that he would not accept the
nomination and there is good authority
for the statement that Mr. Treat wiil not.

THE REGULAR FACTION.

The faction of the local Republicans
known as ‘‘the regulars,” headed by
Chairman M. M. Willlamz, met last night
at Johnson’s Hall, on Foushee street,
with a fair attendance.

Chairman Williams called the meeting
to order and Mr. J. H. Powell was chosen
temporary and afterwards permanent
secretary.

There were present besides the local
Republicans of the regular faction sev-
eral well-known Republicans from the
counties composing the district. The
meeting, while not exclusively white, was
almost overwhelmingly so, there being
but a few negroes in atiendance.

The meeting was called for the pur-
pose of electing fourteen delegates and
fourteen alternates to the district con-
vention to be held at West Point to-day,
and choose & clty committee consisting
of fifty-six members, eight from each of
the seven wards of the city.

Reporters wera excluded from the meet-
ing, but a statement of the proceed-
ings of the gathering was given out offl-
clally to the press by Chairman Wil-
liame.

A reporter for the Dispatch called on
the chairman after the meeting and dis-
cussed with him the probability of a con-
test in the convention to-day. Mr. Wil-
liams stated that the meeting over which
he had presided was the regular organ-
ization. and that it was rccognized by
State Chairman Agnew as such. Further-
more, he said, he had the assurance ot
the delegation from several of the coun-
ties that the delegates chosen at the
Johnson's Hall meeting would be support-
ed in their right to sit in the convention
by the delegation from such counties.
They would receive the prima facie right
to the seats, and the official or office-
holding faction, which held a separate
meeting, would be in the attitude of con-
testants in the case.

Mr. Williams declared that the meet-
ing was harmonious throughout, and that
the delegates were eclected without cofh-
test and the committeemen named. He
declined to give out the names of the
fifty-six committeemen for reasons of
policy. Some of their employers, he said,
might object to their participation in
politics, and he deemed it wisest not to
make known the names of the committee.

After the transaction or the business
for which the meeting had been callea
there were a few speeches among them
one by a negro named Walker from
Goochland, who counseled the submission
of his race to the leadership of the white
element of the party.

There are reports that there was not
such a harmonious meeting as described,
but the meeling was over before 10
o’clock, and there could not have been
much discussion.

ROOSEVELT ENDORSED.

The following resolutions, were on mo-
tion, unanimously adopted:

Resolved first, That this Republican city
mass-convention, renew its allegiance to
the Republican party of the nation, as
the party of progress and reform, and
condemn the Democratic party of this
State, for d¥franchising over 100,000
white and colored voters in Virginia, in
violation of the Constitution of the
United States.

Resolved second, That we call upon all
Republican voters, both white and col-
ored, to register as voters, during the
next ten days.

Resolved third, That we recommend the
formation of political clubs in this city,
to be known as Roosevelt clubs, to work
for, and advocate his renomination in
1904.

THE “ OFFICIAL” FACTION.

The “official” faction of the local l.e-
publican party held a mass-meeting at
Cuptalo’'s Hall, on Broad street, last
night to elect delegdtes to the convention.

The proceedings of the meeting wers
quiet and orderly. The hall was packed
and the regular order of electing dele-
gates, appointing committees, and draw-
ing up resolutions was gone through
without a hiteh.

KILLED IN A BARROOM,

NICHOLAS FISH, NEW YORK BANK-

" BR, MEETS UNTIMELY FATE.

DRINKING WITH TWO WOMEN.

Beeame Engaged in Row With a Pri-
vate Detective—His Slayer Says

Denrth Must Have Been Caused by

a Fall.

NEW YORK. Sept. 15.—Nicholas Fish,
millionaire, diplomat, and descendant of
oné of the best-known of American fami-
ljes, dled at the Roosevelt Hospital at 3:25
this morning, the result of an injury re-
ceived in Ehrhardt's saioon, 105 West
Thirty-Fourth street yesterday. Whether
he was murdered or fell the police have
not yet determined. Conflicting stories,
such as would naturally follow an event
in which criminal responsibility must be
placed, are told, but there seems to be
no doubt that Mr. Fish had a quarrel with
a2 private detective named Thomas J.
Sharkey, who joined the banker at a
table where he had been for several hours
drinkting with Mrs. Libby J. Phillips and
Mrs. Nellie Casey.

Coroner Jackson made an examination
of Mr. Fish’s body, and it is said that no
fracture of the skull had been found. He
believed death had been due to paralysis
of the brain, caused by a blow on the
left side of the face or head. He thought
that if Mr. Fish had fallen on a stone or
pavement and so been injured the skull
probably would have been fractured. The
coroner said that a knockout blow usually
causes paralysis or concussion of the
brain. The pupil of Mr. Fish's right eye
was dilated, while the left was contract-
ed, and that, the coroner sald, was a
symptom of paralysis of the brain.

ALL DIDN'T KNOW HIM.

The police say that Mrs. Phillips knew
who Fish was, but that neither Mrs.
Casey nor Sharkey, who subsequently
Joined the party, were aware of his iden-
tity. Sharkey, who knew the women,
were not reluctant to join the party, when
one of the women invited him to. The po-
lice say Fish did most of the buying.
Fish then discovered that his money wes
exhausted, and he announced that he
would have to draw a check. Sharkey,
ignorant of Fish's identity, quep:ti® d his
ability to make his check good. u:sh, it
is said, took offence at this and angry
words ensued. Then, according to the
police, some one slapped Fish's face.

One of the women, clinging to Fish's
arm, dragged him toward the door of the
salcon and out to the sidewalk. The po-
lice say that Sharkey attempted to fol-
low TFish, but was for a moment restrain-
ed from’doing so by the other woman.
He finally went out of the saloon and
he and Fish encountered each other on
the sidewalk. Sharkey's hat had been
knocked off and he was bareheaded.
There was a scuffle, by whom cummenéed
it is not known.

: FISH KNOCKED DOWN.

Fish fell or was knocked down, his
head striking a flagstone. Just before the
scuffie on the sidewalk commenced, Mrs.
Casey, becoming alarmed, hurriedly left
the party. After Fish fell, it is said that
Bharkey re-entered the saloon, and then
left it and went into a saloon arfew doors
away, and a moment later left that
place and boarded a street-car. He was
closely followed by Mrs. Phillips, who
was carrying his hat, and who also
boarded tre car.

Fish was lying unconscious on the side-
walk, and a knot of people gathered about
him, and some men carried him into the
hallway of the saloon and tried to revive
him. Being unsuccessful, they again
brought him to the street, thinking he
might revive there. He was lying on the
street when a policeman appeared.

The officer called an ambulance from
Roosevelt Hospital. Fish’s identity was
not learned until the hospital was reached
and his clothing searched. As soon as it
was learned who he was, he' was entered
as a private patient.

HIS ASSAILANT ARRAIGNED.

Mrs. Casey, Mrs. Phillips and Sharkey
were arraigned to-day jn police court,
and were held for the coroner. A detec-
tive said to the sitting magistrate that
the prisoners were arraigned as suspiclous
persons in connection with the death of
Nicholas Fish.

Mrs. Casey denied all knowledge of the
case. Mrs. Phillips, when questioned
about the case, said: ‘“You'll find out
later.” ¥

Banker Fish, who was fifty-three years
of age, was the descendant of one of the
cidest and most distinguished of Amerl-
can families. His grandfather, Colonel
Nicholas Fish, fought with distinction
in the baitles of Harlem Heights, Sara-
toga and Yorktown, and his father, Ham-
ilton TFish, was the first secretary of
state under President Grant.

After several years in the diplomatic
service. ne entered the banking business
in this city in 1887. Of his Uurothers,
Hamilton is former Republican speaker
of the New York Assembly and Stuyve-
sant is president of the Illinois Railroad
Company. Ie leaves a widow and a
daughter. His son, Hamilton Fish was a
member of the Rough Riders and was
killed in the engagement of Las Quasi-
mas, Cuba.

SHARKEY MAKES STATEMENT.

NEW YORK, Sept. 16.—Coroner Jackson
held Sharkey in $10,000 bail, and Krs. Phil-
lips and Mrs. Casey in $300 bail each as
witnesses. Sharkey made the {following
statement preliminary to his.arraignment:

“I went into Erhardt's and saw these
two women, with whom 1 am acquainted.
They called out when they saw me! ‘Come
over and have a drink.’

‘I went over and sat down with them,
and after we had talked together some
time this banker, Fish, seemed to take of-
fense at my being there. We had a few
words and all at once he drew off with
his arm and struck me. Then we both
got up. I went out of one door and he
the other. He must have stumbled down
the steps a¥1 fallen in going out.”
IDENTIFIED BY MEANS OF PAPERS.

Apoliceman found Mr. Fish lying un-
conscious on the sidewalk of the front of
the saloon, and summoned an dambulance,
in which he was taken to the hospital,
where his Identity was revealed by pa-
pers found in his possession. A dispatch
was sent to Mrs. Fish, who was at
Tuxedo. and who reached the hospital
soon after midnight, remaining at the
side of her husband, who never regained
consciousness. g

As soon as the fact of Mr. Fish's iden-
tity was established a dozen detectives
were set on the trail of his companions,
and before daylight thy were traced to
the house in which the woman lived, and
were arrested. After being arraigned in
the Police Court they were brought be-
fore Coroner Jackson, who after a pre-
liminary inquiry, held SharKey in $10,000
bail on the charge of homicide, and the
women as witnesses. Detective Trojan,
who made the arrest, declared in an affi-
davit that Sharkey admitted to him that
he struck Mr. Fish. Both the women
made sworn statements, but these Dis-
trict-Attorney Jeromé ‘has refused to
make public.

INQUIRY FRIDAY:

The: inquiry will be held Friday. Mrs.
Fish, who was completely prostrated, re-
mained at the hospital-all night, and this
morning went to her home in Irving
Place, actompanied by her brothers-in-
law, Hamilton Fisk and Stuyvesant Fish.
After the autopsy Mr. Fish's: body was
removed to the house. s
The funeral will be held to-morrow in
St. Mark's church, in Second avenue.

tion that may be required ‘to prevent their

“affording a sheltér.” I think most speak-:

ers took the old-time Republican view
that the tarifft is not responsible for
trusts. If sentiment has changed, I am

not so advised.”
Speaker?s Address.

In his statement, Speaker Henderson
says:

“For three vears I have advocated
giving control of trusts to Congress. In
my judgmen:, proper supervision can
never ke had until Congress has power
to. treat with them. I am glad to see,
from specches made by our fearless and
upright Chief Executive that he is ad-
vocating Federal control over these cor-
porations, and while in somo quarters
they may sneer at it, I have not seer;
any proposition  yet, except this, tha
seems at. all likely to bring relief. No
proposition has ever been made by the
Democracy excepting to put everything
on the free list and to give the country
free trade. In other words, they propos:
to kill the child dead in order to cure it.

“In my opinion, if combinations could
be regulated and controlled, we would
have very little ground for changes in
the tariff laws. For my part, if any
great -interest in this country is prosper-
ing through protective policies.or any
other legislaticn, and is using its ad-
vantages, growth, and prosperity to
plunder the American people, I for one
am ready to strike it by whatever legal
means we may be able to adopt, provided
that in so  doing we do not hurt
innocent interests. T have been more
amused than hurt at the suggestions
that I have ‘been against any changes
in the tariff. I have never been opposed
to making needed changes. and T am not
now. I must say, and emphatically,
that T do not believe that a single
schedule of the Dingley tariff faw can
be so amended as to relieve tire people
from the oppression of trusts or com-
binations of capital, however named, and
that such action may involve the re-
tarding of our expanding commerce, and
the getting and holding of foreign mar-
kets. Indeed, T believe such plan to be
fraught with grave dangers to the ngople.

BELIEVES IN RECIPROCITY.

“I am a firm belfever In reciprocity. I
worked with untiring zeal to secure
recipsncal arrangements between Cuba
and this country. and T was successful
in passing it through the House. The
Senate dild not act bn the bill. Hecause
consideration of it would have permitted
the opening of the whole question of
tariff revision.

“While T eannot speak of the prospect
af favorable action upon bills sent to the
Senate. T still hope and believe that by
a treaty. the same result may be ac-
complished. and T have no doubt that
Prexident Roosevelt iz now working on
the quertlon of a treaty with Cuba. to
give that strugsling veung republic
needed help, too, in which. while they
will be gainers. we will not be losers.

“And now, let me say. and let there
ba no rafennderstanding as to my posi-
tion: T believe in nrotection that will
proteat the hand of labor. the wheels of
industry. every farmer and miner, and
T .am naealnst wiekad cornorations that
would trample on the right of the peo-
als tn falr piay and 1o'the friits of
honeat offort. T am against unnecessary
lagislntion. that wonld throw mv coin-
trv intn BAnin. and bring hack the hor-
rors hequesthed ta ns by the last Demo-
¢ratic administration.”

charge of horribly mutilating the corpses
of James Wright and John Templeton in

Hawkins county a week ago.

It is alleged that Moss, whose brother
was killed by Wright and Templeton.
literally riddled the bodies of the bandits
after they were dead, firing several shots
into Wright's head and shooting out nis
brains. The Wright-Templeton gang
threatened to-take the life of Moss. He
rode several miles to retaliate by shooting
into their lifeless bodies after they had
been killed by the posse which ended
their career.

The action of Moss has created wide-
spread comment in the section where he
resides, and he is being criticised warmly.

CASE OF AN OLD SOLDIER.

A case of ifiterest came up bhefore the
registrars of Madison Ward yesterday
when an inmate of the Lee Camp Sol-
diers’ Home applied for registration. The
grizzled veteran in gray walked into the
registration office in thé Powhatan Club,
and seated himself comfortably before Mr.
Robert Lee Traylor.

“I have been voting In Shumaker pre-
cinct, but Adjutant Cardwell, of the
Home, tells' us we can't vote theére any
more." b :

“We-are sorry,” said 3Mr. Traylor, “but
as vou do not live in this ward, we can-
not register you.”

Major A. S. Lanier, the other registrar,
explained to the veteran that he was
denied registration under section 24 of the
new Constitution, which provides that an
inmate of a charitable institution is re-
garded as having neither gained or lost
a residence as to the right of siffrage by
reason of his location or sojourn in such
institution.

THE BOARD'S POSITION:

The Board of Registrarg, held that as
the applicant had been registered and had
voted in Shumaker precinct, he had there-
by established the requisite residénce
therein which was not in any way lost
or affected by the provisions of the pres-
ent Constitution, and that, therefore, Shu-
maker precinct is the proper place for him
to register, although this will be a mat-
ter for decision later.

Major Lanied stated that while it seemed
to be the proper interpretation of the law
to refuse the veteran the right to register
in Madison Ward, where he formerly
lived, it would work a hardship on the
old soldiers, who live far distant from this
city, if they are denied the privilege of
registering at Shumaker precinct on the
ground that they have neither lost or
gained a residence by their stay at the
Soldiers’ Home. He added that if the
veterans have not galned’ a residence at
the Home, they have the right to register
at the place of their former residence,
but in nearly. every instance where the
veterans have come to the Home from a
distance they will not be able to return
to register, and if they have not gained a
new residence at the Home, they will missg
the opportunity to reégister and vote
henceforth. The question will be decided,
it is understood, by appeal.

MAY SIT AN EXTRA DAY.

Fact as to Powers of Registration
Officials Not Generally Known.

It may not be generally kfiown, but it
is a fact, that the registrars, or registra-
tion boards in any ward or magisterial
disti\~t of the State, after sitting four-
teen days, divided among the precincts
of su¢h ward or district, may thereafter
sit one day at any placé in the district
or ward they may designateé for the reg-
istration of voters in any precinct of su¢h
ward or district. Wheén the books are
opénad for the whole district or ward,
like notice shall be posted In five or more
public places in each precifict for which
such registration is held. % ;

Furthermors, the registration ordinance
provides that the ‘“judge of a County
Court of a county, or of the Corporation
Court -of a city, may; on the motidh of
the board, extend the time of either of
such registrations for a further period of
time to be determined Vy such judge, and
shall fix the day for such registration.’”

There is this hope left, therefore, for
those who have failed to register in any
ward_or district in which.the registration
has been held for the fifteen days limit.
Thus it may be seenthere is still hope
for those who have falled to register, It
they will call: upon their county or. cor-
poration judge to extend the time. =~
