This wiil be Wednesday, unless the cases
et remaining to be considered consume
sore time than those acted on yesterday.,
T he witnesses have not been summoned
pet for the resumption of the investiga-
gion, it being not quite certain that the~
grand jury will be able to hear them

on Wednesday.
DATE OF KING TRIAL.

The court yesterday set the trial of
Uohn M. King for the first day of the
Cctober term of the court, and the wit-
nesses were recognized for thelr appear-
4nce on that day. This decision was
made by agreement of cm‘mscl. Mr.
XKing's attorneys, Messrs. Wyndham R.
Jleredith and Hill Carter, and Common-
weaith's Atforney David C. Richardson
Tre date fixed is acceptable to all and
knless some now unforseen contipgcncy
yhould arise the case will be tried by
jury beginning at the time specified.

: ONE MEMBER ABSENT.

stated vesterday that tne jury had fin-
§shed al. ut half the number of cases cer-
tified to it in one day, and he anticipated
that it would to-day finish up the fifty-
six cases for consideration. In that event
he expecis that the investigation will be
resumed Wednesday morning. In answer
10 a further question. Mr. Richardson
stated that the witnesses had not been
summoned yet.

I3ow long the grand jury will be at
work on the investigation is problemati-
cal.

NEXT SUBJECT OF INQUIRY.

The general impression is that the next
subject to be taken up will be the matter
of contracts awarded by the Street Com-
mittec.

It is merely
an inguiry wilach will exonerate all inno-
cent men from any suspic.on of crime or
odicial impropriety. The inquiry is court-
ed by the members of the council. That
the investigation will be searching and
service of the grand jury are sufflcient
service of the grand jury are sufiicient
guarantee.

The preparation of the report of its pro-
cedure and a statement of its scope and
yesults will take considerable time, it is
anticipated.

INTEREST NOT SO GREAT.

Interest in the resumption of the in-
vestigation was not so great or general
wvesterday as before, it being known te
many that the grand jury have other
work on hand. There were present, how-
ever, a crowd of witnesses summoned 10
testify in the felony and misdemeanor
casess set for consideration yesterday.
Oniy the Commeonwealth’s witnesses are
Yeard in an ex parte proceeding such as
3his, the only object of which is to, deter-
jmine whether the testimony is sufficiently
strong to warrant the arraignment and
“trial of the defendants.

THE REGULAR DOCKET;

Three Indictmenis for Criminal Ax-
sault Out of 23 Returned.

Tt is rare that any grand jury in this
city has so much grave charges to in-
vestigate as that which was empaneled
‘westerday and reported twenty-odd indict-
ments on adjournment for the day. Of
the fifty-six cases to come before it, the
Jury disposed of twenty-three, returning
true bills in all of them, and leaving
~hirty-three cases to be taken up to-day.
Of the twenty-three cases acted on yves-
terday, three are indicted for criminal
assault, and one for attempt to commit a
criminal assault, all four <apital of-
Yences. All three cases will be certified
for 1rial by the Corporation Court.

Threo of these assault cases are those
pf negroes, who assaulted a woman of
their own race under peculiarly bold and
dastardly conditions. The other is a
well-known and well-connected white
man, George P. Holman, who is charged
with attempting an assault upon a young
white woman.

The three negroes are William Brins-
wick, Christopher Yancey. Young, and
James Archer. About a month ago, ac-
cording to the testimony, these three
negro men waylaid a woman who was
walking Lome at night, accompanied by
4 male negro escort, and; driving the es-
cort away, the trio then perpetrated their
Mastardly crime. The penalty for cdon-
viction of this offence is death, or, in the
discvretion of the jury, confinement in the
penitentiary.

The case agalnst young Holman is fa-
miliar to the reading public through fre.
quent publication. He is charged with
having enticed a young woman, named
Lacy into the house of a negro and there
attempted an assault upon her. Holman
bas retained able counsel and will make
$ hard fight for his acquittal. .

A’ throng of people, swayed by every
emotion of the speaker's voice, and
moved in succession from tears to laugh-
ter as he swept them by the power of
his wonderful oratory, from the tragic

to the ridiculous, all the while nolding
them by the powerful magnetism which
characterizes the man, greeted the Rev.
George P. Stuart at the Broad-Street
Methodist church last night. Standing
room could not be kad after the service
began.

Mr. Stuart spoke last night on the same
subject which held the attention or his
hearers at yesterday’'s meetings. He
made ‘“‘duty” the foundation of his talk,
and divided it into three sections. which
he classified as taking opportunity, mak-
ing opportunity, and breaking opportuni-
ty.

For an hour he dwelt upon these three
subjects, handling them in the most able
manner. and bringing out every point
in words so simple that a child might
grasp the meaning. He interspersed the
truths of the gospel and the comforts of
Christianity with many amusing anec-
dotes and realistic pictures of tragedy in
real life.

MUSIC A FEATURE.

The music was a beautiful feature of
the service. About fifty members of the
different Richmond choirs organized under
the leadership of Professor Seagle, and
the result is a delightful harmony of
splendid voices. Mr. Stuart realizes that
nothing so touches the worldly man as
the sound of music heard in his early
and innocent days. JIn addition to this,
good music woulu draw people who would
not come otherwise, and when once there
he labors that they shall not get away
without at least being stirred.

After the services the pastor, Rev. .
B. Beauchamp. and Mr. Stuart mingled
ameng the congregation, meeting and
giving a hearty grasp of the hand, with
a word of welcome, to all they could
reach.

THE SUNDAY SERVICES.

The first service of this revival was
held Sunday morning at the Broad-Street
Methodist church, and was attended by
a large congregation. From there the
tidal wave of religious feeling which it
is hoped will reach every nook and corner
of - this city, spread. At that time Mr.
Stuart preached on the subject, “You
Must be Somebody to be . Anything,”
taking his text from Galatians: “There-
fore, my brother, as we have opportunity,
let us do good.”

At 2:30 o'clock Sunday afternoon he
preached to about 1.200 men in the Aca-
demy of Music. The service was a most
interesting and inspiring one. The ser-
mon was on “The Elements of Man-
hood,” and created a profound impres-
sion. He paid a tribute to the late Presi-
dent, William McKinley, speaking of
his respect and affection for his mother
until her death.

On Sunday night he preached again at
the church, and on the same subject.

He will continue to preach for several
days, noon and evening.

He took some pardonable boyish
pride in doubling up his arm and
showing his biceps, while Dr. West prick-
ed the flesh with the sharp vaccine point,
and complimented him on his courage.

But when it came to the girls, the tender
little misses who have no particular pride
‘in figure to-day, and care little about a
plump, white arm. but who in the days
to come will grace pink teas, receptiong
and germans in decoilzte; when fair
white arms will count for so much, there
was a kick—not exactiy a kick, but a
protest, and then the dilemma came.

A DELICATE QUESTION.

Becaue the amiable doctor was obliged
to vaccinate them somewhere, and if not
on.the arm, then, where? And the suit
able spot on the female anatomy where
the vaccine point could be used success-

GLASMAN LOSES SUIT.

Jury Finds for Defencant Company—
Suit for Divorce.

The jury in the case of James Glas-
man vs. the Richmond Traction Com-
pany in the Law and Equity Court late
yvesterday afternoon reported a verdict
for the defendant. Glasman, while riding
in his buggy recently on Broad street,-had
his vehicle smashed and was himseis
slightly injured by collision with a trol-
ley car, owing, as he alleged, to the
negligence of the defendant company,
and as a rzsult of which he asked dam-
ages to the amount of $5,000.

PERSHING PUSHING ON.

He Has Captured Sceven Ports and
Killed 25 and Wounded 20 Moros.

MANILA, September 22—Up to Satur-
day, the force commanded by Captain
John J. Pershing. of the Fifteenth In-
fantry, operating against the Moroes in
the TIsland of Mindanao, had met with
slight resistance in the Macin country,
and had captured seven forts, and Kkilled
iwenty-five and wounded twenty Moros.
There were no American casualiles.

Captain Pershing’'s courier reached
Brigadier-General Samuel S. Sumner, at
Camp Vickers, to-day. The captain re-
ported that he first moved on to Goanan.
where the troops took three forts. They
then pushed on to Baynbo, and captured
two forts. From there the column pro-
ceeded to Sanir, and captured two more
forts. From Pantnan to Sanir, in the
country dominated by the Sultans of Call
and Butig, and the two Sultans of Macin,
the column was frequently fired upon.
Captain Pershing communicated with the
Macin Sultans. but they refused to recog-
nize the Americans, and remained obstin-
ate. ;.

When the courier departed., Captain
Pershirg had planned to attack Maein
to-day. Macin is situated a short dis-
tance from Sanir, where the troops rest-
ed. i

General Sumner has forwarded addi-
tional rations to Captain Pershing. so
as’' to permit him to Keep in the field,
if Macin offers serious resistance.
