Ghastly Find of. a- Steamboat
; Agent at Tappahan-

Officers Jrlurried to Second

and Byrd; Streets Last

LYNCHBURG, VA.. • September.; 2D.—
(Special.)—The remains of _ Roland H.
Watts, of Bedford county, accompanied
by Justus Collins, of-Charieston, W. Va.,

president of the Collins Colliery Com-
pany, arrived in the city on the Chesa-
peake and :Ohio train from,Glen Jean,

W. Va., this afternoon, and were con-
veyed over the Norfolk arid Western to
Bedford City for interment to-morrow. ;

Mr. Collins, in telling of the death of

Mr. Roland Watts; said that since last

June .the latter had been Deputy Sheriff
and in command of the guard at the
mines. Sunday afternoon about .half-past

4 o'clock a colored rhiner. ;a, stranger at

Glen Jean, known, as William Diamond,

or Black Diamond,; had been "shooting

craps" in a. saloon, -and in. a row j that

followed shot Samuel Washington, also
colored.*

Mr. Watts, as deputy sheriff, .undertook

to arrest Diamond, and started -after,
him on horseback. The; negro, finding

that he was in.danger of being, caught,

took to the. woods. Mr.-Watts then dis-
mounted and followed Diamond into the

woods. Exactly what" took place is not
known, but several -shots' were heard, and

the posse which followed soon came upon
the prostrate bodies of Mr. Watts and
"Black Diamond." Mr. Watts was dead,
having been shot four' tirne—in the brest.
through:the side, imthe leg.- arid in the
arm. It is believed, that the shot in "the
breast killed him instantly, as it severed
