The Dispatch does not claim that the
Queen removed the duty upon Albemarle
pippins. We doubt if apples are dutiable
in England now, or have been for a long
time. Nor are we aware that English
dealers visit this country every year tc
obtain supplies of these apples. We are
‘nformed that most of the Virginia crop
goes to New York shippers, or to Liver .
pool direct, via New York.

As to the *“origin” of the pippin: From
the best information we can obtain, it
may be a seedling-of the Newton pippin
variety, but if so, it has been so much
changed by Virginia climate and soil as
to be entitled now to be called a distinci
stock.

Whao first brought the Albemarle pippin
(0o public attention we do not know. For
2 long time these pippins were sold
abroad as “Newtown: pippins;” possibly
some are so branded ' now, but of Iate
vears we have seen Liverpool prices—
current in which they were referred to
as “Virginia Pippins.”

How the false branding of an apple, or
iny other produce, can be stopped after it
has gone beyend the bounds of this State,
we do not know. But of this we may bc
;ure—{he dealer never puts on a brand
that will make his goods sell for less
than they otherwise would! The reputaA
tioni of the Albemarle pippin is now well
stablished, and the fact we have men-
‘ioned will ke our favorite’s best pre-
.ection in the market. The trouble it is
zoing to suffer from most is that less
“valuabla: apples will be sold as Al-
semarle pippins. That that is being done

ANTHRACITE AT $10-A TON.

Can’t Get the $15 Rate—
Soft Conl Goes Up 50 Cents.

(New York Sun, 23rd.)

Anthracite for immediate delivery was
sold yesterday at $12 and $10 a ton, though
315 was supposed to be the schedule price.
The dealers could not get that figure.

J. Samuel Smoot, of the Advisory Com-
nittee, of the Retail Coal Dealers’ Asso-
iation, said that no further meetings
of the dealers will be held to regulate
prices. Supply and demand will rule, he
said:

Some coal was released by one or two of
the companies, but little of it reached
New York. The distribution of coal by the
pail to the poor will be continued by some
of the dealers indefinitely. When coal
begins to come in it will be sold at 19
cents a pail.

Soft coal was about 50 cents a ton higher
by wholesale, being from $5 to $5.50 a ton.
The reason given for this was that the
anthracite companies, which had lent cars
to haul soft coual. had withdrawn them
for thecir own anthracite.

THE ALABAMA’S FIGHT.

A Reviewer DBrought to Taslk for
Saying Capt. Semmes Broke
His Parole.’

(London Spectator, September 27.)

To the Editor of the Spectator:

Sir,—Your invariable desire to db jus-
tice, leads me to make a note in your re-
view of Captaln Winslow’s life (Spectator,
August 2nd), although somewhat late, ow-
ing to the time It takes for your valuable
paper to get here. Your reviewer says,
in speaking of the sinking of the Alabama’
by the Kearsarge: “The story of Captaln
Semmes's alleged breaking parole and es-
caping to Southampton is not to the credit
of the Confederate officer.” Nor would it
be if the story were at all true. But the
story is now given after thirty-seven
years, and even your reviewer may have
forgotten the facts of the case. However,
there are three irreproachable and dis-
interested witnesses to the fac{ that Cap-
tain Semmes never gave his parole and
never violated any law of honor. First,
Mr. Lancaster, the owner of the yacht
Deerhound, which rescued the drowning
men from the water, when the Kearsarge
failed to send out her hoats. He writes in-
dignantly to the Daily News, saying:
“As a member of the Royal Yacht squad-
ron, I fail to see how 1 or any of the Eng-
lish gentlemen could fail to see drown-
ing men; nor I could I deliver them to
their enemy, for a British ship is British
territory, and therefore neutral ground.”
Then Captain Semmes, on his arrival in
London, was presented with a sword by
two clubs—the United Service Club, and
the Junior United Service Club—Admiral
Anson acting as their mouthpiece, saying
it was a testimonial to “unflinching pa-
iriotism and naval daring.” Is it conceiv-
able that these officers would join in doing
honor to a man who had broken his pa-
role? Lastly, her Majesty’s government,
speaking through Lord John Russell, said:
“The commander the private British
vacht Deerhound, in saving from drown-
ing some of the officers and men of the
Alabama, performed a praiseworthy act
of humanity, and Mr. Lancaster was not
under obligation to deliver to the
captain of the IKearsarga the officers and
men whom he had delivered from the
waves, and her Majesty's government
are, therefore, without any legal means
by which, even if they wished to do. so,
they could comply with your demand.”
The verdict of English gentlemen and
the English govérnment must stand now
as well. as it did thirty-seven years ago,
for of all nations England has been the
most careful of both personal and inter-
national honor.

~rn Company's miners returned and were
given ‘work.

About forty carpenters could not be fur-
nished work. but were told that other
nlaces ‘'would be found rfor them. Super-

*ompany was unable to place the regular
workmen in the places they had left.
other places would found for them as
soon as possible. Operations were re-
sumen at all of the Delaware and tlud-
son collieries in the upper Lackawanna
region, except two, which will not be
ready for a few days.

About two thirds of the Ontario and
Western collieries resumeu operations.
Che “others were not ready, but will be
started up Inside of a week. All except
one of the Erie Company’'s collieries.
were started. Work was resumed in al-
most all of the collieries owned by
individual operators. No disturbances
were reported.

In those instances, where men returned
to work, and were told their places wer:s
dlled, the workmen departed quietly and
contented themselves with reporting the
matter to strike headquarters.

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WANT A CIGAR FACTORY.

Alexandrians Form a Company to
Secure It.
