Bishop Duncan addressed the young min-
isters, who were admitted to full connec-
tion with the conference, in a most force-
ful manner. The class was composed of
thirteen members, all [of whom were
•fleeted to deacon's orders. The bishop
confined his remarks to the difficulties
that would confront th«i young- men in
their ministerial careers, impressing upon
them the fact that if they would do the
best they could in the work- before them,
they would perform the highest duty de-
volving upon them. His.;words 'were full
:>f sound advice, suggesting the necesr
tity for a close adherence to the discipline
if the cnurch without attempting to in-
troduce any ideas of their own. with the
''lew of improving upon the ritual of the

He counseled them against tediousness.
both, in their pulpit and pastoral duties,

that the fault had done much 10
nripple the effectiveness of ministers
tnd he was unsparing in his comments or
the lazy and slothful.

Ho called the attention, of tho
conference to the habit of congregating
in front of the church, smoking and spit-
ting on the sidewalks.

The foregoing is the title of a billpre-
sented to the Senate yesterday by^Mr.
Donahoe, of Fairfax .'county. The his-
tory of the claim is an "interesting "one,
and in;conversation with a reporter for
The Richmond News Senator Donahoe
gave the following facts:
: ."Tlvo claim, in my judgment.;is clearly
and indisputably a just one. The General
Assembly, by an act approved March 3,

ISSO, authorized the GovernoV to appoint
an agent to collect certain claims- due
the State, including a claim against the
United States, on account of taxr^s col-
lected under the act of Congress approved
Aug. .5, ISCI, .and the amendatory acts
thereto, and to. pay said, agent' for- his
services a sum not- to exceed 25 p^r cent,
upon the net amount. of money collected.
Governor Holliday, acting under the au-
thority thus vested in him, and with rhe
approval, of the- Attorney General, exe-
cuted a. contract in writing on the 2Sth
day of April. ISSO. appointing; Dr. J. J-
Moran, now deceased, of Falls ,Churqh.
Fairfax county,, a; special, agent' to adj-

ust. determine > and. settle said .claim,
among others, agreeing to pay,Dr. Moran
for,;his services 25 per cent.. ;upon all
money collected., . '

Dr. Moran faithfully carried out his
part of the contract, and by reason of his
efforts the State of Virginia recovered
from i::e Federal Government the sum of
S44S.MI, upon which, ho was undoubtedly-
entitled .to- the commission agreed upon.
Unfortunately, however. -Dr. Moran died
within "a few days" from the passage of
the act by Congress, recognizing. and al-
lowing the claim. He had given tire mat-
ter eipht years of ceaseless labor, search-
ing the records in Richmond .and in
Washington, presenting the .matter to
individual members of Congress as well
as. before the committees of that body,
neglecting his professional work for that
purpose,' impoverishing not only himself
and his family, but receiving financial
assistance from his friends' in the prose-
cution of the claim. \u25a0 :

"lie was profoundly Impressed with tho
justness of the claim, and was resolved
that no effort should be lacking on hit-
part to bring it to a successful conclu-
sion. His death was" due to overwork,
worry and 'excitement, and 'the 'hardships
to which he and his lamily were sub-
jected were believed to have caused the
death of his wife, which followed within
three months. Th\?ir three children were
left not only penniless (for at the begin-
ning he was possessed of ample means),
but were deprived of proper education
by reason of his work and expenditures
in behalf of the State to the exclusion
of every, other-interest. They thus be-
came dependent upon the care. and kind-
ness of friends and relatives. After Dr.
Moran's death there was some talk of ap-
pointing some one to succeed him as
agent, which, however, was found to be
unnecessary. Governor T-.ee, in the meant-
ime. had succeeded Governor Holliday,
and he assured the representatives of Dr.
Moran that in thy event of.the appoint-
ment of a successor the State- would re-
quire that nothing in said appointment
would prevent the repiesentatlves of Dr.
Moran's family from receiving legal com-
pensation for thy? eight years he had been
laboring to bring said claim to a satis-
factory result.
~."The record in the case embodies one
from Governor Lee,- advising Secretary
Fairchild that Dr. Moran was ...the. .State'
agent in the mattvr. There is also a let-
ter from the treasurer of the State of
Maryland stating that the agent for that
State had been paid for similar services.

"Of the J445.1-J4 recovered' from the
United States 579,410 remained .undistri-
buted and was ultimately apportioned
among the counties find cities of "the
Commonwealth and applied to the im-
provement of

'

the public roads and
streets.

» "Dr. Moran was a gentleman of the
highest character, and Iwill mention
tho interestinsr fact that he attended
l-:dgar Allan Poo in"his last illness, and
the gifted poet died in the arms of the
gentleman who rendered such sis-nal ser-
\viee to. the State of Virginia, and whose
impoverished children .-.ro now asking a
reasonable remunei-atlon for his servlcvs.

"If the State of Virginia refuses to pay

a reasonable sum. after obliefiting' her-
!pelf to dn so under the seal of the Com-

monwealth.'-and ;'by a: contract duly Vxe-
"Utnd, then, indeed, have the credit and
honor 'of the old Commonwealth suffered
rlfterioration. T have no idea that. such
willbe the case."

Question of Assignment cf
Terms of Members of

Commission.
Colonel George C. Cabell, a member of

the House, *was asked yesterday as to .the
manner of deciding which of the memljcrs

of the. Corporation Commission will get
the one-year, which the two-year, and
which the three-year term. While he was
not in a position to give a positive an-
swer to the o,uestion, not having given
any thought to the subject, he said he
presumed tho General Assembly would as-
sign the. members to' their terms, and that
the fairest way to do this would.be by
lot. Whether or. not this plan will be
adopted remains to be seen. The Consti-
tution does not specifically confer on
the Governor, nor on. the Legislature, the
power to assign "the men to the long,
short, and shorter terms, and he would
probably be embarrassed if he had to
do so.' On the other hand, it would be
a delicate matter for the General Assem-
bly to make -the assignments. The. selec-
tion by lot seems the 'more tactful plan.

ed selections very generally commended.
It was expected that the Governor would
yesterday transmit- to the General As-
sembly his nominations lor.the three 'po-
sitions, which must be confirmed by the
two houses, but hu did nut.tlo so.
Instead the report iu'some*wa"y leaked out

fromsome source, said to be "close to.the-
Governor." that Hon. Beverly T. Crump,
of this city, would be the lawyer member
instead of Mr. Anderson, .who was'be-
lievtd to have been' tendere'd and to have
accepted the trust. This report came .as
a great surprise in the face of the fact
that Mr. Crump was recently selected: as
Judge of the Circuit Court ot the City of
Richmond in the stead ot'. Judge Beverly
I'i. Wellford. who,;during the past year,
uitu«ju:ieed his intention' to retire from the
bench at the close of his present term;

Another report was. that the Governor
was in doubt as to which of
