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RIG GUN FOR COAST-DEFENCE.

It Shoots =2 Projectile Weighing
2,370 ounds 21 Miles.

ALBANY, N. Y.. November 26.—The bic
I6-inch coast defence gun which -aas
manufactured at the Watervliet arsenal.
was shipped to-day on the Merritt--Chap-
mar Company’'s largest barge to the Sandy
Hook proving grounds, and will reach
there some time Friday. The largest crane
in the world had to be pressed into ser-
vice to load the gun on the barge, on
which it is being transported down the
jiudson river.

Under the direction of Colonel Farley,
commandant of the arsenal, the gun was
loadea on a2  specially-constructed car,

to the arsenal dock, where by means of
the crane and a mammoth derrick it was
swung on to the barge.

The following arce the dimensions of the
great weapon of coast defence: Length
over all, 49 feet, 2.9 inches; diameter at
breech, 5 feet; bore, 16 inches. Its con-
struction was begun May 14, 1838, and
it was finished June -1, 1%02. Some faint
idea of its power can be obtained by the
statement that it shoots a  projectile
weighing 2.370 pounds a distance.of 21
miles. If smokeless powder is used it
will require 576 pounds or =about 1,000
pounds of black powder. The crude steel

from which the gun was assembled
weighed 368,000 pounds. It has cost in
material, labor, and machinery, about
§£150,000.

ERNE KNOCKED OUT.

Jimmy Britt, of San Francisco, Now
the Light-Weight Champion of the
World.

SAN FRANCISCO, CAL., November 26.
Frank Erne, of Buffalo, lost his hold on
the world’s light-weight championship in
his contest with young Jimmy Britt, of
this city, who knocked out Erne in the
seventh round at the Mechanies’ Pavil-
jon to-night. The contest was the fastest
ever witnessed in this city. Britt was not
so clever as-the Buffalo man, but was
the most aggressive, and landed the most
telling blow<. The men went at it from
the sound of the bell in the first round,
and it was nip and tuck hetween them.
Britt proved himself the cleverer in a
clinch, and never missed a chance to
use his right or left in a break. On one
or two occasions the San Francisco man
was at a disadvantage. Erne was in a
Lad plight several times, but fought back
with superb gameness, and succeeded in
keeping the Californian off at most criti-
cal periods. In only uvne round did Erne
have a decided advantage—the fifth. In
this round. he landed a slight left on
Britt's jaw, and followed it up with a ter-
rific right to the heart. He continued to
play for the Californian’s heart, and at
the close, had his adversary in an almost
groggy condition.

THREE SOLAR PLEXUS BLOWS.

In the sixth round both men fought fu-
riously, Britt tryving to regain the ground
he had lost in the last half of the pre-
ceding round, and Erne endeavoring to
secure a decided lead over Britt. The
latter plaved for the Buffaloan's stomach
and heart, and during the last half-min-
ute of the round placed his left on Erne's
solar plexus. DBritt fought himself to a
standstill, and both men went to their
corners in a groggy condition, but the
terrific punishment administered by Britt
was not to be overcome by the min-
ute's rest preceding the seventh round,
and when Erne stepped to the center
of the ring in what proved to be the
final round. it was seen that he was
almost gone. Brit was not blind to his
advantage and rushed at his man, land-
ing three lefts to the body and lefts to
the face and head. A left uppercut caught
Erne in the solar plexus, and he went
down for a count of seven, but his in-
domitable energy asserted itself, and he
regained his feet, only to go down again
a few seconds later by another terrific
left to.the same place. He rolled over
and did the best he could to regain his
feet, but could not do so.

Jim Britt's professional career com-
menced less than a year ago, hit during
that time he has successfully fought
his way to the top.

Preparation .of Suitable Luncheons
for the School-Child:ien,
In some public schools of the-larger

nected with the bullding, where hot milk
and light foods may be obtalned at a
nominal cost. Nevertheless, many chil-
dren for various reasons carry their
luncheons from home. The great objec-
tion to the ordinary school -luncheon ‘is
that it is nut together too hastily, and as

a consequence does not contain varlety
enough. Of sandwiches: there are many
kinds, and sandwiches should be the
principal feature of a school’ luncheon.
Any meat sliced or ground to a' paste
and seasoned .may be used as a- filling.-
Peanuts, hickory nuts, and English wal-
nuts ground and salted are good for the:
same purpose. and are nourishing and

generally acceptable to children.

Sandwiches.—Sandwiches may be pre-|.

‘pared the day before If they are wrap-
ped in waxed paper to exclude the air
The crusts should always be trimmed oft
This is no extravagance if the crusts are
dried, rolled into bread crumbs, sifted
and storad away in a box for future use.:
It should be remembrered that rolled
sandwiches are more acceptable to juve-
nile appetites than ordinary ones, and do
not get dry so quickly.

Stuffed Eggs.—Stuffed eggs are popular
with young -folks. - They should: also be
prepared the day before. Boil the eggs
for twenty minutes or ‘'coddle’’ them—
that is. leave them in water just below
the boiling point for half an hour. Egsgs
soddled in this.way are more tender and
digestible than boiled eggs. Drop the
eggs into cold water, remove the. shells
and cut them in-half crosswise, removing
the yoke. Pound the yolks to a paste
with an ‘squal amount of potted ham,
chickens or tongue. Add a few drops: of
good olive oil, a few.drops of lemon
juice, - and a seasoning of mustard. pep-
per, and salt. Instead of this dressing
a tablespoonful of mayonnaise dressing,
with a few drops of lemon juice added.
may b used. When the yolk and meat
paste are thoroughly mixed together fill
the whites with the mixture and wrap up
each stuffed half of egg in waxed con-
fectioner’'s paper. 7

Sweet Cakes.—Sweet cakes and sand-
wiches of jam or preserves may properly
form part of 2 child’s luncheon, ‘especial-
ly in cold weather. It is now known
that the craving which children have
for sweet things is a natural one and
should be gratified. Fancy sweet cakes
filled with jelly and iced, cream puffs. or
charlotte russe may always be advan-
tageously added to a luncheon. Fancy
cookies with nuts are both wholesome
and attractive. Thin, saltine wafers.
spread first with a thin layer of cream
cheese and then a layer of currant jelly,
are delicious.

Condiments, mustard, salt and peper,
in proper amount should be accompani-
ments of m'eat sandwiches and of every
form of meat. They make the meat
more digestible as well as more palata-
ble. Some kind of fruit should always
form part of a child's luncheon. An
apple. a pear, a banana, or an orange is
always acceptable.

HOME OF THE BIG TRUSTS.

Growth of Queer Business Frenks
Under Laws of New Jersey.

Under the laws of New Jersey there
has grown up one of the queerest freaks
in all the business world, known as
‘“‘corporation agencies,” or ‘trust com-
panles,” and which probably have no
counterpart elsewhere. The State since
1896 has created 9,50 corporations, with
the prospect of increasing the number by
thousands yearly, and one of these agen-
cles alone will maintain the ‘“principai
office’” of hundreds of corporations at
once and comply with every requirement
oL the 1aw. ‘i'hey are in effect enormous
book-keeping concerns conducted on the
co-operative plan by a host of corpora-
tions. DMassive libraries, as it were, of
stock books may be seen there, in charge
of an army of scribes who register and
post the transfers of stock daily that a
correct record maye be available for the
inspection of stockholders.

Outside, at the entrance, is the stero-
typed legend, “Principal Office of,” etc.,
with a register of the companies repre-
sented. These names are necessarily in
small characters, but even then it not in-
frequently hapens that the list threatens
to require more space than there is facade
to the company’s building. The con-
stant modification of these lists necesst-
tated by the creation of new corporations
and the dissolution of old, has led to the
invention of an elastic sign. in which sep-
arated slabs with the nam's printed there-
on may be inserted and removed at pleas-
ure, so that the catalogue may be kept
constantly up-to-date. %

At the entrance of the New Jersey
Corporation Agency. in Jersey' City, are
the nmames of nearly 700 corporations,
whose total capital aggregates more than
a billion dollars. The Corporation Trust
Company, of the same city. boasts of
more than 1,200 ‘“‘principal offices.” with
a capitalization of between $§3,000,000-
000 and  $4.000.000,000. The New Jersey
Guarantee and Trust Company, of Cam-
den, has on its doors 770 names.
