REMOVAL NOTICE.

NEW: YORK, Dec. I.—The American
Line steamer St. Louis arrived in port
early to-day from Southampton and
Cherbourg one day late after a very
stormy passage. The St. Louis left the
Channel" with moderate* breezes which
later became a whole gale with violent
squalls and a very high, dangerous sea.
Tho gales continued in violence until Fri-
day when they fell.

As the St. Louis came into her dock
she shewed the effects of the rough
weather. -'Her funnels were salt-incrust-
ed where the sea spray had been darhed
against them, and one of the forward
starboard boats hung a wreck from the
davits:: others on the same side -were
marked by dents where the seas had
struck them!

.SEAMAN OVERBOARD. ,
During theheight of the storm on Wed-

nesday afternoon one seaman, Charles
Johnson.' a Norwegian, was washed
overboard and lost. During almost all
of the trip-the captain was obliged to re-
main on the bridge and most' of that
time the officers were lashed to supports
to keep the seas from carrying them
away. -On the 20th the St: Louis ran into
a violent hail, storm and the hail stones
were so large that the officers had hard
work navigating. the ship. For days they
ran the vessel under reduced speed with
the passengers behind storm doors and
the sea .continually/breaking- over the
ship and sweeping the decks.

On Wednesday, about 4 o'clock in the
afternoon, the storm was so fierce and the
sea, which was high, was breaking over
the bow with such force it was feared
that some of the forward boats on the
starboard- side would be carried away.
Orders were given.to have the boats made
more secure, and a detail of seven men
was sent up to fasten them. The seamen
who' undertook the work crept along the
deok to the forward boat. They had beer
working but a few minutes to make it
secure when a heavy sea came along
curling over the rail." There was a shout
ot warning and all of the/ men hold
fast except Johnson, who was dashed
overboard. The steamer was stopped, but
t-o wild.was tho s-ea that no aid could
be given to the unfortunate man and the
steamer resumed her journey.

AFIRE.
Yesterday afternoon, when the. St. Louis

was'off' the Nantucket LightsLip; a fire
was discovered forward on the main
deck. . Itwas caused by a defective elec-
trii wire, and was extinguished without
damage with a few buckets of water.
The incident, which was related by Gen-
eral Viljo'cn, who was of the-pas-
sengers, created no excitement^ \u25a0 .
