"Since its appointment this committee
has been in a quandary as to an adjust-
ment of"the matter given them to decide
As; a conseciuencc, about one month ago
they issued requests to all the dioceses
in the country, asking that they take
action individually on the matter, so that
the committee" could report the general
concensus of opinion.- The Springfield
CouncifTias been the first to act. Wheth-
er its example will be followed by the
other dioceses, is something on which I
do,not- care to venture a prediction. A
majority vote of the dioceses in the coun-
try will be required, at two successive
general conventions in order to perfect

the change of name. As these meetings

are held only once In -three .years, it,is
therefore Impossible that a change could
become operative until.loo7.

"The diocese, of Kentucky of whichIam
bishop, meets in the latter part of May.

Every parish in the diocese will send its
pastor and three laymen as delegates to

this meeting, making in all an attendance
of about one hundred. What action we
will take Iam not prepared to say.

Confession of

WASHINGTON". D. C. December 4.—
(Special.)— ln a report to the Department

of the. Interior, by Edward W; Parker,

who is a member of, the coal strike com-
mission, on the production of coal in 1901,

is the following relating to the production

in Virginia:

"Total production in IPM. 2,725,573 short
tons, spot value. 52.353.959.

"Virginia is included in the number of
coal-producing States whose production

in the first year of the twentieth century
exceeded ihnt of any years of previous
history. In ISM Virginia exceeded for the
first time a total production of 2,000,000

short tons. The production for 1900 ex-
ceeded that of 1599 by 257.0G3 short tons,

0r13.7 per cent., and 1901 shows an in-
crease over 1900 or 332.110 tons, or 13.S
per cent.

"There are only two really important
coal-producing counties in the State,

Tazewell and Wise. The production of
Tazeweli county in 1901 was interrupted

to a considerable extent by a disastrous
fire in the mines at Pocnhontns which, iv
addition to damage to property and loss
in output, resulted in the death of a
number of men. The production in this
county decreased nearly a)0.000 tons. This
was more than made up. however, -by the
increased activity in the Wise' county
mines, which include those along the
Clinch River .Division of the Northwest-
ern railroad. The production of Wise
county in 1931 showed an increase of over
550.000 tons, or over 40 per cent, morr
than that of 1900. The attempts to re-
establish the industry in the Richmond
coal basin of Chesterfield and Henrico
counties have not met.' with abundant
success, and operations there, have been
practically suspended.

Husl<liii£r for Winc-hester.
Congressman llay said to-day that he

would press his bill for the erection of
a public building, at Winchester, and.
would try to secure its passage. How-
ever, this being the short session, and
there being no public.building bill pend-
ing, he can probably do no more than
make bis efforts in this connection an
entering wedge for the passage of the
measure, in the:.Fifty-eighth' Congress..

Members of the Virginia delegation are
of the opinion that not much important
legislation will be taken up at this ses-
sion. The appropriations for the next
year will occupy nearly all of the time
Concrress has at this session.

CHICAGO, ILL... • December 4.—Four-
teen persons among the scores crowded
into the Lincoln Hotel, at No. 176 Madi-
son street, met- death shortly before*. «
o'clock this. morning, in a fire which will

pass into local history as one of the most

horrible Chicago has ever experienced.

Death came suddenly to a few, but
with awful slowness to others, who were

penned in the death trap, and suffocated

or. burned, to-' deatu. Some died in their

rooms, some chanced all in jumping and

lost, while others were found in the hall-
ways, where they had expired, with their
fingers dug into the cracks

• of the floor.

All of the bodies were recovered.- as the

hotel was not destroyed. The identified

Bnilding a Fire-Trup.

The building was a fire-trap of the
worst kind, according to experts. There
were but two. exits, a narrow stairway
leading down the four floors of the build-
Ing, and an uncompleted fire-escape in the
rear.

The fire started on the second floor, pre-
sumably from a lighted cigar drooped on
the carpet. Guests occupying upper
rooms In the front part of the hostelry,

aroused by the screams oZ a woman, were
able. to escape from the stairway, and
about thirty people

'

reached safety . by
means of the fire-escape. To add .to the
horror, however, this gave way while
others were attempting to escape. _ and
three men were dashed to death on the
pavement of the alley below.

For the people still In the rear rooms.'

there was now no escape, save by jump-
ing. The stairway was in flames, and the
fire-escape gone.

Horror-stricken faces appeared at the
windows and cried frantically for help.

Firemen cried back to them to wait until
nets or mattresses could be brought, and
those who did in most cases escaped with
slight injuries. 'But some, crazed with
fright, jumped to the pavement, and
were either killed or badly hurt.

With grout difficulty, the fire, although
comparatively a. small one, was subdued,
but it was some time before rescuers
could penetrate the dense bank of smoke
which filled the place. It was an awful
scene which met their gaze. The dead
or unconscious were lying stretched on
the floors, or in some cases, on their
beds.

In Their XiglitClothe* Only.

Some had attempted to slip on a gar-
ment before making for the street, but
had been overcome, but most of them
were in their night clothes. Stores and
other hotels in the vicinity were filled
with men and women who had escaped

with only their night-gowns on.
An investigation will be made. A fire

wall around the elevator and other pre-
cautionary alterations had been ordered
some time ago, but the matter had been
neglected. .

Of the people injured, it was necessary

to take only three to the hospitals. Oth-
ers, suffering from slight cuts and bruis-
es, or' from the inhalation of smoke, werr
cared for at neighboring drugstores, and
departed without their names being re-
ported to' the police. ;

Intone instance a fireman of Engine
Company. No. '2. saved a woman from
running to the rear of the building to
certain death, on the fourth floor, only to

be forced to drop her from the third floor
to the roof of the building at 17S Madi-
son street. The woman held her 7-year-

old son in her arms. She was Mrs. J.
Sheppard, and her son is named Frede-

rick. She was then carried from the roof
of the building to the Brevoort House,

where a physician was summoned. It
was found that t.ieir injuries were slight.

Clerk Held I>r Police.

E.-C. Weber, the night, clerk, was one
of the first persons to discover smoke
on the second floor. It is believed that
the fire began in this section of the build-
ing. Weber refused to make any state-
ment, and after he had secured posses-
