MINERS' HARD LOT,

SHOCKING CONDITION SHOWN TO

EXIST IN HAZELTON REGION.

NEW POINT BROUGHT OUT.

Miners Claim That Workmen Fenr
to Inform Mine Inspectors of Dan-
gerous Places in Mines—)ore Talk

of Scttlement Out of Court.

SCRANTON. PA., December 4.—At to-
day's session of the anthracite strike
commission, the representatives of the
mine workers continued to call w.tnesses,
mostly practical miners, who toid their
story of the conditions as they exist in
the Hazelton or Middle /coal fields. The
miners tried to show by these wiinesses
tnat the Coxe and other companies had
violated the agreement entered into by
both sides, when the commission was
appo.nted, that the strikers should re-
turn to work, and be given their old
positions back, where they had not al-
ready becn filled. Some of the witnesses
called testified that they were not given
back their old places, and maintained that
men prominent in the union in various
localities during the strike, wcre d.s-
criminated against. The commission has
decided to invite the mine inspectors to
appear before them, because the min<rs
claim that the workmen fear to inform
the mine inspectors of dangerous or un-
healthy places in the mines, beccause the
inspectors are usualiy accompanied by
some representatives of the company who
may cause the man’s dismissal. This is
a new pcint before the commission.

Rumors of possible negotiations toward
a settlement dutside the commission con-
tinue to be heard. Lawyers admit thev
have heard such rumors. but say thev
know nothing about a possble =ettle-
ment. Whatever is done will be first de-
cided upon in New York. where those in
authority to act are located. Several
attorneys, among them W. W. Ross. of
the Delaware. Lackawanna and Western
Company, have returnad to the metro-
polis. Whether or not It Is in connectlor
with peace negotiations cannot be learn-
ed here. The opinion still prevails her:s
and rather strongly. tco, that the opera-
tors and miners will agree on most points
before the commission concludes its hear-
ings.
