MULES WERE KILLED _
DRIVER BARELY ESCAPED..

Animals Attached to One of Bos-
sieux Wagons Killed on Sesn-
board Alr-Line Track.

Two mules attached to & wagon belong-
ing to Mr. Cyrus Bossieux and driven
by a negro man were struck by a Sea-
board Air-Line train at the foot of Seven-
teenth and both killed.

SIX ARE INJURED.

Railvwvay Wreck Near Duquesne, Pa.
Two of the Victims. Literally
Roasted to Death—All Badly
Burned.

PITTSBURG, PA., January 7.—As a re-
sult of a collision between a passenger
train and the rear end of a freight train
on the Monongahela division of the Penn-
sylvania railway to-night, at Cochrane
station just above Duquesns, seven men
are dead, one is dying, and five others
are injured.

THE DEAD.

C: E. STROUD, baggagemaster, of Eliz-
abeth accommodation; Homewood.

The passenger train in the wreck was
the West Elizabeth accommodation, which
left Pittsburg at 3:20 P. M. It was on
time, and had a clear track, acording to
the ' signals displayed at the siding at
Cochrane. It ran into the rear car of an
extra freight, which had taken the switch
but failed to clear the main line.

REAR BRAKEMAN RESPONSIBLE

The officlals of the road attribute the
disaster to the fallure of Patrick Quinn,

| the rear brakeman of the freight, to see

that his train had fully cleared. Up to
11 P. .M., Quinn had not been located.

“When the passenger traln came along,
the caboose of the freight overlapped the
main track enough to catch the tender
of the passenger engine, which was forced
back upon the combination baggage and
smoking car with terrible force. The
thirteen passengers were jammed against
the rear. end of the car into almost a solid
mass. Three of the victims were appar-
ently killed outright, two of the other
four were literally roasted to death, and
two who died on the way to the hospital
were so baaiy burned that recognition
was almost - impossible.

Immediately after impact, the stove in
the 'smoker communicated fire to the
wreek, and the victims were tortured be-
yond recognition. All of the victims were
badly burned. Conductor Cook was found
unconsclous under the charred body of
Baggagemaster Stroud. He is so badly
hurt that he can hardly lve the night
through.

Strange to say, not even a truck, except

‘those of the tender, left the track, the

passengers in the coaches being thus pro-
tected from ham. No other cars outside
of' the smoker were injured, and the
tracks were cleared within a short time
after the accldent. : :

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CITY’S.RIGHT TO ACQUIRE-LAND.
AT $100 PER ACRE.-

OPINION OF CITY - ATTORNEY.

Mr. Henry Cox is Obliged to Convey

to the City—Double Deeﬁ- . are

Being Prepared and the ‘Gove

ment is Only Waiting for Neces-:

sary Land to Be Acquired b{ﬁléi

City and:Conveyed to It.

City Attorney Pollard, who has for some
time past, at the request of the James
River Improvement Committee, had under
consideration for solution the duestiqn of
the right of the city of Richmond to
acquire certain lands at Dutch Gap—
which it is necessary for the city to ob-
tain possesion of, in order to turn’this
gateway of commerce over to the United
State government for expensive improve-
ments of great value to the ecity—which
Uncle Sam will then inaugurate—has ar-
rived at and rendered his opinion, which
is ‘that there Is nothing to prevent the
city from acquiring all the land it re-
quires for the purpose in hand. |

WILL CONVEY TO “UNCLE SAM.”

The city attorney is now, in accordance

1 with this opinion, preparing a double set

of deeds, one set conveying to the city
at $100 per acre, three acres of land, at
present the pioperty of Mr. Henry Cox,
near. Dutch Gap., and the other set con-
veying to the United States government
the three acres to be acquired. together
with the land already owned by the city
at Dutch Gap.

The three acres which the city pro-
poses to acquire, constitute just out in
in such a-way as to cut off the clear view
of each other by vessels approaching the
canal from opposite sides, and also threat-
en the canal constantly with being filled
up with debris on account of slides, etc.
It is the purpose to cut off this jutting
point, and slope the cliff In such a
way as to obviate these two difficulties.
The Federal government, it is understood,
will undertake these and other improve-
ments, in the interest of commerce as
soon’as the city acquires the three acres
in question and turns the property over
to the government.

,CITY ATTORNEY'S OPINION.

O{ty Attorney Pollards' opinion follows:
“By your request, I have examined the
deeds between Henry Cox and the city
of Richmond, bearing date respectively,
May 22, 1871, and May 2, 1873, and [ find
that Mr. Henry Cox _is obliged by the
first mentioned deed to convey to the
city of ‘Richmond at the price of $100
per acre, whatever land at Dutch Gap
may be needed for purposes of com-
merce. ;
.“Replying to your inquiry as to what
procedure is necessary to acquire or pur-
chase the land under this provision of the
deed, I have to say that a survey should
be made of the land needed, and that the
City Council should direct by resolution
the city attorney to acquire the land so
needed, under and by virtue of the pro-
visions of the said deed.”

Chiefs of India—Great Variety of

DELHI. TNDTA, Janunry 7.—The Vica-
rav. T.ord Covrzon of Kedleston. and Lady
Curzon., and the Duke and Duchess cof
Connaught, to-day reviewed the retroin-
ers of the ruling chiefs in the Durbar
arena. The variety of costume and para-
phernalin afforded one of the most strik-
ing victures of the Durbar festivities.
Contingents from all parts of Greater
Indin participated, mostlv retairing ‘the
distinctive features of the!r: costumes.
The flags and other emblems of the
State of Sutch were carried on camels
and elephnonfs, accompanied by armed
men on stilts. while Arab irregulars
danced past the Viceroy. to the music
of their own instruments.

The famous gold and silver guns of
the State of Baroda attracted much at-
tentien. The arcient Maharatta flags.
descended from the Mogul emperors, were
borne past on an elephant carriage. The
martial Rajaputs were clad in mail ‘ar-
mor. - State bands. camel kettle-drums,
richly caparisoned elephants and horses:
and agile swordsmen. many shouting bat-
tle cries. followed one another in quick
succession. A roval elephant carriage,
tvo storles high. showed how the palace
ladies accompanied the princes of by-
gene davs.

In his letter transmitting the report,
and endorsing Secretary Root's plea, the
President says: :

«T eall your special attention fo the re-
commendations contained in this letter of
the Secretary of War's. I most earnestly
fee: that the enactment of the measure
already pending in your body for the bet-
terment of the Philippine Islands. is Im-
peratively demanded by the situation In
those islands. and serious calamity may
come from failure to enact them. Fur-
thermore, I with equal earnestness ask
your attention to the recommendation
of the Secretary- of War ‘in"the accom-
panying letter, and urge its adoption so
that the sum of money therein specified
may be appropriated for the uses and in
the manner likewise specified. in order
that the present distress in the islands
may be remedied.” :

Secretary Root, in his _letter to the
President, says: 7

“It seems to me that the’conditions re-
sulting from the destruction by rinderpest
of 90 per cent of the caraboas, the draft
animals of the Islands, and:the conse-
quent “failure of the rice crop. followed
by an epidemic of cholera, are so serious
and distressing as to call for action by
Congress beyond that for which the com-
mission specifically asks. The removal,
under the laws of Congress, of export
duties on goods shipped from -the Phil-
ippines to the United States, has mate-
rially reduced the revenues of the islands,
while the duties collected in the United
States upon Philippine products, which,
under the same laws were to be turned
over the Philippine treasury, and were ex-
pected to make good the deficit, have
amounted to practically nothing. --. the
same time, the decline in.the price of
silver, the evils of a fluctuating currency,
and the impoverishment of the people,
have reduced the government revenues
when they are most needed for relief
of the people.”

The Secretary recommends an appropria-
tion of $3,000,000 for expenditure in the
distribution of supplies and upon relief
work.

PAUL \VOOD\_VARD ‘HANGED.

Hin Crime the Murder of Two Boys.

CAMDEN, N. J.. January 7.—Paul
Woodward was hanged in the Camden
jail to-day. The drop feil at 10:05 o’clock,
and Woodward was pronounced dead ten
minutes later.  Woodward was apparently
the most unconcerned person in the party
at the hanging, and showed remarkable
nerve.

Paul Woodward’s crime was the mur-
der, on October 1st ‘last. of John Coffin,
aged 11 years; and Price Jednings. aged
14 “vears.. The boys™ disappeared from
their homes on October 1st. and their
bodies ‘were found in a wood near Haddon
Helights. six miles from here, on October
4th. Woodward had been seen-in com-
pany with .the lads on the day of their
disappearance, and was arrested.

An analysis of the boys’ stomachs show-
ed that they had died from arsenical poi-
soning.. The police officials learned that
Woodward had bought arsenic a~ few
dayvs prior to the boys’ disappearance,
and upon being indicted by the grand jury
he was later placed on trial and -con-
victed of murder in the first degree.

Counse) for the prosecution claimed that
Woodward had poisoned.the boys for the
purpose of robbery. When they left home
the bovs had $10 in their® possession. but,
when the bodies-'were found- the pockets
of. thelr clothing did'not contain a penny.

NON-UNIONMEN = =
STILL BEING HEARD.

They Continue to Present Evidence
Before the Coal Commission of

Lawlessness Daring the Strike.

PHILADELPHIA, PA.,, January 7.—
The non-union men continue to occupy

the attention of the Coal Strike Commis-
sion, in presenting evidence of lawless-
ness in the coal region during the strike.
The testimony included many acts of vio-
lence, from murder down to plain assault
and’ petty larceny. Dynamite played a
leading - part in the alleged persecution
of non-union men and their relatives.
Five witnesses testified to their, houses
being more or less seriously damaged by
persons, some of them known to be union
men, placing high explosives on the prop-
erty. Other witnesses told of a dam be-
ing blown up, one locomotive damag
steam pipes in two different collieries
either broken or damaged by dynamite,
bridges and tences being damaged by in-
cendiary fires, -and attempted wrecking
of trains. ; r
One youth said he was stabbed, several
of the witnesses were boycotted, and sev-
eral others told of having been beaten
by crowds and of their houses being stoned
Besides this, 2 young woman- told the
commission she was dismissed as a schaool
teacher because her brother chose to work
during the strike, a young man testifled
that he was attacked as he was coming
out of church after being married, forc-

ing him to seek refuge in a colllery, while.

his brice got home as best she could,-and
another witness said he was afraid to at-
tend the funeral of his mother, who had
died while he was working behind a col-
liery stockade. One witness told of hav-
ing been-punished by 2 mob, forcing him
to “walk fifteen miles at the head of a
jeering crowd of strikers.  Qther testi-
mony was also presented in:the endeavor
to show that a reign of’ terror ‘existed
in ' the strike-affected” territory of the
Stdte, and that members of the union

were largely responsible for it.
