weuld affect  serlously the Interesis of
France, Belgium, Norway and Sweden,
Epain, Denmark, Holland and the United
Btufes.
S When this step ls taken |l |s expeecled
that France will make representation at
once to London, Berlln and Rome, pro-
testing againat any  Interference  with
the previous arrangement she has mado
with Venezueln for the frettlement of
claimg, Fronce may be joinsd in this pra-
teat by the other claimant nationa.

Thera |3 reason (o belleve that the
French Government has sounded the
Unlted Btates Governnient to learn how
much In common then may batwesn
thelr Interests In Venczuels, Tt ia sald
that there Iz a strong ressmblance be-
tween the elalms of the (wo nadags)
perhaps enough to link them together In
reslstance 'to any policy on the part of
he allles which would tend to destroy or
Impair those Interests.
