men well known in the buainasa and pro-
fesslonnl wolks of lifs, who hays renlized

the necessity of rorcetul and drastic
mothods to astem tha tide of corruption
and dishonesty |n the Commen Councll,

It was therefore obvlous {hat the firat
tnalz townrd which the Voters' Leagus
should dlrect its attention wes to sectire
an honeat Counell, Franchize values were
belng voted pwny with alarming rapldity,
and without nny regard for ths public
intarest, Mnachine and ward pollticlans
of dublous character held sway and con-
trol over the Councll; thalr will was loaw,
and from positions of ignorance and ob-
scurity, they suddenly passed to places
af power gnd opulsnce. As In many other
¢itina of the country, the Common Coun-
ell of Chicago was ot this time a traves-
1ty upon reprosentative and democratle
government, Publle eervies corporations
bought wvaluable rights, and the ecltizen
atonl helplams to protect his Interests,|

Wa are now to troce brlstly the werk
of the Voters' Loague, which haa bocome
n transforming power In ths munlicipal
pollticsa of Chicags, The Laague was or-
gnnlzed on a non-partisnn basls, and In-
vited (he co-operatlon of all persons who
wore Intorasted  In the well-being and
gotd name of tha city of Chleago.

But, lika most ossociations of its kind,
tha main work was to fall upen the
shouldars of a fow mon. The ofMees of
the Loagus, during & munlelpal eam-
palgn, thocomo the polltieal  clearlng-
house of the city. The methods employed
by tha League ara simple and™irect, but
entirely unigue for thelr cpen and fear-
less criticlam of candldates who meek &
place {n tha Common Council, Tha League
first dovoted its attantion to the gather-
Ing of Information esneerning the candi-
dates who wera nominated by the differ-
ont parties In the varlous wards, This
Inrolved a groat task, hescause of the
numbar of pandldates econcarned and the
carafulness with which Information must
be mought bofore the officers .ot the
Leaguo formulated thelr conclusions. Ag
soon as the cnmpalgn I8 on, It begins
Its work, which consiats quite lzrgely In
commeanding and !ndorsing worthy candi-
dates and In exposing nnd refecting those
who have been Found weelk ond wanting.
Thia part of Its work has greatly Im-
rroved during the last two or three
yenra by reason of the fact that an ex-
tenslvae canvasa of all prospsctive candl-
dates has been carefully made, and thelr
publie and private records are sccurely
filed awny. This canvoss has boen care-
fully and Eeystematlcally done  and is
fundamontal to tho puccess and Luarposes
of the Leagua., Every bit of Information
s follownd to 1ts source, and the utmost
care exercleed by tho committes In or-
der that Its concluslons may be safe
and ascurs, Porsons are secretly em-
ploved to gather thess facts, and sre
often independently set at work upon
the record of a glven man. This poll of
the prospective candidates In each ward
is entirely unlque, I helleve, In the fleld
of reform, and {ta effectlvencss is abun-
dantly gnown in the results which have
followed, Thus, in the heat of the cam-
palgn the inbor of collecting thiz [nfor-
mation does not fall upon the commit-
tees, and thelr efforts tnay be directed
to other motters.

After nll the facts concerning the pub-
Yo and private Tecord of the candidete
are fully worked out, Uf found qusstion-
ahle he !5 called into the office of the
committes and glven a  chance to he
heard in hie own dafen=e, or withdraw
from ths race, befors ths committes
mrkes public ts statement. If he etih
decldes to continue, ha does B0 with the
knowledge that the essentlal facts of his
publis and private life will ba given to
the voter under the officia]l seal of the
Lepgus, The leading papers of the clty
render generons ald by glving these re-
ports u prominent place In their columns,
ang well ns by editorie] support, These
comments are mads up of brief slato-
ments of those publle
of ench cmndidate which are consldered
essentlal In determining hls efficlency as

The politiclans exért
every Influence to meeura tho mupport of
the Leaguo before the party cauocuses and
conventlons are held, It thla infermation
should be ghren, the Lengue would be
agsuming  the responsibllity of moking
the nominations. On {he other hand, It
has purposely avolded this responsibilliy
and hns conetantly asserted its right to
Indoraa or reject a candldate after the
party has exercised its rightful functlon
at the convontlon, It Is cbvious that all
kinds of threats and pressurs would ba
brought to bear upon the committee. Pol-
iticlans in some instunces have absoluts-
1y lgnored 'the T.eague In  particudar
wards, and hnve mot |ts rocommendations
with a epirlt of defiance.
