LIQUOR QUESTION.
The saloon peoplo of charlotte arc very

much exercised as to trie forthcoming
liquor legislation that ls now being talk¬
ed of by the legislators at Raleigh.
Charlotte has sixteen licensed saloons.
Each of these pay nn annual tart oí
«11,000 to the city, and Î250 to the Stale and
county. The present administration was
elected on a reform platform, one of these
reforms being the shortening of the hours
for the sale of. whiskey and tho displace¬
ment of all screens and obstructions. Tho
bars now open ni C o'clock in the morn¬
ing and close at 3 o'clock P. M. Formally
the opening hour was 5 In the morning
and the closing hour was at 11. Whllo
this has materially injured the saloon¬
keeper, from a, monled standpoint, ho ls
perfectly willing that the hours remain as
they are now, rather than make ? fight
and risk tho chances of tho establish¬
ment of a dlsponsary tn Charlotte.
Tho whiskey bill now before the Legis¬

lature provides for the removal of all
saloons and grog shops In tho country
cuso distillers to tho Incorporated towns
In order that police protection may be
available. It 13 understood that a num¬
ber of the larger distillers will make lt3
-ilrrht on the bill. They are perfectly will¬
ing to have police oversight; because they
realize that the smaller distilleries and
blockade establishments will be forced
out n( business, thereby giving the larger
plants a monopoly of the whiskey manu¬
facture in North «Carolina.

PINE NEW MILL.
Tire Highland Park Manufacturing Com¬

pany, which owns mills In Charlotte and
Rock Hill. S. C, will locate its new $450,-
CO0 mill at a point two miles from this
city. In order to secure tills tremendous
enterprise, the water commission of Char-
lotto has agreed to remove the plant of
the city water-works to a stream four
miles out from tho city. The stream that
now furnishes the water supply for Char¬
lotte ls taxed to Its utmost. With the in¬
crease in Charlotte's population and tho
location of several other large manufac-
turhig plants within the city limits. It
wouid only be a question of a few years
.until Charlotte would ,of necessity require
tho move that Is to bo made now.
The new mill will be one of tho largost

and best equipped In tho country. It ls
understood that the manufactured pro¬
duct will be a high grade of ginghams and
made as cloth. Work on the building
which will ,^e- a three-story structuro,
will begin Jn about *slx weeks. It Is said
that tho mill will bo In running order by
the first of September.

MILLIONAIRE EVANGELIST.
Mr. Charles N. C'tlttenton, tho million¬

aire evangelist of New York, Is now con¬
ducting a. meeting In Try'on-Street Meth¬
odist Church, In this city. Two meetings
are held dally, one In the afternoon, tho
other at night.

In connec¬
tion with Mr. Crlttenton'n meetings, ho
always advocates the establishment of a
home for fallen women. ?? present there
aro ilfty of such homes established
through tho instrumentality of Mr. Crit-
tenton in this and other conn trios. They
all bear the name of Floreneo.CviltprUon,
the dead daughter of tho millionaire to
whose memory lie has pledged his money
and life's work.

SUIT FOR COAL.

The city of Norfolk has brought a suit
for 'two car-loads of coal. At the time
when there was more approhenslcn for
fuel to run the engines than there Is now
eevoml lots of coal wore lost or missent
Of theso there wore two car-loads which
were switched to tho tracks of the Chesa¬
peake Transit Company, tho now rail¬
way to Cape Henry, and usod by that
road, Tho city of Norfolk claims the
ashes of that coal, and therefore enters
suit in the Court of Law and Chancery
this morning for two car-loads of coal,
one of fifty tons, valued at $300, nnd one
of forty-six tons, value, $300 also. The
declaration does not make any further
statement as to tho disappearance of the
coal or state whether It disappeared or
not, but simply demands Its plico for tho
fuel, placing the samo value on both car¬
loads,
STEAMER TDUN8 CARGO LIBELED.
The Tweedie Trading Company has

libeled 2,000 tons of scrap Iron shipped
from Cuba to this port, to be sent to
Isaac Joseph Iron Company, of Cincin¬
nati, Ohio, by tho steamor Ydun. The
llbelant claims $786 demurago, because of
tho detention of the ship in unloading tho
scrap iron at this port. This ls the Nor¬
wegian vessel which mado the unsuccess¬
ful voyago up to Richmond. The vessel
struck the bottom of the river several
times before sho wont far up the river,
and returned here to unload hor cargo.
The oargo' was unloaded at Pinner's - oint
and the deputy marshal was forced to
serve the libel to-day for fear the iron
would soon bo out of tho Jurisdiction of
tho court horo.

CONVICTS FOR RICHMOND.
Six negro men wore sentenced for the

penitentiary this morning:. In the Cor¬
poration Court Judge Allan R. Hanckel
announced tho following Judgments:
Moses Gary, for larceny, was con¬

demned to the penitentiary at Richmond
at hard labor for Ilvo years, subject to a
concession on the recommendation of the
Commonwealth's attorney.
Edward Blount, burglary, ten years.
Joseph Staton, larceny, two years.
Alonzo Johnson, burglary, two years.
William Taylor, larceny, two years,
David Harris, burglary and larceny.

This ls the man who was caught and
convicted of several cases of highway
robbery, the chief case being that of
Mrs. Reis, whom he held up and robbed
In Church Street, In the boldest and most
defiant manner. Ho was sentonccd to the
penitentiary for ton years in ono case,
and for two other caws for five years
each, making twenty years in all.
These prisoners will bo held till the
