Xhp National banking system is not

niUpted to thh needs of tho South, yot

pio hrwe been compfilled to rely upon the
llnanclnl conters to got monoy from tlme
to tlmo to move tholr oropB and earry
on tholr business.
No wonder the Southern pooplo a lew

yenrs ngo wora In favor of the free coln-
ngo of sllver. for thnt scomed to offor
tho only romedy for the currency fnnv
Ino. Many men wlio woro ln doubt on

tho question of froo colnnge ndvocntcd
It on the plea that It wns tho only romo-

dy that liad* beon offored and that somo

remedy for the evll wns Inrperatl've. We
f.rmly believe that lf thero hnd beon no

prohibltt.ry tax on Stnto bank Issnos, IC
tho unnlts of tho South hnd boen loft
freo to Issuo currency undor propor re-

strlctlons, thero hnd been no free sllver
ngltntlon, for thoro had been no occa¬

sion for Itt^
For roasons whlch need not horo be

dlscussed, prosperlty has come and the
sltuatlon hns for tho tlmo being hoon in

part rollcveil. But tlie demand for n bot-
tor currency system Is stlll upon us, nnd
unless some rollef ls forthcomlng there
wlll be anothor plnch by nnd by, nnd
thero wlll be nnother agltntlon for more

money. The South Is not now nsklng for
tlie free colnag« of sllver; it is nsklng for
n better currency system, as Indlcatcd ln
tho report of tho mlnorlty committee
nbovo quotod, and tho sooner thls de¬
mand ls mot hy the generai government
the bottor It wlll bo for the government
nnd for tho business Interests of the
whole country.

THE SAME EVERYWHERE.
On Sunday last tho Rev. Dr. Charles

H. Parkhurst, of Now York, announced
that at tho Wednesdny Evoning Prayer
Meeting there would be an address by
a. negro mlsslonary, and In making tho
nnnouncoment sald:

» "Evon at thls day, so long after tho
proclamatlon of cmancipatlon, thero Is
In mnny parts of the South a condition of
voritable slavery. Although wo clnlm tn
bo a clvlllzed people, thero ls a degTeo of
Imrbarlsm In our treatment of the black
raco that is not oxceeded ln <uiy pnrt of
the world. And although we send out
missionaries to Chrlstlnnlze other lands,
thoro aro communltles ln the South ns

un-Christiah as any part of heathendom."
A Southerner who happened to bo In tho'

church at tho tlmo arose and polltely in-
forcnod Dr. Parkhurst that he waa mls-
tken as to the sltuatlon ln tho South. Tho

negroes woro treated properly, he asscrt-

ed, nnd no credenco was to bo given to

the sensntlonal reports of tholr systom-
atlc ill-treatment
Dr. Parkhurst asked him about the

"Grandfathor Clause" In tho Constltu-
tlons of somc'of tho Southern States, and

again asked him about lynchlngs, the
Southerner mnking courteous replles, but

standlng up manfully for hls people.
On that very dny attempts were made

ln four dlfferent Pennsylvnnla towns to

lynch a negro who had commltted an as¬

sault upon a whlto child. The story is
told by a correapondent of the Phlla¬

delphla Record, writing from Taylora-
town, Pn. After the negro was captured
and when tlie constablo arrlvod to take
him away a largo crowd of people congrc-

gatod, threatenlng vengcance. The con¬

stablo secured a guard and started to the
train- with the negro, intetidlng to bring
him to the county Jail at Taylorstown.
The rest of the story is told by the oor¬

respondent. "We quote:
' "Tho ofllcers with the prlsoner ln their
mldst, and with drawn revolvers, fought
their wny through tho orowd and suc¬
ceeded in gettlng their man nboard.
"At Clayville a mob of 300 mcil^hnd

gathered wlth tt rope, determlned to
lynch tho man. but tho car doors were
locked nnd aa oltlcer stood at each on-
tranco wlth a rcvolver, and the crowd
was cowed.
"Jeffcrson was tnken off at Taylors¬

town In order that ho mlght be ltlentl-
lied. Here. nlso, tho ofllcers were com-

pelled to flght tlielr way through the
crowd. and finally reached tho Conger
residence.
"As they cntered the house Dr. Conger

sprntig ln front of the negro wlth a
drtiwn revolver nnd dlschnrged the
weapon nt tho cowerlng negro. An of-
tlecr knockod hls arm up nnd tho shot
whlzzcd through the nir, within a fow
inches of Jefferson's face. Conger wns
then held until he Identlflcd the man,
when ho was ngnln placed on board the
train nnd brought hei-o thls evening.

*A crowd had gathercd here, but there
was no great domonstratlon, and the
prlsonor was safely landed In jall, fol-
lo.wed up tho streets by a hootlng. threat¬
enlng mob of peoplo.
"The negro luul to be carried tho lnst

few blocka. os he was o.-npletely over-
como wlth tet-ror. An extra gunrd has_
been plocod on the jall horo, as a. dom-'
onatratloii by tho residents of Taylors-
town ls expected."
AVo wondor if l>r. Parkhurst wlll rcfer

tr> thls lncldent at tho prayer-meetlng
servlce this evening. Why did ho not
refer to the numerous rnco rlols that
havo occurred ln New York clty withln
tho past yoar or two? ln somo of thene
riots nssaulls wero mado upon. negroes
slmply becauso they were negroes, nnd it
wns nll tho pollco could do to keep lho
blnck's from bolng torn to plecos by the
mob.
Wo do not Justlfy or oxcuse lynchlng.
We do not bellovo ln mob law, but it
arouscfl our Indlgli.tlon when Northorn
men try to mako It appear tliat lho South
ls worso ln thls roapect thnn tho North.
There nro moro nice climhca in tho South
than In tho North for tho reason that
there nro moro negroes tn tho South, but
wherevor thero Is a largo collectlon of
negroes in any Northorn comniunlty
thero tlio raco question cxIkIh and there
tho bad negro ln summnrlly punlsherl by
lho Ihdlgnant whltes*, whenover ho goes
on tho rnmpugo,
Dr. I'wkliurst nncl thoso llko hlm, who

i-oiisidi.-r theso facts, Bhould also osk
thomsolvea tho quesUon why lt Is, If thoy
aro Ireatod so uiueh worse in thn Bouth
than lu tho North, that the negroes do
not plctt thoinuolves up In u body und
movu Into Northern terrltory?

AnlntoreBtlng story coim+t from 1'oters-
burg to tho effect thnt a member of tho
Council who luis been uaeful has de¬
clded to rotiro because of prlttolsm, Ho
suys that ho does not mliid the work,
but ho has been culleil u liur nnd u tlilef,
und otherwlse uliuHod hy tho denr public,
uud ho has grown tired of tho thitnkluaa
Job, Tliore ls <i le-H.soii in thla to tlie ileur
publlo. Many good mon, doiibtlesii, refuao
to wervo In tho Council for that reason,
No pay la utluchod to tho olllce uud lf u

Councllman doos lils duty he haa plonty
of work to do. But lf ho rocolves no pay
and no thanl«, and gets nothlng Init
harnh orltlelsm and abuso for hls fior-

vloos. lt ls not strnnge that senaltlvo mon
should ahun tho position. Of courso,
publio oltlolals aro propor aubjoots of
erltlclsm, but thero ls a docent way to
do ovorythlng, nnd whon nn honest Coun¬
cllman doos what ho bellovca to bo right,
bhe publio should be vory cnTeful how
they oi'ltloloe,

In the Boston Globe of last Sundny
Qeorge Alfred Townsond says:
"Statuary la more talked about than

obsorved. A Now Yorker was rnlllng
in my prosence nbout thcra bolng no
statuo of DoWltt Cllnton ln tho city that
ho almost croatod. I told him thnt a.

lnrgo and important statuo of Cllnton
was In Greenwood Cemetery, crectod by
tho puhllc, and that it rcsombled the
German poot, Goetlio.
"So whon they are tnlklng at Rlch-

mond, XTiu, about putting Robert E, Lee
in tho Capltol ho threatened, but nevor
took, fow of thom know that Leo la
already there. Ho was palnted by Bru-
mldl in tho eyo of the domo ln the group
of "Anarchy," whlch conslsts of Davis,
Loo, Jackson, Stephens and Calhoun, nll
carrylng torches and looklng llko car-
toons of Mllton."

como other cornmodltles connccted with
the burial have grown so costly that poor

persons cannot nfford to dlo."

on foot to organize such an assoclation.
It ls n noble movement, and we hope lt

wlll succeed. lt wlll succeed lf tho ladies
of tho clty wlll taico hold of lt.""

The Peddler's License Tax.
Edltor of the TlmcB-Dlspatch:
Blr,.If there ever was a law enactcd to

the disjjdvnntago ot tho poor and mld¬
dle clnssos, It Is the "tmrcnsonablo and
unlvuslncsB-lIko law whlch places tho tax
of n rotall peddler of frults, vegctnbles,
prultry and produco of all klnds on the
streets of Richmond from a one-horse
wagon at J50O a yoar to tho State nnd
1100 to tho city, making a total of JOOO.
Theso peddlers sell on an average of

J'.'l worth of markoting a dny. most of
whlch ls sold dlroct to the class of poople
who cannot pay the average prlco for
such produce, frults, etc, charged by tho
sreon grocers and market huekstors.
It Is not my intention to chnmplon tho

causo of tho peddlers. but It ls rny deslro
to see any and all klnds of necesBlties and
luxuries piaced in the reach of tho poor
poople. ns well as In tho rench of tho
more fortunnte, "from a flnanclal stand-
prilnt."
Who had thls hlgh prohlldtory law

passed? The retall grocers and market
l-.ucksters. Why dld they want such a
law passed? Simply for protectlon to
tholr business. How does lt protect tho
retall dealors? By koeplng tho peddlers
off tho- market, thus onnbling them (tho
letall dealers) to charge and get such
iprofits on their goods as thoy may see
fit. Tho peddler does business ln a dif-
ferent mnnner from most rotall dealers,
They buy largo quantltlcs of frults, veg-
ctnblos, chiekens, eggs, etc, at a rca-
sonable cash prlco and then start out
Inimefltalely to sell tlielr maractlng from
door to door to tho class of people who
as a rule should hovo the beneflt of the
low prices whlch often cxlst wlth the
whnlcsalo dealers, but whlch undor ex¬

lstlng laws the consumer nevor gets the
beneflt of. How would the peddler bring
nbout tho deslred change? By selllng
whatever he buys at a small margin.
thcreby crcatlng a demand for theso artl-
clcs whlch would not bc used lf the closc-
solllng peddler ls kept out.
Tho grocer wlll fell you that fljo po'l-

dlor never buys anything tlt to soll ony-
one. Thls sort of talk is nonsense nnd ls
a reflectlon on tho good Judgment of our
wives or daughters. Tho peddler does
not sell hls goods untll ho has flmt al¬
iowed them to be examined; therefore.
t!te purchaser hns a better show to get^
what they want than they do when they
glvc their orders through the "phone,
Again, tho retall grocers wlll tell you

these peddlers are a rough Bet. etc. Dld
you ever hear of any ungentlemanly or

very rudo act committed by one of thom?
The whole thlng ls thls: All classes of

trnde would bo protected from compctl-
tlon ol any kind lt lt had Its way, but
toll mo, if you plcuse, what other llno of
business or business men ever secured at
the hands of a Stato Legislature such
protectlon as these green grocers and
market huekstors? Why dld our law-
rr.akers enact any such law as thls? Sim¬
ply because they were mlslnformed. They
were told by tho retall grocers and mar¬
ket huekstors that tho peddlers were nll
toughs and all forclgners, etc. Thls was

not true. Some of our encrgetlc young
men wero tho leadlng pcddlers at tho
timo the unjust law wns passed. None
ot them were forelgners.
Another reason for the pnssage ot this

law wns tho argument used by the selflsh
retallers to tho effect that most of the
produce sold by poddlors was raised in
other States and shtppeil here by com¬
mission merchants from other cities, oto.
This- was not a falr statement, ns at
leHst threo-fourths of all tho produco sold
by theso peddlers ls grown ln Virginia
und sold here by commission merchants,
who, I am told, pay a largo llcenso tax
to dostlietr buslnoss,
N"ow what shall be dono? Shnll the

present Leglslaturo allow this unreason-
nble high llcenso tnx to stand as lt ls
nr reduco lt to a reasonablo figure, bo

nll classes can have tho benefit of tho
true sltuatlon? Glvo all good, honest la¬
bor and business men a show. Flx tho
law so no dlsreputable character can

obtaln a llcense, but mako a law tliat wlll
be withln the roach of a mnn who wnnts
lo mnko an honest llvlng nnd at tlio same
timo bo a publlo benefnetor.
I nm suro that tho Leglslaturo does not

know Uio wlshea of tholr pooplo. I am

lr. a posltlon to say truthfully that at
lenst three-fourths oC tlio peoplo ln oui

clty would welcome tho poddlor on our

streeta to-morrow; thefefore. I see no rea¬

son why tho peoplo'B wlshes should not
hnvo soma conslderatlon, as -well ns a

ngalnst tho whlte population, or lnclto
the whlto population of tho Stato to acta
of vlolenco nnd war ngalnst tho colored
population, ho shall, whether such In-
surrectlon bo mado or not. bo punlshed
by conflnement ln tlie penitentiary not
loss than flvo nor more thnn ten
yenrs.".Section 8601 of the Codo of Vir¬
ginia, edltlon of 1887. i
This ls a'swecping pcnnl statute, whose

phraseology la not Busccptlblo of mts-
lnterpretatlon. Tho enforc«mont of thla
statute, backed up by tho now Constitu¬
tion of tho State, wlll bring to all of
our flresldes peace and contentment.

It must be remembcred that tho Dem-
ocratlo party of Virginia has nover falled
tb glvo us good Judges. Tho late Major
Baker P. Lee, judgo of tho County Courts
for tho- counties of Wnrwlck and Ellza¬
both Clty, said that lf the dovll camo inlo
hls court ho should havo Justlco. Yes,
and what was true ln regnrd to tho
pure and impartial adminlstration of Jus¬
tlco ln hls court ls truo as to tho other
courts of Virginia. The rights of tho
black pcople In Virginia, ln hor courts,
aro carefully'respected and protcctcd.

So well eatls-
fled am I wlth tlie admlntstratlon of the
government by the Domocrats that I
don't want to see any change.
Why thore ls such a flght mado against
