UTLEY’S ESCAPE

The Story Told Yesterday by a Prisoner
in the Jail,
(Apecinl to The Times-Dis,

FAYETTHVILLE, N ¢ Webeiary 4—
E. I. Utley, who yesterday escaped from
Jail, has not been eaught. It will ba re-
membered that Utley had been sentenced
to twenly years in the penitentlary for
the killlng of hotel Clerk Hollingaworth,
The sheriff has wired all the large citles
offering o reward of $i0,

George Maxwell, a prisoner In the jail
with Utley, makes o remarkable state-
ment. He sweara that about 5:8) o'olock
on the night of the escape, Utley, when
In the corridor, gave him 9, but 414 not
say for what purposa; that ahout 10:80
o'clock A man entered his cell, pointed
n plstel at him, and told him to keep
&till or he would kil him; that thils man
came from outslde the jall, and had
means of oponing his cell and Utley's:
that the man gave Utley keys, with
whileh to open the iall doors, mnd that
Utley ald not creep through the hole at
the hottom of the stalrway. The com-
missloners exonerate Sheriff Marsh and
Depuly Monaghan, and recommend the
temporary suspenslon of Jailer Pate.

It is generally believed here that tha
escaped ‘was lond and elborntely planned:
that money, of which the prisoner had
no lack, was freely used, and that he
left 'Lhis part of the country, ekillfully
disgulsed and prepared for departure 1o
forelgn lands,

Immediatel after Ulley's flight be-
came known, Deputy Sheriff Monaghan
had the other prisonors searched, and
Della Waddll), a negro woman, in a cell
next to Utley, had In her possession a
$10 bill, a biunch of Ulley's keys ahd a
letter from him addressed to & relative,

On the wall of TUtley's cell was found
a card with this inseription: *'Life Is but
o vapor that vanlsheth away.” Lower
down was this postscript: "This gentle-
man Is walting hia time lo vanish"—and
ho vonished, ;

There wers saveral gensatlonal rumors
yeslerday—one that the prisoner escaped
last Friday night, and that the matter
had been kept secret; another that the
other day he recelved a2 mysterious pack-
age, Eupposed to contain Keys and other
Implements for effecting this escape,
Deputy Sherlff dMonaghan explodes both
these raports as absolutely falss,

country all yesterday and last night,
and telegrams were sent to the pollce
of prominent towns and citles. The
