Newspaper Graveyard.

Hichmond has been nnoted as heing a
newepaper gravevard. Qnre journals of
netional fames have be Luried here
than in any eity of ke in the coun-
try. Tha pld Enqulrer, started in the
early part-of the nincteenth century, h'd
national, if not, world wide famo, The
Examiner, which, by the way wes pub-
lehed before the Enquirer, but wag sus-
pended apd afterwards revived, had
hardly a lesser  distluctlon  when con-
ducted by that great genlus, John ML
Danfel. The Whilg was # power, and
Ridgway, DMoseley and Elam were edit-
ors of pational reputation. The Compller
was n great paper In its duoy. In recent
years we have seen the Btate and the
Btar diseppear  from the field, The
Btale for saveral years had & roost pros-
perous career, John Hampden Chamber-
layne, a man of remarkable ab'lity as
an edltorlal writer, and ‘& prodent busi-
ness man founded It, Soon thers was
assoclated with him that man beloved
of all trua Virginlans, Richard T, Beirne.
Undér thelr contre] and under the own-
ership of Colone]l Belrne, after ths on-
timely derth of Captain Chamberlayne,
the Btate flourished, Tt had served itm
and went
the way of many other most respocted
Journale, The Btar was ehort-lved, Tt
was an excellent newspaper, and most
worthy gentlemen  were Its  publishers,
hut thely efforta wers not rewarded,

Seven Dailies Were Here.

“ Afler ibe Civil War thers were for a
ehort period as many as seven morning
papers publlehed In Rlchmond. They were
the Dispateh, Times, Tzaminer, Epqulrer,
Bentinel, The Republic nnd Whig, Just
think of it Seven morning newspapers
and not one of them giving cne twentleth
part of the nows Lhat 8 now printed In
w dally paper here! Buf, then, @ news-
naper could survive for a reasonable
length of thne on comparatlvely small
capital. Steam-power prasses had alrepdy
come Into . uss, but later ow came the
glant machines that are now In uee, ang,
sihsequently, the typesetting maohines,

The Times was not the paper which
was vecently.conasolldated with the Dis-
pateh, It way known ps the "“Rlchménad
Times.! When the Times weas established
