Leglslature Provtdes for the
Judlciaryv

THEREWAS NOOPPOSITION

Long and Tedious Siego of Roll Calls as
Required by Constltuiion.Jnmos-
town Blll In House.Big Day's

Work In Both Branchos.

Tha twenty-four new clrcult judgos pro¬
vlded by the Oonatltutton and named re-

contly by the Democratlo caircus wero

chosen by a Jolnt vote ot the two houses
of'tho General Assembly yesterday after¬
noon.
Mr. J, B Prlnce, Jn, waa elected judge

of tho County Court of Southampton, tp
aucceed hla father, who has reslgnoa on
account of Ul health.
The chlef matter ot lnterest ln Uio Sen-

ato waa the rejectloa by that body ln
oicecuUve aesslon of the nomlnation of
Hon. D. 8» Pollook as auperln-
teudant ot achools for the county
of Pulaakl, Mr, PoUock la a for¬
mer member of tho Houae, and waa named
hy the Board of Bducatlon to nuccecd Mr,
C Ouy Larew, reatgned, Tho flght on
Mr. Pollook waa led by Senator P. F. St
Clatr, of Otles, who had rooommeuded the
eppclntment of Mr. L. E. DareU There
was but one voto In tho Senate "favorlng
ccnflrrmiUora, and thla waa by Benator D.
Gardlner Tyter, of Charles Clty. It ls
said that faatlonal pollties uro reaponsi-
ble for tho rojection ot Mr. Pollock's ap-
pointinent, aa he haa always been a warm
polltlcal frlend of former Governor Tyler,
hartng placed the l&Uer'a name bnfor-o, tlie
Muoua for Uhttcd States Senator In 1JS9J
agalnst Sonator Martln. Mr, Follock -wns
also a loader of the Montagua forces ln
tbe recent gubcrnatorial oontcst
Senator Shackoirord offored a new blll

on the llquor questlon, whlch' tmbraccs
many of tho foaturea of tho Maun bill.
It was referred. along wlth petitiotis aak-
lug for the pojoisijre of the Mann meaeuro.
Senator Harman'a blll to conQno habitual
dnoikatrda tn santtartuma waa passed. and
the otilld labor bllls wore sot aa a Bpeclal
order for next AVodncaday, on motlon of
Mr. H&lsey.
Tbe Senate took up the conatderntlon of

the bllla to provJde for tho eztenslon of
the oorporato llmita of cltioa and towni,
.nd made some progress thecoon, havlng
taken a roocss at 2, untll 3:11 o'clock P.

follows:
Bec 68*. Votlng to bo by dlstrlcts; 11-

cenae granted or refused acconding to
vote of majorlty; ln dlstrlcts comprlalng
more thon ono votlng pr-colnct. In whlch
a town Is aftuated, license to be granted
or refused aeoordlng to nvojortty In each
prociDot Notwtthetandlizr the electlon
Is held for the whole oounty, tho vote
shall be by dlstrlcts, and lf U appear
from. tbe abstracta and returns that a
majorlty of-the votee east in any inagla-
terlal district havo been east agalnst
lloensdng the sale of lntoxlc&tlng Hquors,
no license shall bo granted for the sale
of wine, spirituous or malt llquora. or
any mtxture thereof, In such dlstrlot If
on tbe othor hand, lt appear from tha
abstracts and returns that a majorlty ot
tho votes east in any mcgistcrlal dls¬
trlot have boen east in favor ot llquor
license, then a licccse may' be granted
for the sale of wine, spirituous or malt
Hquors, or any mlxture thereof, in such
dlstrlot- Whero the electlon is held ln a
magisterlal district only, or ln a clty, lt
lt appear from the abstracts and re¬
turns that a majorlty of the votes In
auch electlon havo been east agalnst li¬
cense, no license shall be granted for tho
sale of wine, spirituous or malt Hquors.
or any mlxture thoreot, ln auch district
or clty; provlded.
however, that where there nre two
or more towns not oonstltuting a sep-
ara&e electlon district wlthin one and
the samo magisterlal district. then
the votlng shall not be by magisterlal
dfartricrts, but by electlon precincts,
and lf lt shall appear from the ab¬
stracts and returns that a majorlty
Of tho votes east In any electlon pre-
clnact In any such magisterlal district
havo been east againat llcensing tha
sale of tntojfilcatlng Hquors, no li¬
cense Bhall be granted for the salo
of wine, spirituous 'or malt Hquors.
or any mlxture thereof, wlthin such
electlon procJnct If, on tho other
hand. it appears from the ab3tracts
and returns that a majorlty of the
votes east withln any cleotlon pro
cinct ln any bucIi magisterlal district
have been eaat in favor ot llquor li¬
cense, then a llconse may bo.granted
for tho sale of wine, spirituous or
malt Hquors, or any mixturo thereof
wlthin such" electlon preclnct ln such
magisterlal district.

BARGES CRASH IN
A SWIFT CURRENT

Came Together at Dutch Gap,
and One was Very Badly

Damaged.
Tho bargo Albemarle, of Baltlmoro,

loaded with lumbor oonslgned to a local
doalor, was badly lnjurod Tuesday af-
tornoon in a colllston with the bargo
Vlrglnla, of tho Rlohmond Codar Wonks.
Both hargea wero ooming to. Rloh¬

mond and wero paaelng thromrh Dutch
Gap at tho tlmo of tho aooldont tho
Albemarlo was belng towed by tho tug
George M. HUI. of Norfolk, and waa on
tho Riehmond aldo of the rlvor. Tho Vlr¬
glnla, with aoveral other borgea of the
Cedar Works floot, were belng towod
by the tug Luollo Uoaa, and wero ln mld
stream.
At this polnt ln tho rlver thero ia

larga eddy of awlft water and the Al-
bomarle's bow became entongled ln tho
eddy, whlch, threw her atern. ln mld
strearn.
When the eddy threw the bargo around

she collldod wlth the Vlrglnla on the
slarboard slde of the bow. The crash
was beavy and much damago was dono,'
ospsoially to the Albemarle. Her atern
suffered xnostly, as a large hole was rentJust above the water llne, bosldes breok-
ing. the ralling fences and other mlnor
parts of the boat.
Captaiu Rice, of the Ross, saw thatthe coljltion was bound to occur and

stoppod his tug Iramedlately, thereforetho Vlrglnla was llttle damaged,
The Aibmarle waa hastlly towod to thelanding, as sho was ln lmmedlnto dan-

gor of slnking, and reiievod of hor loadot lumber. Tho damago to the Vlrglnladld not Interfere with her travel. Theeddy, whloh ls a big obstaolo to navlga-tlon, Ib due to the sharp turn the rivertakos Just thls slde of the Gap. Thlswlll be remedled ln the.work to be dona
on the rlver by tho governmont.

AVntklns nnd Oplo fro.- the
Senate, and Messrs. Bettle, Lo.ry and
West from the Houae of DeteKtue-,
Tho commtltee met ln tho Senato Cliom-

ber on Wedoesday nlght iuid were ad-
dressed flrst by Presldent Jarman, of
Farmvllle, He clalmed that the flrst
Uvlng that Vlrglnia should scefc Ahould
be to develop one porfeot normal, wlilch,ho thought should be ln connectlon with
the planl already ln BUccoBsful opern-tioh. The school nt "Farmvlllo, ho Bald,
was obllged to glvo Its puplls, on an
average, about two yuars of hlgh-school Jnstruction before thoy oouldi
go ahead wlth normal educatlon propor,He odvooated the as_.bllsliraent of tmb-
llo hlgh schools In every county, wliich
could serve as fceders to tho Sta. Nor¬mal, bo that when tho glrl- reached
Farmvlllo thor untila glvo all their at¬
tentlon to tho tcchnlcai trnlnlng necded
for tho exorclso of tholr ptofesslon, He
asked on behalt of Farmvllle an appn>'prlation o-f $80,oro to enoble that ln-
Btttutlon to do tho tveceasary work fotf
carrylng out the object for Whlch tt
waa eotobllshed.

STRONG DEJLBGATIONi
After Presldent Jarman had answered

a number of quwtlons propounded bythe .conanlttee, Senator Donchoe, of
Falrfax, Introduced a delegt.lon fron1
ManosBos, Prince Wllllam oounty, whlch
desired n henxlng before the oommlttee,
The delegatlon connlsted of Judge Oi_e.
H. Nlcol, Edwln Nelson, George G. Galle-
her, Howard P. Dodge nnd George C.
Round. Messrs. Nlcol and Round acted
as tlie spokesmen of the delegatlonThej- urged that Farmvlllo had been ln
operatlon for nlneteen ymrs and Its
graduates had not been sufflciently nu-
merous to fill the demand for goodteachera ln a large part of tlie Common-
wt.lth. Tho effeet of Farmvllle was
1.rdly appreclflble ln Prince Wllllam
and many other countles. And If tho
publlc sohools must wait till n. syste.of hlgh schools were estoblL«hcd nnd
Untll glrls were prepared for the perfectnormal proposed, the present generatlon
ot school children mu.<*t be educated In
the present Inferlor methods. The dele¬gatlon from Mana.aa belleved that
Farmvllle ehould liave every dollar thoyasked for and th*y belleved they would
be more apt to get It If one or two moro
norrnals were estsbllshed la other partsof the Stnte; Jn.lge Nlcol clalmed that
a llttle genulne rlmlry between normnla
In dlflTtrrent parts of tbe Commr.wealth
would beneflt the present school rnstend
of injurtng lt. He belleved also that
men of wealth ln North.n Vlrglnia and
in Woshlngtbh city and ihe North mlght
be Induced to help a new Institutlon
which had the senl of tho npproval of
A'lrglnla He called attentlon to the fact
that the countles north of the Chesa¬
peake nnd Ohlo Rallroad pald about one-
third of the taxes of the State and warr.
contrlbutlng largety toward carry'ng
on the State Government ln other parts
of the State. All the vaat terrltory had
been for pencratlons conitrlbutins? townrd
State lnstitutlons at AVWlamsburg, RIch¬
mond, Potersburg. Farmvlllo, Charlottes¬
ville, Btnunton. Blacksburg and Morion
and not a dollnr hnd evor been returned
to Northern A'lrglnla. Tho State should
estnblish Its new normal in Northern
Vlrglnia and he was nuthorlsod by the
oltlsena of Mnnnssas to invlte tho Stnte
to eond a commlsslon to Mn-nn.ns and
Belect the best slto they could flnd-tflvo,
ton or twenty aores.free of expens. to
tho State. Ho urged the advantngos of
tts Bplendid rallroad facllltles and lls
proxlmlty to tho educatlonal Infiuonoes
of tlie Natlonal Oap4tal nnd Its interost-
lng assnclations ns nrgumonts in favoT
of tho locntlon of the glrlB' normal on
tho hlstorio plalns of Mann-xsas.
